OPIS PROJEKTA

Projekt "Zupanijski centar za gospodarenje otpadom Kastijun" u sklopu je prioritetne osi 1
"Razvoj infrastrukture za gospodarenje otpadom" Operativnog programa "Zastita okoliSa".
Projekt je proSao proces odabira u skladu s kriterijima definiranim u operativnom
programu. Projekt je ukljuden u indikativni popis velikih projekata priloZen ovom
programu.

Realizacijom projekta pridonijet ¢e se provedbi Zupanijskog plana gospodarenja otpadom
kojeg je Zupanijska skupstina usvojila u listopadu 2008. g., a koji se temelji na Planu
gospodarenja otpadom za razdoblje od 2007.-2015.g. kojeg je Hrvatski Sabor usvojio u
srpnju 2007. Nadalje, realizacijom projekta pridonijet ¢e se provedbi prioriteta zaStite
okolisa definiranih u Pristupnom partnerstvu od 12. veljace 2008. g. koji ukljucuju
provedbu okoli$nog zakonodavstva Zajednice i politi¢kih ciljeva utvrdenih u Operativnom
programu.

Opéi opis fizickog objekta projekta

Projekt sufinanciran u sklopu programa IPA dio je veceg projekta koji se sastoji od pet
faza. PredloZeni projekt koji podlijeZe IPA sufinanciranju odnosi se na izgradnju modernih
odlagali$nih objekata s ciljem pokrivanja potreba Istarske Zupanije. Istarska Zupanija
nalazi se u sjeverozapadnom dijelu Jadrana i ima 206.350 stanovnika. Sastoji se od

jedinica lokalne samouprave, i to od 10 gradova i 31 opéine. Projekt ée biti izgraden na
lokaciji Kastijun, juzno od grada Pule (5 km), na kojoj se nalazi postojeée odlagaliste.

Pet faza cjelokupnog projekta su: a) preliminarne aktivnosti poput istraZnih radova,
geotehnitko-geoloskih istraZivanja, topografskih i izmjera, dozvola i tehni¢kih nacrta koji
se sufinanciraju iz nacionalnih sredstava, b) izgradnja odlagalista i s time povezani radovi
i oprema koji podlijeZu sufinanciranju iz IPA programa, ¢) izgradnja uredaja za mehanicku
i biolosku obradu (MBO) koja ¢e se financirati bankovnim zajmom, d) izgradnja Sest
pretovarnih stanica koja ¢e se financirati nacionalnim sredstvima, i €) progirenje
odlagaliSta u buducnosti i izgradnja elektrane koja ée se financirati iz ulazne pristojbe.
Realizacija svih faza projekta bit ¢e od temeljne vaZnosti za osiguravanje integriranog
sustava gospodarenja otpadom.

Sadasnja situacija u vezi gospodarenja otpadom ne moZe se opisati kao integrirani sustav,
budu¢i da je sada$njih sedam sluZbenih odlagalita neprimjereno opremljeno a sanitarno-
tehniCki uvjeti su nezadovoljavajuéi, nema nadzora i obrade odlagali$nih plinova, nema
protupoZarnih cesta, nisu dostupni to¢ni podaci o koli¢inama odloZenog otpada, nema
znaCajnih mjera za smanjenje proizvedenog otpada niti se otpad obraduje prije njegova
odlaganja.

Uspostavom centra za integrirano gospodarenje otpadom na lokaciji "Kastijun", uspostava
modernih objekata za gospodarenje otpadom pokrit ¢e potrebe cjelokupne Zupanije.
Promicat ¢e se remkhranje zaustaviti odlaganje otpada na divljim odlagalistima, sadasnjih
sedam odlagaliSta bit ¢e zatvoreno i sanirano, a smanjit ée se i koli¢ina otpada koji se
odlaZze.

Odnosi se na tehnicku pomoé koja, medu ostalim, ukljuuje aktivnosti za obrazovanje,
potporu i obuku krajnjeg primatelja za provedbu projekata sufinanciranih iz programa IPA
i za uspostavu sustava gospodarenja otpadom.

PromidZbene mjere

Odnose se na promidZbeno djelovanje, uklju€ujuéi izradu i distribuciju promidZbenih
brofura i letaka; izradu biltena i tiskanje oglasa; snimanje reklama za radio i TV postaje;

5. CILJEVI

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Article 1
Subject matter

This Bilateral Project Agreement is concluded between the Beneficiary and the
Commission. It concerns the project "County Waste Management Centre KASTIJUN"
adopted by Commission Decision C (2009) 2584 as described in Annex I. All documents
and correspondence pertaining to this project shall bear the reference CCI
2008HR16IPROO1.

Article 2
Project funding

The Eligible Public Expenditure calculated in accordance with Article 150 of Commission
Regulation (EC) 718/2007 is 6.197.752 €.

The co-financing rate for the priority axis 1 — Developing Waste Management Infrastructure
- of the operational programme "Environmental" applies to the project. The maximum

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project "County Waste Management Centre Kastijun" falls under priority axis 1
"Developing Waste Management - Infrastructure” of the operational programme
"Environmental". The project has undergone a selection process in line with the criteria
defined in the operational programme. The project is included in the indicative list of
major projects attached to this programme.

The realization of the project will contribute in implementing the County Regional Solid
Waste Management Plan which was adopted in October 2008 by the County Council. It is
based on the National Solid Waste Management Plan adopted by the Croatian Parliament
in July 2007 for the period 2007-2015. Furthermore, the realization of the project will
contribute in implementing the environmental priorities defined in the Accession
Partnership of 12 February 2008 including the implementation of the Community
environmental legislation and policy objectives set out in the Operational Programme.

General description of the physical object of the project

The project co funded under IPA is part of a wider project which comprises of five stages.
The proposed project subject to IPA co funding concerns the construction of modern

landfill facilities which aim to cover the needs of the County of Istria. The County of Istria
is located in the north west of the Adriatic Sea with a population of 206.350 inhabitants. It
~consists of units of local self governments, namely 10 towns and 31 municipalities. The
project will be constructed at Kastijun where the existing landfill is located south from the
city of Pula (5 km).

The five stages of the entire project are: a) preliminary activities such as investigation
works, geotechnical-geological investigations, topographic survey, permits and technical
designs which are co financed by national funds, b) the construction of a landfill and
associated works and equipment which is the subject of the IPA co financing, c) the
construction of a mechanical and biological treatment plant (MBT) to be financed by a
bank loan, d) the construction of six transfer stations to be financed by national funds and
e) the enlargement of the landfill in the future and the construction of a power plant to be
funded by the gate fee. The realisation of all stages of the project will be essential to
ensure an integrated solid waste management system.

The current situation regarding waste management cannot be described as an integrated
one as the current seven official landfills are inadequately equipped and sanitary-technical
conditions are unsatisfactory, there is no control and treatment of landfill gases, fire access
roads are missing, exact data regarding quantities of disposed waste are unavailable, there
are no significant measures for the reduction of the waste produced nor is there any waste
treatment before the disposal of waste.

With the establishment of an integrated waste management centre at "Kastijun", the
establishment of modern waste management facilities will cover the needs of the entire
County. Recycling will be promoted, the disposal of waste to dump sites will be
eliminated, the seven current landfills will be closed and rehabilitated and the quantity of
waste for landfilling will be reduced.

Technical description of the infrastructure investment

The proposed project comprises of the following five components to be implemented
through five contracts, namely:

Construction of landfill and associated works

Works include the construction of the landfill area and corresponding facilities such as
terrain preparation, construction of internal roads, construction of an administrative
building, construction of a transport and maintenance centre, construction of a recycling
yard, construction of a waste water treatment plant, waste water and water supply
networks, leachate collection system, and degassing system as well as the construction of
facility for gas treatment (gas flare).

Equipment

It concerns a) the supply of landfill equipment (1 Compactor, 1 Loader, 1 Bulldozer and 1
Truck) and b) transport equipment (7 Trucks and 17 Semi trailers).
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C. Technical Assistance

It concerns technical assistance which ihcludes, among others, activities to educate,
support and train the end recipient in the implementation of the IPA co funded project and
in the establishment of a waste management system.

It will tackle
in an efficient way the waste collection, its treatment and disposal. Waste disposal to
landfills will be reduced, energy recovery will be introduced, recycling yards will be
installed and the principles of sustainable development will be developed.

These will contribute in implementing the County Regional Solid Waste Management Plan
and promoting the implementation of the National Solid Waste Management Plant.
Furthermore, the realization of the project will contribute in the implementation of the
environmental priorities defined in the Accession Partnership and the Community
environmental legislation and meet the objectives defined in the Operational Program
"Environmental".

The main specific objectives of the project are as follows:

—  Reduction of the quantities of disposed municipal waste,

—  Reduction of the share of biodegradable waste in the municipal waste deposited on
landfill,

—  Development of an appropriate transportation system,

—  Introduction of recycling and re-use,

—  Raising public awareness,

—  Mechanical-biological pre-treatment of waste before final disposal,

—  Elimination and restoration of dump sites,

—  Protection of human health.

- SUMMARY- OF THE MAIN RESULTS OF THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COST-BENEFIT

ANALYSIS . , o

According to the Cost Benefit Anzilysis (CBA) carried out by the Croatian
Authorities, the principal indicators of the economic and social cost benefit analysis
are as follows: ’

—  The estimated ENPV for the project is € 35,7 million and the social discount
rate used is 5,5 %;

- The estimated Benefit/Cost ratio is 1,45

- The estimated Economic Rate of Return is 15, 22%.

SUMMARY OF THE FINANCIAL ANALYSIS
The main conclusions of the financial analysis are as follows:

—  The FNPYV for the project is estimated at € - 19 million.

- The FIRR is estimated at -1, 09 %.

—  The Eligible Public Expenditure (funding gap rate of 39%) as calculated in
accordance with Articles 17 and 19 of the Financing Agreement amounts to €
6.197.752 million. .

—  The Community Contribution totals € 4.648.314 million, the co financing rate
of the priority axis of the programme applies.

POLLUTER PAYS PRINCIPLE

The tariff models currently applied differ among various service providers and type
of waste. The introduction of an integrated waste management system will enable the
introduction of a tariff model according to the volume of waste produced. According
to the new system, a uniform tariff model and a unified price per ton of each type of
waste will be applied. As such, a gate fee per ton of different waste received at the
waste management centre will be charged. The users will be charged different gate
fees according to the waste type and proportionally to the pollution generated by the
amount of waste produced as well as according to the ability to pay.

FINANCIAL SUSTAINABILITY AND AFFORDABILITY

The affordability study carried out by the Croatian competent authorities show that
the waste charge proposed by the project does not exceed 3% of the total household
income. In the framework of the National Waste Management Plan for the Republic
of Croatia, the proposed waste charge is acceptable given also the commitment of all
local self government units to use the County Waste Management Centre at KaStijun.
These conditions will ensure the sustainability of the project and it is proven to be
feasible and sustainable throughout its lifetime.

The charges calculated in the Feasibility Study cover all operational costs of the
project. The charges will differ between the different users of the waste management
facilities. Different gate fees was calculated according to each type of waste received
namely mixed municipal solid waste, non hazardous industrial waste and
construction and demolition waste.
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OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

Following the completion of the project by the Implementing Body, the project will
be handed over to the end recipient, i.e. Kastijun Ltd. The Kastijun Ltd is a fully
publicly owned company which is founded by the City of Pula and County of Istria)
in order to manage the County Waste Management Centre and introduce a modern
and an integrated waste management system at County level.

SUMMARY OF THE MAIN FINDINGS OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT
ASSESSEMENT

The project has been developed to conform to the requirements of the Croatian and
EU environmental legislation. Attention has been paid to the environmental impact
assessment and environmental performance of the project as well as public
consultation requirements. According to the Physical Plan of the City of Pula, the
construction of the waste management centre is foreseen at the location of Kastijun.

The Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) was filed for evaluation to the Ministry
of Environmental Protection, Physical Planning and Construction in July 2007. The
Ministry adopted the EIA in August 2008. The decision of the Ministry to consider
the proposed intervention concerning the construction of the waste management
centre is accompanied by environmental mitigation measures including a monitoring
programme. )

In order to evaluate the environmental impact of the project, the Ministry appointed
on 10 September 2007 an evaluation committee which held two meetings. At its first
meeting, the evaluation committee concluded that a number of deficiencies needed to
be addressed, whereas at its second meeting held in June 2008, the evaluation
committee answered to the tabled objections and expressed a favourable opinion for
the project. A public review took place in the period from 3 December to 27
December 2007 and it was extended from 7 January to 21 January 2008. Public
discussions were held on 11 and 12 December 2007 as well as on 16 and 17 January
2008.
