I. USTAVNA OSNOVA ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA

Ustavna osnova za donoSenje Zakona o potvrdivanju Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu
Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne
suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske 1 Republike Srbije u okviru komponente
Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2007. godinu, potpisanog u Zagrebu, dana 17.
studenoga 2008. godine, u izvorniku na engleskom jeziku, sadrzana je u clanku 139.
stavku 1. Ustava Republike Hrvatske (,,Narodne novine®, br. 41/01 - procis¢eni tekst i
55/01 - ispravak).

II. OCJENA STANIJA I CILJ KOJI SE ZAKONOM ZELI POSTICI

Vlada Republike Hrvatske i Komisija Europskih zajednica su dana 27. kolovoza 2007.
godine sklopile Okvirni sporazum o pravilima za suradnju u svezi financijske pomoci
Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u provedbi pomoéi u okviru Instrumenta
pretpristupne pomoci (IPA) kojeg je Hrvatski sabor potvrdio dana 03. listopada 2007.
(,,Narodne novine — Medunarodni ugovori®, br. 10/2007) ( u daljnjem tekstu: Okvirni
sporazum). Okvirni sporazum odreduje opca pravila suradnje i1 provedbe pomoci
Europske zajednice u okviru Instrumenta pretpristupne pomoci (IPA).

Dana 20. prosinca 2007., Komisija Europskih zajednica je Odlukom br. C (2007) 6565
usvojila je Program prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske i Republike
Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2007. godinu ( u
daljnjem tekstu: Program).

Za provedbu navedenog Programa nuzno je da Republika Hrvatska i Komisija Europskih
zajednica sklope Sporazum o financiranju kako bi se odredili uvjeti za provedbu pomoci
Zajednice, pravila i postupci o isplati povezanoj s takvom pomo¢i i uvjeti prema kojima
¢e se upravljati tom pomoci.

Cilj Programa je poticati prekograni¢nu suradnju radi postizanja raznolikosti i
unapredenja regionalnog gospodarstva na socijalno i okoliSno odrziv nacin, dok se u isto
vrijeme unapreduju dobrosusjedski prekogranicni odnosi, te izgraditi sposobnost
lokalnih, regionalnih i nacionalnih institucija radi upravljanja programima EU i pripremiti
ih za upravljanje budu¢im prekograni¢énim programima u okviru cilja Europske
teritorijalne suradnje strukturnih fondova EU.



Dok je tehnicki, pravni i administrativni okvir u kojem ¢e se u Republici Hrvatskoj
provoditi mjere financirane iz programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike
Hrvatske i Republike Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA
za 2007. godinu, odreden Okvirnim sporazumom, Sporazum o financiranju ureduje
detaljne uvjete potrebne za isporuku pomo¢i Europske zajednice, pravila i postupke u
svezi s isplatom vezanom uz ovu pomo¢, kao i uvjete pod kojima ¢e se upravljati tom
pomoci.

Vlada Republike Hrvatske donijela je na sjednici odrzanoj 24. listopada 2008. godine
Odluku o pokretanju postupka za sklapanje Sporazuma o financiranju izmedu Vlade
Republike Hrvatske i Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne suradnje
izmedu Republike Hrvatske i Republike Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na
suradnja programa IPA za 2007. godinu (Klasa 441-03/08-01/04, Urbroj: 5030105-08-1).

Sporazum o financiranju predstavlja sporazum standardnog sadrzaja i oblika na temelju
kojeg se mogu primiti sredstva za projekte, kakav Europska komisija obicno sklapa s
drzavama primateljicama pomo¢i Europske unije.

Sporazum o financiranju sadrzi Dodatak A ,IPA Prekograni¢ni program izmedu
Republike Hrvatske i Srbije 2007. — 2013.“ u kojem je naveden opis programa koji ¢e se
financirati, Dodatak B ,,Okvirni sporazum o pravilima za suradnju u svezi financijske
pomoc¢i Europske zajednice Republici Hrvatskoj u provedbi pomo¢i u okviru Instrumenta
pretpristupne pomo¢i (IPA)*, i Dodatak C ,,Ostali uvjeti za ostvarenje pomoci zajednice*
u kojem su navedene daljnje obveze, funkcije i zajednicke odgovornosti struktura,
direkcija 1 tijela koje nisu uredene Okvirnim sporazumom, kao i detaljna pravila o
akreditaciji operativnih struktura i prijenosu upravljackih ovlasti od strane Komisije.

Provedba programa IPA - komponenta Prekograni¢na suradnja za 2007. godinu odvijat ¢e
se prema tzv. decentraliziranom modelu, $to podrazumijeva da institucije nadlezne za
upravljanje programom (upravna tijela 1i/ili provedbene agencije za odredenu
komponentu) raspolazu sredstvima Europske unije. Prac¢enje i evaluacija programa i
projekata provode se u svrhu sustavnog nadzora nad provedbom i procjene ucinka
dogovorenih aktivnosti 1 mjera, te sluze kao korektivni mehanizam u slucaju
neispunjavanja predvidenih rezultata ili nepoStivanja dogovorenih rokova. Za poslove
financijskog upravljanja zaduZen je Nacionalni fond Ministarstva financija koji djeluje
kao riznica za prihvat sredstava Europske unije, odobravanje prijenosa sredstava
operativnim strukturama ili krajnjim korisnicima, te za financijsku kontrolu utroSenih
sredstava.

Sporazum o financiranju je u ime Vlade Republike Hrvatske 17. studenoga 2008. godine
potpisao g. Hrvoje Dolenec, drzavni tajnik Sredi$njeg drzavnog ureda za razvojnu
strategiju 1 koordinaciju pomo¢i Europske unije, u svojstvu Nacionalnog koordinatora
programa IPA.

Sporazum o financiranju ne zahtijeva donosenje novih ili izmjenu postojec¢ih zakona, ali
financijski obvezuje Republiku Hrvatsku te stoga podlijeze potvrdivanju po ¢lanku 18.
Zakona o sklapanju i izvr§avanju medunarodnih ugovora (,,Narodne novine*, br. 28/96).



III. OSNOVNA PITANJA KOJA SE PREDLAZU UREDITI ZAKONOM

Ovim Zakonom potvrduje se Sporazum o financiranju izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske
1 Komisije Europskih zajednica o Programu prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike
Hrvatske 1 Republike Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA
za 2007. godinu, kako bi njegove odredbe u skladu sa ¢lankom 140. Ustava Republike
Hrvatske (,,Narodne novine®, br. 41/01 - procis¢eni tekst i 55/01 - ispravak), postale dio
pravnog poretka Republike Hrvatske.

Potvrdivanje Sporazuma o financiranju predstavlja pravnu osnovu za bespovratno
koriStenje financijskih sredstava za projekte pomoc¢i Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje
izmedu Republike Hrvatske 1 Republike Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na
suradnja programa IPA za 2007. godinu.

Zakonom se utvrduje nacin osiguranja financijskih sredstava potrebnih radi izvrSavanja
Sporazuma o financiranju odnosno provedbe Zakona i odreduje sredi$nje tijelo drzavne
uprave nadlezno za provedbu Zakona. Zakonom se takoder utvrduje nacin objave podatka
o stupanju na snagu Sporazuma o financiranju te dan stupanja na snagu Zakona.

IV. OCJENA SREDSTAVA POTREBNIH ZA PROVEDBU ZAKONA

Za provedbu ovog Zakona potrebno je osigurati financijski doprinos Republike Hrvatske
u svrhu sufinanciranja odredenih projekata koji proizlaze iz Sporazuma o financiranju.

Ukupna vrijednost Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Republike Hrvatske i
Republike Srbije u okviru komponente Prekograni¢na suradnja programa IPA za 2007.
godinu iznosi 2.138.530,00 eura, od cega je za Republiku Hrvatsku predvideno
962.059,00 eura.

Vrijednost koja je predvidena darovnicom Europske unije Republici Hrvatskoj iznosi
800.000,00 eura, dok ¢e ostatak u iznosu od 162.059,00 eura osigurati krajnji korisnici
projekata u sklopu Programa ili Ministarstvo regionalnoga razvoja, Sumarstva i vodnoga
gospodarstva u svojem prora¢unu. Od ukupne vrijednosti sufinanciranja koje iznosi
162.059,00 eura Ministarstvo regionalnoga razvoja, Sumarstva i vodnoga gospodarstva
osigurava 35.000,00 eura.

TroSkovi sufinanciranja koje osigurava Ministarstvo regionalnog razvoja, Sumarstva i
vodnoga gospodarstva ulaziti ¢e u redovna proracunska sredstva kroz tri proracunske
godine (2008-2010).

Provedba ovoga Zakona zahtijeva osiguranje dodatnih financijskih sredstava u Drzavnom
proracunu Republike Hrvatske.

V. PRIJEDLOG ZA DONOSENJE ZAKONA PO HITNOM POSTUPKU

Temelj za donoSenje ovog Zakona po hitnom postupku nalazi se u ¢Elanku 159.
Poslovnika Hrvatskoga sabora (,,Narodne novine“, br. 6/02 - proc¢is¢eni tekst, br. 41/02,
91/03, 58/04, 39/08 i1 86/08), i to u drugim osobito opravdanim drzavnim razlozima. S
obzirom na to da ovaj Sporazum o financiranju stupa na snagu na dan kada Komisija
primi pisanu obavijest o tome da su ispunjeni unutarnji pravni uvjeti Republike Hrvatske



za njegovo stupanje na snagu, a S$to znaci da se prije toga ne moze pokrenuti provedba
projekata koji ¢e ovim Sporazumom o financiranju biti financirani, postoji opravdani
interes za njegovim $to skorijim stupanjem na snagu.

S obzirom na prirodu postupka potvrdivanja medunarodnih ugovora, kojim drzava i
formalno izrazava spremnost da bude obvezana ve¢ potpisanim medunarodnim
ugovorom, kao i na Cinjenicu da se u ovoj fazi postupka, u pravilu, ne mogu izvrsiti
izmjene ili dopune teksta medunarodnog ugovora, predlaze se ovaj Zakon raspraviti i
prihvatiti po hitnom postupku, objedinjavajuci prvo i drugo ¢itanje.

Dana 1. kolovoza 2006. godine, Vije¢e Europske unije usvojilo je Uredbu (EZ-a)
br. 1085/2006 kojom se uspostavlja instrument pretpristupne pomoci (dalje u
tekstu ,,Okvirna uredba o programu IPA”). Na snazi od 1. sijecnja 2007. godine,
ovaj instrument predstavlja jedinstvenu pravnu osnovu za pruzanje financijske
pomoc¢i drzavama kandidatima (trenutno Hrvatska, BivSa Jugoslavenska
Republika Makedonija i Turska) i drzavama potencijalnim kandidatima (Albanija,
Bosna i Hercegovina, Crna Gora 1 Srbija, ukljuc¢uju¢i Kosovo u okviru Rezolucije
Vijeca sigurnosti Ujedinjenih naroda br. 1244) u nastojanjima na unapredenju

Pomo¢ Zajednice u okviru instrumenta pretpristupne pomoc¢i treba nastaviti
podupirati drzave korisnike u nastojanju na ja¢anju demokratskih institucija i
vladavine prava, reformi javne uprave, provedbi gospodarskih reformi, posStivanju
ljudskih i prava manjina, promicanju ravnopravnosti spolova, podrSci razvoju
civilnog drustva i1 unapredenju regionalne suradnje kao i pomirenju i obnovi te
doprinijeti odrzivom razvoju i smanjenju siromastva.

m Proces programiranja

Ovaj dokument opisuje prekograni¢ni program izmedu Hrvatske i Srbije. Ovaj strateski
dokument zasniva se na zajedni¢kom planiranju hrvatskih i srpskih strana.

Proces izrade Prekograni¢nog programa u okviru programa IPA izmedu Republike
Hrvatske i Republike Srbije zapoceo je 16. sijecnja 2007. godine s prvim bilateralnim
sastankom izmedu predstavnika nacionalnih institucija nadleznih za II. komponentu
programa IPA. Na tom su sastanku dvije strane razgovarale i dogovorile proces izrade
programa.

Prvi sastanak Zajedni¢kog programskog odbora (ZPO) odrzan je 14. veljace 2007. Na
tom su sastanku odobreni ¢lanovi ZPO-a, usvojen je poslovnik i odobren mandat i
¢lanstvo Zajedni¢kog tima za izradu nacrta (ZTIN).

Osim predstavnika iz lokalne, regionalne i1 nacionalne uprave ukljucenih kao ¢lanovi
ZPO-a 1 ZTIN-a, dogovorene su konzultacije sa Sirim partnerstvom iz javnog, civilnog i
privatnog sektora kroz regionalne radionice i anketna istrazivanja. Proces konzultacija
proveden je na dva nacina: pisanim postupkom (primjedbe su poslane ZTIN-u); (ii)
sastancima/radionicama (primjedbe su izravno upuéene ZTIN-u) provedeni i na
nacionalnim razinama (procesi nacionalnih konzultacija) i na prekograni¢noj razini.

To ¢e se uciniti kroz ja¢anje gospodarskih, socijalnih i
kulturnih veza izmedu odnosnih zemalja sudionica, ukljucujuéi vrste aktivnosti poput

Dok obje drzave imaju iskustva s drugim drZzavama u programima prekograni¢ne
suradnje (CBC) financiranim sredstvima EU, iskustvo takve medusobne suradnje im je
ograniceno. Tijekom razdoblja 2004.-06. samo program bespovratne pomoci
., Prekogranicna podrucja suradnje sa Srbijom, Crnom Gorom, Bosnom i
Hercegovinom* (koji se financira iz hrvatske alokacije CARDS 2004) ima hrvatske 1
srpske partnere. Ovaj program bespovratne pomo¢i jos je predmet evaluacije a tocan broj
bespovratnih pomo¢i koje ¢e se dodijeliti joS nije poznat. Nadalje, Interreg IIIA jadranski
CBC financirao je tri projekta (od 36 sa hrvatskim korisnicima) koji uklju¢uju hrvatsko-
srpsko partnerstvo, on samo jedan od njih ima partnere unutar programskog podrucja.
Dodatna 23 projekta s hrvatskim i srpskim partnerima u tijeku su ugovaranja; jedan od
njih ima partnere unutar programskog podrucja.

Stecena iskustva
Sljede¢e tocke mogu se istaknuti iz prekograni¢nog iskustva u zemljama Zapadnog
Balkana:

e Projekti koji su usmjereni na zastitu okoliSa odraZavaju prioritete utvrdene od
strane nacionalnih i regionalnih institucija, i osiguravaju dobru ugradnju u lokalne
1 nacionalne razvojne prioritete. No vazno je snazno povezati civilno drustvo i
privatni sektor u izradi programa.

e Mali pozivi za dostavu prijedloga za prekograni¢ne mjere koji su objavljeni u
prethodnim prekograni¢nim programima pokazali su nisku sposobnost u pripremi
projekata kod vec¢ine krajnjih korisnika. To bi moglo sprijeiti provedbu
programa. Bit ¢e potrebno posebno osposobljavanje potencijalnih podnositelja
zahtjeva tijekom cijelog programa.

e Nekoliko op¢ina imalo je vodeéu ulogu u proslim i sadasnjim prekograni¢nim
inicijativama. Te op¢ine trebaju imati glavnu ulogu pri provedbi programa
(prijenos know-howa, itd.).

Tematska evaluacija programa prekograni¢ne suradnje u okviru programa PHARE dosla

je do zakljucka da je vecina projekata imala utjecaj na jedan dio pograni¢nog podrucja,

ali da su zajednicki projekti prije iznimka nego pravilo. Zbog toga je vazno osigurati da
projekti budu rezultat zajednickih lokalnih ili regionalnih inicijativa. Jo§ jedan zakljucak
prethodno spomenute evaluacije je da je uskladen rad na zajednickim projektima klju¢an
u smislu rezultata, utjecaja i odrzivosti. Stoga je vazno da partneri uspostave usuglaSene
planove za koordinaciju i mehanizme prije potpisivanja Sporazuma o financiranju.
Nadalje, iskustvo je pokazalo da preduvjeti za ucinkovitu provedbu ukljucuju, osim uske
koordinacije izmedu zemalja sudionica na politi¢kim 1 operativnim razinama:

e prekograni¢nu suradnju izmedu resornih ministarstava i u¢inkovite funkcionalne
odnose izmedu povezanih organizacija;

e funkcionalna tijela za regionalni razvoj i lokalna tijela, uz potrebno osoblje u
stabilnom okruzenju;

e blisku suradnju izmedu regionalnih institucija i predstavnika delegacija Komisije;

e funkcionalnu prekograni¢nu suradnju izmedu odnosnih organizacija privatnog
sektora, kao S§to su gospodarske komore, udruge poduzec¢a i nevladine
organizacije.

2.5  Horizontalna pitanja

Program ¢e promicati odrzivo upravljanje okoliSem kroz unapredenje suradnje medu
institucijama za provedbu zajednickih mjera za zastitu okolisa.

Program ¢e takoder podrzati politike rodno osvijesStene politike i jednakih moguénosti
kroz odabir projekata koji posebnu paznju poklanjaju jednakim mogucénostima za
spolove, manjine i osobe s invaliditetom sukladno nac¢elima Europske unije.

Zajednicki zahtjevi trebat ¢e pokriti oba djela projekta i ispuniti sljedece kriterije:

IPA provedbene uredbe, koji osnivaju drzave korisnici koje sudjeluju u programu, a koji
ukljucuje 1 predstavnike Komisije.

U Republici Hrvatskoj provedba ovog programa pratit ¢e se i kroz nadzorni odbor za
program IPA u skladu sa ¢lankom 58. IPA provedbene uredbe.

Nadzorni odbor za program IPA ocjenjuje ucinkovitost, kvalitetu i uskladenost provedbe
programa kako bi se osiguralo postizanje ciljeva programa i povecala ekonomicnost
pruzene pomodi.

U Srbiji, Komisija moZe poduzeti sve mjere koje smatra nuznima za nadzor odnosnog
programa.

5.2 Evaluacija

Programi su predmet evaluacija sukladno ¢lanku 141. Provedbene uredbe o programu
IPA, s ciljem poboljSanja kvalitete, ucinkovitosti i dosljednosti pomo¢i iz sredstava
Zajednice i strategije i provedbe prekograni¢nih programa.

6.1 Revizija, financijska kontrola i mjere za suzbijanje prijevara

Racuni i poslovanje svih stranaka uklju¢enih u provedbu ovog programa, kao i svi
ugovori 1 sporazumi kojima se provodi ovaj program, predmet su, s jedne strane, nadzora
i financijske kontrole Komisije (uklju¢ujuéi i Europski ured za suzbijanje prijevara), koja
moze izvrsiti provjere prema vlastitoj odluci, bilo samostalno ili posredstvom vanjskog
revizora i, s druge strane, revizija Europskog revizorskog suda. To ukljucuje mjere poput
ex ante provjere nadmetanja i ugovaranja koje Delegacije provode u drzavama
korisnicima.

6.2 Financijska uskladenja

U Hrvatskoj, nacionalni duznosnik za ovjeravanje, koji na prvom stupnju nosi
odgovornost za istrazivanje svih nepravilnosti, izvrSava financijska uskladenja u
sluc¢ajevima kada se otkriju nepravilnosti ili nemar u vezi s provedbom ovog programa,
otkazivanjem sve ili dijela pomo¢i Zajednice. Nacionalni duznosnik za ovjeravanje uzima
u obzir vrstu i tezinu nepravilnosti i financijski gubitak pomoci Zajednice.

U slucaju nepravilnosti, uklju¢uju¢i nemar i prijevaru, nacionalni duznosnik za
ovjeravanje izvrSava povrat pomo¢i Zajednice placene korisniku u skladu s nacionalnim
postupcima povrata.

6.3 Tijek revizije

U Hrvatskoj, nacionalni duznosnik za ovjeravanje osigurava dostupnost svih relevantnih
informacija kako bi cijelo vrijeme bio osiguran dovoljno detaljan tijek revizije. Te
informacije uklju¢uju dokumentiran dokaz ovjeravanja zahtjeva za placanje, obracuna i
pla¢anja takvih zahtjeva, i postupanja s predujmovima, jamstvima i dugovima.

6.4 Mjere sprjeavanja

Hrvatska osigurava istrazivanje i ucinkovito postupanje sa sumnjivim slucajevima
prijevare i nepravilnosti te osigurava funkcioniranje mehanizama kontrole i izvjes¢ivanja
koji su jednaki onima iz Uredbe Komisije br. 1828/2006°. Svi sumnjivi ili stvarni
slucajevi prijevare i nepravilnosti, kao i sve poduzete mjere u vezi s njima, moraju se
prijaviti sluzbama Komisije bez odgadanja. Ukoliko nema sumnjivih ili stvarnih
slu¢ajeva prijevare ili nepravilnosti za prijaviti, drzava korisnik izvjestava Komisiju o toj
¢injenici u roku dva mjeseca nakon zavrsetka svakog tromjesecja.

Nepravilnost oznacava svako krSenje odredbe vazecih pravila i ugovora, kao posljedica
radnje ili propusta gospodarskog subjekta, a koje ima, ili moze imati za posljedicu u¢inak
na op¢i proracun Europske unije kroz neopravdanu troskovnu stavku za op¢i proracun.

Prijevara oznacava svaku namjernu radnju ili propust koji se odnosi na: uporabu ili
predstavljanje laznih, neto¢nih ili nepotpunih izjava ili dokumenta, ¢ija je posljedica
krivo doznacavanje ili protuzakonito zadrzavanje sredstava iz opceg proracuna Europske
unije ili prora¢una kojima upravlja Europska unija, ili se njima upravlja u njeno ime;
prikrivanje informacija ¢ime se kr$i odredena obveza s istim u¢inkom; pogre$na primjena
takvih sredstava u svrhe razlicite od onih za koje su prvotno dodijeljena.

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Drzava korisnik poduzima sve potrebne mjere za sprjeCavanje i suzbijanje slucajeva
aktivne 1 pasivne korupcije u svim fazama postupka nabave ili postupka dodjele
bespovratnih sredstava, kao i tijekom provedbe odnosnih ugovora. Aktivna korupcija
definira se kao namjerna radnja svake osobe koja obecava ili daje, neposredno ili putem
posrednika, prednost bilo koje vrste nekom sluzbeniku, za njega ili za tre¢u stranu, kako
bi postupio ili se suzdrzao od postupanja u skladu sa svojom obvezom ili obavljao svoje
funkcije protivno sluZzbenim duznostima na nacin koji Steti ili bi mogao Stetiti
financijskim interesima Europskih zajednica.

Pasivna korupcija definira se kao namjerna radnja duznosnika, koji neposredno ili putem
posrednika, trazi ili prima prednosti bilo koje vrste, za sebe ili tre¢u stranu, ili prihvaca
obec¢anje o takvoj prednosti, kako bi djelovao ili se suzdrzao od djelovanja sukladno
svojoj duznosti ili obavljao svoje funkcije protivno sluzbenim duznostima na nacin koji
Steti 1li ¢e vjerojatno Stetiti financijskim interesima Europskih zajednica.

Tijela drzave korisnika, ukljuc¢ujuc¢i osoblje nadlezno za provedbu programa, obvezuju se
takoder poduzeti sve potrebne mjere predostroznosti kako bi se izbjegao rizik od sukoba
interesa, te odmah izvjesStavaju Komisiju o svakom sukobu interesa ili situaciji koja bi
mogla dovesti do takvog sukoba.

6.5 Financijske ispravke

sporazumu sklopljenom izmedu Komisije i Republike Hrvatske ili, u slucaju kada ovaj
potonji ne postoji, u Sporazumu o financiranju kojim se provodi ovaj program i
sklopljenom s Republikom Hrvatskom.

Do financijskog ispravka moze do¢i uslijed sljedeceg:
(1) utvrdivanja konkretne nepravilnosti, ukljuujuéi prijevaru; ili
(i1) utvrdivanja slabosti ili nedostatka u sustavima upravljanja i kontrole
drzave korisnika.

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POGLAVLIE L. UVOD I SAZETAK

1.1 Uvod u Program prekograni¢ne suradnje

Ovim se dokumentom opisuje program prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Hrvatske i Srbije
koji ¢e se provoditi tijekom razdoblja od 2007. do 2013. godine. Ovaj strateSki dokument
temeljen je na zajedniCkom planiranju hrvatske i srbijanske strane. Program podrzava II.
komponenta (prekograni¢na suradnja) Instrumenta za pomo¢ u pretpristupnom razdoblju
EU-a (IPA), pod kojom je dodijeljeno 5 mil. EUR za prve 3 godine. Povrh toga, malo
viSe od 1,015 mil. EUR osigurat ¢e drzave partneri, uglavnom od korisnika programa u
pograni¢nom podrucju.

Programsko podrucje lezi s obje strane Dunava, u sjeveroistocnoj Hrvatskoj (istocna
Slavonija) 1 sjeverozapadnoj Srbiji (zapadna Vojvodina). Iz povijesnih razloga
stanovnistvo pograni¢nog podrucja jedno je od etnicki najraznolikijih u Europi. Obje su
strane granice, u odredenom vremenu u proSlosti, bile dijelom i1 Otomanskog i
Habsburskog carstva te podlozne opseznim migracijama iz okolnih zemalja srednje i
isto¢ne Europe. Ratom u 1990-ima prekinute su brojne kulturalne, drustvene i poslovne
veze preko granice. Otada se te veze polako ponovo ostvaruju, ali jo§ se nisu vratile na
svoju prijasnju razinu. Ovaj se program bavi potrebom ponovnog uspostavljanja i jacanja
prekograni¢nih veza, s ciljem promicanja dobrosusjedskih odnosa i odrzivog
gospodarskog 1 drustvenog razvoja pograni¢nih podrucja. Gorenavedeno u skladu je s
ciljevima komponente IPA-e o prekograni¢noj suradnji (¢lanak 86, Provedbena uredba
IPA-e).

1.2 Programsko podrucje

Programsko se podrucje sastoji od ‘prihvatljivih' i ‘susjednih’ podrucja, kako su odredena
u ¢lancima 88. 1 97. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Koja su to podrucja odluc¢eno je na
sastanku Zajednickog programskog odbora (vidjeti Poglavlje 1.4), a navedena su tablici
ispod.

Prihvatljiva podrucja u Hrvatskoj su zupanije koje izravno grani¢e sa Srbijom: Osjecko-
baranjska i Vukovarsko-srijemska. Srbijanska su prihvatljiva podru¢ja 3 pograni¢na
okruga: Sremski, Juznobacki i Zapadnobacki te Sjevernobacki okrug. Sjeverna Backa
nema fizi¢ku granicu s Hrvatskom, ali je ukljucena kao prihvatljivo podrucje zbog velike
hrvatske nacionalne manjine.

Povrh toga, programsko se podrucje proteze na 2 hrvatske Zupanije i 1 srbijanski susjedni
okrug (vidjeti tablicu iznad). Razlog primjene programa na ova dodatna podrucja su
njihove velike sli¢nosti sa prihvatljivim podrucjima u smislu demografskih, gospodarskih
1 geografskih obiljezja. Veze izmedu prihvatljivih i susjednih regija osobito su naglasene
vezano uz tradiciju i kulturu, a razlog tome su velike migracije sredinom 1990-ih, nakon
rata.

Iako obje drzave imaju iskustva s programima prekograni¢ne suradnje (CBC) koje
financira EU s drugim drzavama, njihovo je iskustvo takve medusobne suradnje
ograni¢eno. Tijekom razdoblja 2004 — 2006. hrvatski i srbijanski partneri sudjeluju samo
unutar sheme za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava ,,Suradnja prekogranicnih regija sa
Srbijom, Crnom Gorom, Bosnom i Hercegovinom® (financirana iz sredstava CARDS-a
2004 dodijeljenih Hrvatskoj). Ova se shema za dodjelu financijskih potpora jo§ uvijek
procjenjuje 1 tocan broj bespovratnih sredstava koji ¢e bit dodijeljen jo§ uvijek nije
poznat. Povrh toga, Jadranski program prekograni¢ne suradnje INTERREG IIIA
financirao je 3 projekta (od 36 s hrvatskim korisnicima) koji su ukljucivali hrvatsko-
srbijanska partnerstva, medutim samo jedan od njih ima partnera u programskom
podrucju. Dodatnih 23 projekata s hrvatskim i srbijanskim partnerima u procesu je
ugovaranja; u samo jednome od njih partner je iz programskog podrucja.

1.4 Naucene lekcije

Hrvatski dionici prvi su puta imali priliku sudjelovati u prekograni¢nim projektima
2003.godine unutar programa prekograni¢ne suradnje s Madarskom, Slovenijom i
Italijom. Zahvaljuju¢i tima prvim prekograni¢nim projektima, hrvatski su partneri stekli
znanja i vjestine od njihovih prekograni¢nih partnera te izgradili kapacitete za samostalnu
izradu 1 provedbu projekata prekogranic¢ne suradnje u buducnosti.

S uvodenjem Novog partnerstva za susjedstvo 2004 — 2006 povecala su se raspoloziva
sredstva za hrvatske partnere i time se takoder povecao interes mnogih lokalnih dionika
duZz granica s Madarskom, Slovenijom i Italijom.

U prvim pozivima na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar Programa za susjedstvo za
Sloveniju, Madarsku i1 Hrvatsku i Jadranskog programa za susjedstvo, brojne su se op¢ine
1 organizacije civilnog drustva uspjesno ukljucile u prekograni¢nu suradnju s njihovim
partnerima, dokazujuéi svoj kapacitet za izradu 1 provedbu projekata koje financira EU.

U drugom krugu poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata unutar dva Programa za

susjedstvo dostavljen je cak i veéi broj prijedloga projekata. Medutim, samo je mali broj
prijava bio zadovoljavajucée kakvoce.
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Stoga se moze zakljuciti da postoje odredeni interes i kapaciteti u podrucjima koja
graniCe s drzavama ¢lanicama. Te je kapacitete ipak potrebno ojacati, posebno imajuci u
vidu povecana sredstava raspoloZziva unutar programa prekograni¢ne suradnje IPA-e.

S druge pak strane, hrvatski dionici na istocnim granicama (granicama sa drzavama ne-
¢lanicama) imaju vrlo ograniceno iskustvo u prekograni¢noj suradnji.

Hrvatske Zupanije koje granice s BiH, Srbijom i Crnom Gorom imale su prvu priliku
prijaviti se za male projekte prekograni¢ne suradnje u drugoj polovici 2006. Ocito je iz
ovog iskustva da postoji op¢i manjak znanja i kapaciteta za izradu i upravljanje
projektima te da su lokalni dionici imali poteSkoc¢a u pronalazenju partnera s druge strane
granice.

Moze se zakljuciti da Zupanije koje granice sa drzavama ¢lanicama imaju viSe kapaciteta
za 1 vece znanje o prekograni¢noj suradnji od Zupanija koje grani¢e sa drzavama ne-
¢lanicama, ¢ije je iskustvo jo$ uvijek minimalno ili uopée ne postoji.

Unutar dosadasnjih programa, korisnici projekata uglavnom su se susretali s projektima
manje veli¢ine. Relativno ve¢a dodjela potpora, koja ¢e biti dostupna pod programima
prekograni¢ne suradnje IPA-e, predstavljat ¢e stvarni izazov za mnoge lokalne dionike

¢iji je fiskalni kapacitet jo$ uvijek mali.

Sto se srbijanskih dionika ti¢e, uvodenjem novog Partnerstva za susjedstvo 2004 - 2006.
osigurana su financijska sredstva za ukljuCivanje srbijanskih partnera u projekte.
Zahvaljujuéi ovoj inicijativi i prvom programu s Madarskom, srbijanski su partneri stekli
znanja i vjestine od njihovih prekograni¢nih partnera te izgradili kapacitete za samostalnu
izradu i1 provedbu projekata prekograni¢ne suradnje u buduénosti.

Istovremeno su ojacani kapaciteti na srediSnjoj razini za koordinaciju ovih programa.
Mozemo zakljuciti sljedece:

Mali pozivi na dostavu prijedloga projekata za prekograni¢na djelovanja objavljeni u
prethodnim programima prekograni¢ne suradnje pokazali su nizak kapacitet vecine
krajnjih korisnika za izradu projekata. To moze ometati provedbu programa. Posebna
obuka potencijalnih predlagatelja projekata klju¢na je za ovaj program.

Nekoliko op¢ina vodi glavnu ulogu u proslim i sadasnjim prekograni¢nim inicijativama.
Ove bi opcine trebale imati klju¢nu ulogu u provedbi programa (prijenos znanja i
iskustva, itd.).

U tematskoj evaluaciji programa prekograni¢ne suradnje pod Programom PHARE
zakljuCeno je da je vecina projekata imala jasan ucinak na jednoj strani pograni¢nog
podrugja, ali da su zajednicki projekti bili iznimka a ne pravilo. Zato je vazno osigurati da
projekt bude rezultat zajednicke lokalne ili regionalne inicijative. Drugi zakljucak
gorenavedene evaluacije je da je sinkronizacija u zajedni¢kim projektima presudna u
smislu rezultata, uéinka i1 odrzivosti. Stoga je vazno da partneri uspostave dogovorene
planove 1 mehanizme koordinacije prije potpisivanja Sporazuma o financiranju.

Povrh toga, iskustvo je pokazalo da preduvjeti za ucinkovitu provedbu ukljucuju, osim
bliske koordinacije izmedu drzava sudionica na politickoj i operativnoj razini:
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e prekograni¢nu suradnju nadleznih ministarstava i djelotvorne radne odnose
izmedu povezanih organizacija;

e djelotvorna nadlezna tijela za regionalni razvoj i lokalnu upravu, s odgovaraju¢im
osobljem u stabilnom okoliSu;

e blizak radni odnosi izmedu regionalnih institucija i odgovaraju¢ih delegacija
Komisije;

e djelotvornu prekograni¢nu suradnju odgovarajuc¢ih organizacija privatnog sektora,
na primjer gospodarskih komora, poslovnih udruZenja i NVO-a.

1.5 Sazetak Zajednickog programskog procesa

Proces razrade IPA programa prekograni¢ne suradnje izmedu Hrvatske i Srbije poceo je
16.01.2007. prvim bilateralnim sastankom predstavnika drzavnih institucija odgovornih
za II. komponentu IPA-e. Na tom sastanku dvije su strane raspravile i slozile se vezano
uz proces razrade programa.

Prvi sastanak Zajednickog programskog odbora (JPC) odrzan je 14.02.2007. Na ovome
je sastanku odobreno ¢lanstvo Zajednickog programskog odbora, usvojen je pravilnik te
su odobreni mandat i Clanstvo Zajednickog tima za izradu nacrta (JDT). Opisi i zadaci
tada uspostavljenih dvaju zajednickih struktura su kako slijedi:

Zajednicki programski odbor (JPC) zajedniCko je tijelo za donoSenje odluka
uspostavljeno na pocetku postupka izrade programa, Ciji mandat traje od pocetka
postupka izrade programa do kona¢nog podnosenja programa Europskoj komisiji. JPC se
sastoji od predstavnika drzavnih tijela Hrvatske i1 Srbije nadleznih za II. komponentu
IPA-e i regionalnih nadleznih tijela iz pograni¢nih regija prihvatljivih za sudjelovanje u
Programu. Clanove Zajedni¢kog programskog odbora nominirale su i ovlastile njihove
nadlezne institucije za sudjelovanje u postupku donosenja odluka.

Zajednicki tim za izradu nacrta (JDT) zajedni¢ko je tehnicko tijelo, koje uspostavlja
Zajednicki programski odbor na pocetku postupka izrade programa, ¢iji mandat traje od
pocetka postupka izrade programa do kada Zajednicki programski odbor usvoji kona¢ni
program. Zajednicki tim za izradu nacrta sastoji se od predstavnika drzavnih institucija
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nadleznih za prekograni¢nu suradnju, ugovorene tehnicke pomoéi i1 predstavnika
regionalnih nadleznih tijela. Najvaznije aktivnosti Zajednickog tima za izradu nacrta
(vidjeti nize) izvrSavaju predstavnici drzavnih institucija i tehni¢ka pomo¢. Regionalni
predstavnici odgovorni su za osiguranje to¢nosti regionalnih podataka i njihovu analizu.

Uz predstavnike lokalne, regionalne i drZzavne uprave ukljuc¢ene u ¢lanstvo Zajednickog
programskog odbora i Zajednickog tima za izradu nacrta, dogovoreno je savjetovanje sa
Sirokim rasponom partnera iz javnog, civilnog i privatnog sektora kroz regionalne
radionice i1 anketna istrazivanja. Sastav Zajednickog programskog odbora, Zajednickog
tima za izradu nacrta i partnerskih grupa naveden je u Prilogu 1.

2. OPIS PROGRAMSKOG PODRUCJA

2.1 Prihvatljiva i susjedna podrucja

Programsko podruc¢je obuhvaca granicu izmedu Hrvatske i Srbije. Prihvatljiva podrucja
teritorijalne su jedinice na razini koja odgovara NUTS III klasifikaciji u Hrvatskoj
(zupanije) 1 regije na razini koja odgovara NUTS III klasifikaciji na srbijanskoj strani
(okruzi). Na hrvatskoj strani, granice 2 Zupanije pripadaju prihvatljivom podrucju, a radi
se o Vukovarsko-srijemskoj i Osjecko-baranjskoj zupaniji. Jo$ se dvije Zupanija smatraju
susjednim podruc¢jima: Brodsko-posavska i Pozesko-slavonska Zupanija. Na srbijanskoj
strani prihvatljivo se podrucje pruza preko 4 okruga - Sjevernobackog, Zapadnobackog,
Juznobackog i Sremskog, a Mac¢vanski se okrug smatra susjednim podruc¢jem. Duljina
zajednicke granice je 317,6 km, od Cega se 259,3 km nalazi kraj rijeke Dunav (vidjeti

tablicu 1 i sliku 1 ispod).

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2.2 Opis 1 analiza pograni¢nog podrucja

2.2.1 Geografski opis

Programsko podrucje geografski je smjesteno u Panonskoj nizini u sjeveroisto¢noj
Hrvatskoj (isto¢na Slavonija) i sjeverozapadnoj Srbiji (zapadna Vojvodina). Proteze se
preko povrine od 18.312 km? (tablica 2, ispod), §to je 11,7% ukupne povrsine teritorija
Hrvatske 1 13,2% ukupne povrSine teritorija Srbije. Hrvatska strana programskog
podrucja sadrzi 11 gradova, 61 op¢inu i 348 naselja. Glavna urbana naselja su: Osijek,
Vukovar, Dakovo i Vinkovci. Prihvatljivo podrucje na srbijanskoj strani sadrzi 1 grad, 26
op¢ina 1 268 naselja. Glavna urbana naselja su: Novi Sad (glavni grad Vojvodine);
Subotica, Sombor i Sremska Mitrovica.

Ukupna gustoéa naseljenosti u programskom podru&ju iznosi 103 stanovnika po km® i
najvisa je na srbijanskoj strani granice (115/km” srbijanska strana, 81/km” hrvatska
strana), a obje su brojke vise od odnosnih drzavnih prosjeka od 85/km” za Srbiju i 78/km”
za Hrvatsku (tablica 2 i Prilog 2).

Veliki dio prihvatljivog podrucja lezi unutar poplavne nizine Dunava, koji te¢e uz veci
dio granice (82%) izmedu 2 drzave. Rijeke, plovni putovi i mocvare prevladavajuce su
svojstvo programskog podrucja, koje ukljucuje donji sliv Drave i Tise, a presijeca ga
rijeka Sava koja teCe juznim dijelom granice. Srbijanska strana pograni¢nog podrucja
takoder je gusto prekrivena mrezom kanala kao dio velikog Dunav-Tisa-Dunav (DTD)
sustava navodnjavanja, a ve¢ina ovih voda su plovne.

Programsko podru¢je veéinom je nizinsko podrucje, ¢ija geomorfoloska obiljezja
ukljucuju aluvijalne, rijene 1 praporne terase s fluvijalno-mocvarnim nizinama.
Opéenito, podrucje je vrlo prikladno za razvoj poljoprivrede, koja je prevladavajuéi nacin
iskori§tavanja zemljisSta s povr§inom poljoprivrednih zemljista koja zauzima 1,285.815 ha
(70%) regije. Regija je takoder boga Sumom i obuhvaca 219.030 ha posSumljene zemlje
(28% 1 3% odgovarajuce na hrvatskome 1 srbijanskome podrucju). U juznome dijelu
programskog podrucja nalazi se jedna od nekolicine planina u cijeloj Panonskoj nizini —
Fruska gora, koja je srbijanski nacionalni park.
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Uz bogato poljoprivredno zemljiSte 1 opsezan Sumski pokrov, prirodna bogatstva
programskog podrucja ukljucuju:

* nalaziSta nafte i plina,

* iskopine gline, Sljunka i pijeska

* vodni potencijali (rijeke, izvori/termalne vode),

* podrucja visoke bioloSke raznovrsnosti.

Kao posljedica rata u ranim devedesetima, na hrvatskoj su strani pograni¢nog podrucja
jos uvijek velike povrSine zagadene minama ili pod sumnjom da su zagadene minama. U
tijeku je proces deminiranja i to je prioritet hrvatske Vlade. U Srbiji je UNEP/UNOPS
prepoznao cetiri nacionalna ekoloska goru¢a mjesta koja su posljedica rata, a jedno od
njih smjesteno je na prihvatljivom podrucju Novog Sada. Nekoliko tekuc¢ih drzavnih i
Novom Sadu. Rijeka Dunav takoder je zagadena minama i ostacima demoliranih mostova
Sto predstavlja rizik za urednu plovidbu. Ulozeni su znacajni napori za ¢iS¢enje ove vazne
medunarodne prometne osi, uz novcanu potporu EU-a.

2.2.2 Demografija

Kao $to je slucaj i za ostala rubna podruc¢ja Hrvatske, stanovnistvo na hrvatskoj strani
granice je u opadanju. Ovo je smanjenje stalni trend od 1990-tih. Prema podacima iz
Popisa stanovnistva 2001. godine, broj stanovnika u 2 hrvatske pograni¢ne zupanije skoro
je 9% manji od onoga 1991 (vidjeti Prilog 2). Uzorak demografske promjene nije
konzistentan u cijelome podrucju, jer je u nekim gradovima i opéinama zabiljezeno
povecanje; na primjer stanovnistvo Zupanje (Vukovarsko-srijemska Zupanija) poveéalo
se za 13,5% u razdoblju 1991 - 2001. Medutim takvih je povecanja tek nekoliko, usko su
lokalizirana 1 ve¢inom su rezultat izbjeglickih povrataka. Opceniti trend u cijeloj regiji
pad je broja stanovnika. Dvije pograni¢ne Zupanije pripadaju najteze ratom pogodenim
podrué¢jima u Hrvatskoj (procjenjuje se da 7-8% stanovnika jo$ uvijek zivi u inozemstvu)
1 to je jedan od ¢imbenika koji doprinosi €injenici da je stopa pada broja stanovnika u
hrvatskom programskom podru¢ju mnogo visa od nacionalnog prosjeka od 6% (vidjeti
Prilog 3).

Obiljezje srbijanske strane programskog podrucja najniza je stopa radanja u Srbiji, sa
stopom prirodnog prirasta na 100 stanovnika od -4,9 (u odnosu na drzavnu stopu od -3,5).
Unatoc tome, broj stanovnika povecao se u prosjeku 1% u razdoblju izmedu 1991. 1 2001.
godine (Prilog 2). Medutim, ovaj je rast posljedica priljeva izbjeglica i interno raseljenih
u 1990-tima. Upadljiva Cinjenica za srbijansku stranu je da se u veéini okruga u
programskom podrucju indeks starenja povecava.

U hrvatskom programskom podrucju, podaci Popisa stanovniStva iz 2001. godine
pokazuju da je dobna struktura stanovniStva mlada od nacionalnog prosjeka (vidjeti
Prilog 3). Mnogo nizi indeks starenja u pograni¢nom podruc¢ju (0,79 u odnosu na
nacionalni indeks od 0,91) odrazava ve¢i udio najmlade dobne skupine (0-14 godina) u
odnosu na najstariju (65 godina 1 stariji). To je osobito slu¢aj u Vukovarsko-srijemskoj
zupaniji, gdje nizak indeks od 0,74 odrazava veliki udio pripadnika skupine od 0-14
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(19,3%, u odnosu na nacionalnu brojku od 17,1%). Medutim, noviji podaci ukazuju na
postojanje brzih demografskih promjena u hrvatskom programskom podru¢ju te da u
razdoblju 2001.-2005. stanovni$tvo na hrvatskoj strani, kao i na srbijanskoj strani,
postojano stari, s izrazitim porastom u gospodarski neaktivnoj grupi 65+.

Jedan od razloga za ove demografske promjene neravnoteza je izmedu rodenja i smrti
stanovniStva u svim dijelovima programskog podrucja, S$to znaci negativnu stopu
prirodnog prirasta (Prilog 4). Ovi problemi, pogorSani velikom emigracijom radnog
stanovni$tva iz programskog podrucja, osobito su izrazeni na hrvatskoj strani granice.

Faktori odbijanja i privlacenja koji uzrokuju demografske promjene u programskom
podrucju ukljucuju sljedece:

* Dugoroc¢an utjecaj rata

= Pad stope radanja

» Manjak moguénosti za zaposljavanje u programskom podrucju
» (dlazak mladih na studij u Zagreb i Beograd bez povratka

* Deruralizacija

Gospodarske posljedice promatranih demografskih promjena u kontekstu su povecanog
socijalnog trosSka (za starije stanovniStvo) i smanjena ponude radne snage, posebno u
poljima novih tehnologija i suvremenih organizacijskih izazova (budu¢i da vecina
postojeceg nezaposlenog stanovniStva ne moze odgovoriti na ove izazove).

2.2.3 Nacionalne manjine

Prema podacima Popisa stanovnistva (2001. godine), u dvije pograni¢ne hrvatske
Zupanije nastanjeno je 25,83% pripadnika nacionalnih manjina u Hrvatskoj, tj. 85.581
stanovnika. Najveca su etni¢ka grupa Srbi, sa 60.510 osoba koje zive na ovom podrucju,
tj. 30,01 % svih Srba koji zive u Hrvatskoj ili 18,26% pripadnika svih manjina u
Republici Hrvatskoj. Druga najve¢a manjinska grupa su Madari, s 11.831 pripadnika, tj.
71,29% svih Madara koji zive u Hrvatskoj ili 3,57% svih manjina u Republici Hrvatskoj.
Srbijanska strana prihvatljivog podruc¢ja takoder je obiljezena visokom raznoliko$¢u
etnickih grupa, s 26 etnicke grupe u regiji. U srbijanskom prihvatljivom podrucju zivi
34,6% manjina 1 neizjaSnjenih osoba, od kojih su najvece etnicke grupe Madari (12,5%),
Hrvati (3,9%) 1 Slovaci (2,9%), prema Popisu stanovnis$tva 2002. godine (vidjeti Prilog
4).

2.2.4 Prometna infrastruktura

Suvremena prometna mreza jedan je od najvaznijih faktora koji omogucava veze na
mjesnoj, regionalnoj i medunarodnoj razini, kao 1 razvoj gospodarstva obje regije i
ucinkovitu prekograni¢nu suradnju. Mreza drzavnih, zupanijskih i lokalnih cesta relativno
je dobro razvijena u pograni¢nim podru¢jima Hrvatske i Srbije (vidjeti Prilog 5). U
smislu prekograni¢ne suradnje najvaznije ceste u programskom podrucju su:

» Autocesta E70 Zagreb-Beograd — Medunarodni koridor X — ogranak A

* Autocesta E-75 Budimpesta-Beograd - Medunarodni koridor X — ogranak B
» Drzavna cesta N2 Osijek-Novi Sad
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Pograni¢na regija ima gustu zeljeznicku mrezu. Medutim, dosta Zeljeznicke
infrastrukture, osobito na lokalnoj razini, zahtjeva znafajno osuvremenjivanje i
unapredivanje. Za hrvatsko-srbijansku granicu najvaznije Zeljeznicke trase su:

= Strizivojna-Tovarnik
= Vinkovci-Drenovici
= Vinkovci-Erdut

Hrvatska strana programske regije sadrzi 365 km plovnih putova koji tvore 45,4%
ukupnih hrvatskih plovnih putova. Najvaznija luka u regiji je luka Vukovar, koja
povezuje regiju sa sustavom kanala Rajna-Majna-Dunav 1 koja se koristi za prekrcaj
trgovacke rasute robe (poljoprivredni proizvodi, Zeljezna ruda, kemikalije itd).
Trenutacno je veliki dio kapaciteta luke nedovoljno iskoriSten. Povrh toga, hrvatska
strana granice obuhvaca 104 km rijecnog plovnog puta Drave, koji je na 86 km duzine
paralelan Dunavu.

Glavni plovni putovi na srbijanskoj strani programskog podrucja su na glavnim rijekama
— Dunavu, Savi i Tisi. Sve su 3 rijeke plovne cijelom duljinom svoga toka kroz Srbiju.
Veliki dio mreze kanala Dunav-Tisa-Dunav te¢e kroz podrucje (420,8 km od cijelog
sustava duzine 929km). DuZina plovnog dijela sustava u prihvatljivom podrucju je 355,4
km. Ova mreza kanala koristi se za navodnjavanje, plovidbu, spreCavanje poplava,
turizam, lov 1 ribolov te se sastoji od 21 vrata, 16 ustava, 5 sigurnosnih vrata, 6 crpki i
180 mostova. Glavne rijecne luke u srbijanskom prihvatljivom podru¢ju su Apatin,
Bogojevo, Backa Palanka, Novi Sad (medunarodne luke) i Kovin (nacionalna luka) na
Dunavu; nacionalna luka u Sremskoj Mitrovici na rijeci Savi i medunarodna luka u Senti
na rijeci Tisi.

U programskom se podrucju nalazi 8 graninih prijelaza koji pokrivaju prijelaze za
medunarodni cestovni i1 ZeljezniCki promet te promet plovnim putevima. Najvise je
koriSten, s preko 5 milijuna prijelaza godisnje, prijelaz Bajakovo-Batrovci (vidjeti Prilog
6).

2.2.5 Gospodarski opis

Tesko je napraviti neposrednu usporedbu programskog podrucja Hrvatske 1 Srbije jer ne
postoje podaci o bruto domacem proizvodu (BDP) niti o bruto dodanoj vrijednosti (BDV)
za prihvatljiva podrucja Srbije. Dolje prikazana analiza se stoga temelji na podacima o
BDP-u i BDV-u za Hrvatsku i na raspolozivim pokazateljima srbijanskog gospodarskog
razvoja, to jest bruto nacionalnog prihoda (BNP) i njegove raspodjele po sektorima. Jasno
je da ¢e se tijekom programskog razdoblja taj aspekt morati poboljsati kako bi se
omogucile informirane odluke o razvoju politike 1 o posebnim postupcima koji ¢e se
primijeniti na program.

Programsko podru¢je obuhvaca Zupanije, podrucja i opcine s vrlo raznolikim

gospodarskim karakteristikama. S jedne strane postoje relativno razvijena urbana
podruéja poput Osijeka i Novoga Sada, a s druge relativno nerazvijena ruralna podrudja.
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S gospodarskog stajalista, hrvatsko je programsko podrucje ispod nacionalnog prosjeka,
dok se podrucje Srbije nalazi iznad nacionalnog prosjeka s izuzetkom podrucja Srijema.
Medutim, ¢itavo se programsko podrucje nalazi daleko ispod sadasnjeg prosjeka BDP-a
zemalja EU 27 po stanovniku koji iznosi 21.503 EUR. Najslabije razvijena regija u
programskom podrucju Srbije gotovo je 20 puta slabije razvijena od europskog prosjeka,
dok je Vukovarsko-srijemska Zupanija, koja je istodobno najsiromasnija hrvatska regija,
oko 4 puta manje razvijena od zemalja EU 27 (Prilog 7).

2.2.5.1. Industrija

Sektorska distribucija bruto dodane vrijednosti (BDV) pokazuje da na hrvatskoj strani
granice poljoprivredna i prehrambena industrija predstavljaju vrlo vazne gospodarske
sektore (Osjecko-baranjska zupanija s 13,2% BDV-a i Vukovar s 8,9% BDV-a Republike
Hrvatske u poljoprivredi te Osjecko-baranjska Zupanija s 4,5% BDV-a u proizvodnji)
(Prilog 8). Na srbijanskoj strani granice, glavni gospodarski sektor po bruto nacionalnom
prihodu (BNP) vezZe se uz industriju s 30% te uz poljoprivredu i ribolov s 23% BNP-a
Srbije.

Hrvatsko programsko podrucje sa svojim bogatim prirodnim potencijalima tradicionalno
je bilo izvor sirovina za prehrambenu industriju. Osje¢ko-baranjska zupanija ima snaznu
industriju Secera, jake potencijale za industriju krmnih smjesa (9 tvornica u regiji), a od
iznimne je vaZnosti i tvornica jestivog ulja u Cepinu koja ima najveéi udio u proizvodnji
ovog proizvoda u Republici Hrvatskoj.

Sljedece su industrije takoder vazne u Osjecko-baranjskoj Zupaniji:

» Tekstilna industrija koja ima dugu tradiciju

* Drvoiprerada drva

» Papirna industrija koja ima znacajne kapacitete
* Industrija obrade metala i inzenjerstvo

» Kemijska industrija

» Gradevinska industrija.

U Vukovarsko-srijemskoj Zupaniji, zbog prirodnih nalazista gline, gradevinski su
proizvodi vazna komponenta industrijskog preradivackog sektora. Posebice je dobro
razvijena proizvodnja opeke (ovaj sektor Cine jedna velika tvrtka u Vinkovcima i brojne
manje tvrtke za proizvodnju opeke i betona). Metalopreradivacka industrija u Zupanji
specijalizirana je za proizvodnju poljoprivrednih strojeva i uredaja.

Na srbijanskoj je strani programskog podrucja industrija hrane najrazvijenija, ali
‘gospodarski pokretac' regije zapravo su elektromehanicka i kemijska industrija. Vrlo
veliku vaznost, posebno na podrucju Juzne Backe, imaju industrija cementa i proizvodnja
opeke.

Vaznost gorespomenutih sektora u programskom podrucju takoder se ocCituje u postotku

ukupnog broja stanovnika zaposlenih po sektorima: 34,55% (Srbija) i 20,14% (Hrvatska)
stanovniStva zaposleno je u preradivackoj industriji; 23,34% (Srbija) 1 16% (Hrvatska) u
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sektorima veleprodaje, maloprodaje i sanacije; 6,41% (Srbija) i 9,8% (Hrvatska) u
obrazovanju; 5,77% (Srbija) 1 7,8% (Hrvatska) u poljoprivredi, Sumarstvu i vodnom
gospodarstvu te 5,43% (Srbija) i 7,5% (Hrvatska) u gradevinarstvu (Prilog 9).

Svaka vrsta industrije u programskom podrucju ima svojstvene probleme koji se opcenito
mogu sazeti na sljede¢i nacin: niska razina tehnologije 1 =zastarjele tehnologije,
nepostojanje novih prepoznatljivih proizvoda (metalna industrija), snazno trzi$no
natjecanje drzava Isto¢ne Europe, vrlo niska dodana vrijednost proizvodnje iz
sirovina/faza prerade (drvna industrija), manjak obrazovanog osoblja, inZenjera i
visokokvalificiranih radnika, niska razina tehnicke 1 tehnoloSke opremljenosti i znanja
(gradevinarstvo), visoki troskovi rada, nedostatak profesionalnog upravljackog kadra.

2.2.5.2. Malo i srednje poduzetnistvo (MSP)

Sektor malih 1 srednjih poduzeca relativno je dobro zastupljen i1 predstavlja potencijalni
izvor snage. U Programskom podrucju postoji 19.268 registriranih MSP-a (4.287 na
hrvatskoj 1 14.981 na srbijanskoj strani).

MSP-i predstavljaju znacajan izvor zaposljavanja (Prilog 10) te u programskom podrucju
postoje jasne mogucénosti smanjenja nezaposlenosti kroz Sirenje ovog sektora.
Vecina je tih MSP-a, medutim, vrlo malena i suo¢ena sa sljede¢im problemima:

» Manjak poduzetnickih vjeStina 1 aktivnosti (posebno u sektorima s velikim
potencijalom rasta, primjerice tehnolosko i akademsko poduzetnistvo)

= Niska isplativost sektora MSP-a (niska ucinkovitost, niska kakvoc¢a proizvoda,
ogranicen inovacijski kapacitet i nedostatak usmjerenosti na izvoz)

= Regionalni i lokalni nerazmjer u poduzetni¢kim aktivnostima (koncentracija u ve¢im
regionalnim centrima poput Osijeka i Novoga Sada)

» Nedostatna potpora (sluzbe, porezni poticaji, programi jamstava) i administrativne
prepreke

* Manjak poslovnog obrazovanja i obuke

2.2.5.3. Turizam

Zapostavljanje razvoja kontinentalnog u korist obalnog turizma, $to je u Hrvatskoj bio
trend gotovo 30 godina, glavni je razlog sporoga razvoja turizma u hrvatskom
programskom podru¢ju. Medutim, turizam danas razvija nova odredista koja se oslanjaju
posebice na prirodna bogatstva, povoljnu klimu i ekoloSke uvjete, povijesnu raznolikost i
bogatu kulturnu bastinu. Sve te prednosti omoguéuju da se u podrucju razviju razne vrste
turizma: ekoloski i kulturni turizam, seoski turizam, zdravstveni i rekreacijski turizam,
gastronomski, izletni¢ki, lovni i ribolovni, a u novije vrijeme i tranzitni i poslovni
turizam.

Najvece prirodno blago, ali i turisticka atrakcija, je Park prirode Kopacki rit kao najbolje
oc¢uvano prirodno porje¢je Dunava na citavom podrucju srediSnje Europe. Izuzetna
bioloska staniSta, pejzazna raznovrsnost i stalne promjene pod utjecajem naplavnih voda
glavna su turistiCka atrakcija ovog podru¢ja. Uz to postoji i bogata kulturna i
gastronomska ponuda (Pakovo, Valpovo, Donji Miholjac, NaSice).
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Dvorac Tikve§ smjeSten u Parku prirode Kopacki rit predviden je kao srediSnje mjesto na
kojem se mogu razvijati sve vrste eko-turizma, kao §to su zaStita, proucCavanje,
promatranje prirode 1 okoliSa te edukacija, zajedno s raznim kulturno-umjetnickim
sadrzajima. Druga znacajna lokacija podrucja je Bizovac, tj. Bizovacke toplice,
usmjerene na razvoj rekreacijskog i zdravstvenog turizma.

Programsko podrucje takoder ima vrlo bogata arheoloSka pretpovijesna nalaziSta i
kulturnu bastinu (Vinkovci, Vucéedol, Ilok).

Glavne turisticke znacajke srbijanskog programskog podrucja donekle su sli¢ne. Kulturni
1 vjerski turizam razvijeni su u Srijemu (16 samostana na Fruskoj Gori) i na nekoliko
mjesta u Backoj (dvorac Dunderski, novosadska Tvrdava, itd.).

Vazan dio turisticke ponude prihvatljivog podrucja Srbije c¢ine sportski sadrzaji —
posebice jahanje, biciklizam, jedrenje, veslanje 1 golf. Dva jezera — Pali¢ko 1 Ludosko, na
sjevernom dijelu prihvatljivog podrucja, dragocjen su turisticki potencijal — za sport
(jedrilicarske regate), zdravlje (jezersko blato se koristi za terapeutske svrhe), lov i
ribolov. Sto se ti¢e lova, prihvatljivo podruéje ima 8 lovackih podrugja (Plavna, Koviljski
rit, Apatinski rit, KamariSte, Suboticke Sume, Karadordevo i Morovi¢). Sto se tice
toplickog turizma, koji ima dugu tradiciju, na srbijanskoj strani programskog podrucja
postoje Cetiri toplice (Kanjiza, Vrdnicka, Junakovi¢ i Stari Slankamen). Sve spomenute
toplice obiluju ljekovitom vodom, ali jo$ uvijek nisu dovoljno iskoristene zbog oslabljene
infrastrukture. Na samom jugu podrucja nalazi se Obedska bara — zasticeno podrucje
prirode.

Glazbeni festival Exit postao je velika turisticka atrakcija otkada je pokrenut 2001.
godine Festival se odrzava na Petrovaradinskoj tvrdavi u Novome Sadu.

Glavni problemi turistickog sektora s obje strane granice su: loSa turisticka infrastruktura,
nedostatak visokostandardnih ugostiteljskih objekata, slabo plasiranje kulturne bastine,
slaba razmjena informacija u turistickoj industriji i1 kooperativnom marketingu,
neraznovrsna turisticka ponuda.

U 2005. godini zabiljeZzeno je 93.965 posjetitelja i 199.310 nocenja na hrvatskoj strani
granice. Na srbijanskoj strani granice broj posjetitelja je iznosio 166.719, a broj nocenja
404.561.

Broj turistickih noéenja po stanovniku pokazuje intenzitet turizma u
regijama/zupanijama. Uslijed gorespomenutih problema turistickog sektora turisticki je
intenzitet u programskom podrucju vrlo slab. (Prilog 11)

2.2.5.4. Poljoprivreda

2001. godine poljoprivredno je stanovnisStvo ciljnog podruc¢ja Republike Hrvatske brojilo
40.314 stanovnika od 535.274, tj. 7,5% ukupnog stanovnistva dviju grani¢nih Zupanija.
To predstavlja 16,38% poljoprivrednog stanovniStva Republike Hrvatske. 58,16%
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poljoprivrednog stanovniStva ciljnog podrucja je aktivnho. Na srbijanskoj strani
programskog podrucja, 123.544 stanovnika od 1.343.718 je poljoprivredno te predstavlja
9,2% ukupnog stanovniStva dvaju grani¢nih podru¢ja. To predstavlja 15,1%
poljoprivrednog stanovniStva Republike Srbije. To je stanovniStvo ili samozaposleno na
vlastitim poljoprivrednim gospodarstvima s radnicima, samozaposleno na vlastitim
poljoprivrednim gospodarstvima bez radnika ili su to neplaceni obiteljski radnici.

Prema popisu poljoprivrednih gospodarstava iz 2003. godine, 67.419 poljoprivrednih
kucanstava, ili 15,03% svih poljoprivrednih kucanstava u Republici Hrvatskoj, nalazi se
na ciljnom podruc¢ju. Obradene se povrsine protezu na 305.171,37 ha. Granic¢no podrucje
obuhvaca 28,32% obradenih povrsina u Republici Hrvatskoj. Medutim, ovi bi podatci bili
veci kada bi se ubrzao proces razminiranja. Velik dio poljoprivrednog podrucja prekriven
je minama iz nedavnih ratnih sukoba.

Poljoprivreda je glavni nacin koriStenja zemljiSta i na srbijanskoj strani programskog
podrucja, s 875.815 ha poljoprivrednog zemljiSta, Sto predstavlja 26,2% obradene
povrsine na razini drzave.

Ovi pokazatelji upucuju na vaznost poljoprivrednog sektora u programskom podrucju.

Proces regulacije poljoprivrednog zemljiSta u programskom podrucju vrlo je tezak zbog
¢injenice da zemlja nije izmjerena, a biljeSke u zemljiSnim knjigama nisu uskladene.
Dodatni problem su male parcele zemlje koju obraduju kucanstva. Vecina tih parcela
spada u kategoriju od 0,11 do 0,50 ha.

2.2.6 Ljudski potencijali

2.2.6.1 Obrazovanje

Skolski je sustav u programskom podruéju dobro razvijen. Podaci za $kolsku godinu
2005./06. navode 594 osnovne Skole, 159 srednjih Skola 1 51 visoko uciliste. Podrucje
ima dva glavna sveudilista, jedno u Osijeku, a drugo u Novome Sadu. Oba su glavna
srediSta razvoja istrazivanja i tehnologije Sireg podrucja.

S obzirom na rastu¢u vaznost privrede temeljene na tehnologijama i znanju, razine
obrazovnih dostignu¢a svakako su znacajne za razvoj drzavnoga 1 regionalnog
gospodarstva. Postoji mnoStvo dokaza koji ukazuju na povezanost razine obrazovanja
(osobito na tercijarnoj razini) trziSta rada i gospodarskog rasta. Prilog 12 pokazuje da
razina obrazovnih postignuéa u programskom podrucju zaostaje u obje drzave, s time da
je situacija na hrvatskoj strani nesto naglasenija. Ovo je osobito istaknuto na tercijarnoj
razini (sveucilista ili ekvivalentne institucije) sa samo 6,6% stanovniStva na hrvatskoj 1
8,5% stanovniStva na srbijanskoj strani sa sveuciliSnom diplomom ili viSim stupnjem
obrazovanja, u odnosu na drZavne prosjeke koji iznose 9,8% odnosno 9,3%. Jasno je da
postoji potreba rjeSavanja ovoga problema s obzirom na buduéi razvoj gospodarstva
grani¢nog podrucja, posebno kroz razvoj poslovanja temeljenog na visokoj tehnologiji i
informatici.
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2.2.6.2 Zaposlenost i nezaposlenost

Stope zaposlenosti i nezaposlenosti na programskom podrucju navedene su u Prilogu 13,
u tekstu dolje. Tablica jasno pokazuje da su stope nezaposlenosti s obje strane granice
vece od odgovaraju¢ih nacionalnih prosjeka, tj. 25,6% 1 21,9% u usporedbi s drzavnim
stopama od 17,9% (Hrvatska) 1 19,4% (Srbija). NajviSe stope nezaposlenosti u
programskom podrucju zabiljeZene su na hrvatskoj strani granice. Stopa za Vukovarsko-
srijemsku Zupaniju vrlo je visoka te je sa svojih 27,6% ujedno 1 najviSa u Hrvatskoj. S
druge pak strane, stope zaposlenosti na velikom su dijelu programskog podrucja niske u
usporedbi s drzavnim standardima, a najniZe su na srbijanskoj strani granice u Srijemu i
Zapadnoj Backoj. Jasno je da su visoke stope nezaposlenosti i niske razine zaposlenosti
problem koji je u programskom podrucju potrebno hitno rijesiti.

Jedan od bitnih razloga velike nezaposlenosti je oslanjanje na poljoprivredu,
poljoprivrednu obradu i tradicionalnu industrijsku proizvodnju. Takoder postoji i velika
ovisnost o proizvodnim i preradivackim industrijama, osobito na podrucju Srbije, koje su
uz obrtnicki sektor (u Hrvatskoj) glavni izvori zaposlenja u programskom podrucju.
Poljoprivreda 1 proizvodnja nalaze se u procesu gospodarskog restrukturiranja koje
obi¢no dovodi do gubitka zaposlenja, a — kako je ve¢ napomenuto — sektor MSP-a nudi
nedovoljan broj radnih mjesta da bi se popunile praznine u zapos$ljavanju. Treba
napomenuti da su stope zaposlenosti u usluznim sektorima vezanima uz turizam na
hrvatskoj strani vrlo niske u usporedbi s nacionalnih standardima (1,5% na hrvatskom
programskom podru¢ju u odnosu na nacionalni prosjek od 3,2%) pa to predstavlja i
priliku za razvoj buduc¢ih moguénosti zaposljavanja, ali i prijetnju buduc¢em razvoju
regionalnog turizma.

Ostali ¢imbenici visoke nezaposlenosti su starenje radne snage i niska strucna sprema
mnogih radnika. Takoder se moze zakljuciti da je visoka nezaposlenost donekle rezultat
smanjene proizvodnje 1990-ih, kao i restrukturiranja i privatizacije nekadasnjih drzavnih
poduzeéa. Istovremeno postoji potreba za povecanjem gospodarske isplativosti i
transformacijom regionalnog gospodarstva u konkurentsko, trziSno orijentirano
gospodarstvo temeljeno na znanju, $to rezultira visokim stopama zaposlenosti i niskim
stopama nezaposlenosti.

2.2.7 Okoli§ i priroda

S izuzetkom pojedinih podru¢ja u Republici Srbiji, programsko podrucje ne pokazuje
nikakve ozbiljne ekoloske probleme. To je uvelike zbog odsustva teske industrije na
hrvatskoj strani, budu¢i da su na srbijanskoj strani neke industrije (kemijska,
petrokemijska, proizvodnja strojeva, metalurgija, prehrambena i naftna industrija)
uzrokovale povecanu razinu zagadenja u odredenim podrucjima.

Upravljanje otpadom predstavlja neposredan ekoloski izazov s kojim su suocena grani¢na
podrucja. Ciljnome podrucju nedostaje integrirani sustav upravljanja otpadom. Velik broj
nesanitarnih odlagaliSta otpada, takozvanih ,divljih“ deponija, predstavlja ozbiljnu
prijetnju za okolis, kao 1 opasan otpad ¢ije zbrinjavanje nije regulirano na zadovoljavajuéi
nacin.
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Klju¢no obiljezje okoliSa u programskom podrucju je to Sto ga velikim dijelom duz
granice Cini rijeka Dunav. Rijeka je odredujuce i1 zajednicko obiljezje, stoga sva ekoloska
pitanja povezana s Dunavom svakako zahtijevaju zajedni¢ko djelovanje. U tom smislu,
jedan od najvecih zajednickih ekoloskih izazova s obje strane granice je Steta uzrokovana
teSkim poplavama rijeka. Povrh toga, postoji znaCajan okvir za zajednicke postupke
sprjecavanja prekograni¢nog zagadenja buduéi da se zagadivaci nastali u programskoj
regiji 1 izvan nje Sire plovnim putovima i pritocima koji na kraju utjecu u Dunav.

Sto se tice Dunava, vazno je napomenuti da je zagadenost Velikog backog kanala koji
protjeCe kroz srednje veliki grad Vrbas (25.000 stanovnika) opisana kao ,,najgora u
Europi®“. Podrucje utjecaja pocinje u Crvenki, selu koje pripada op¢ini Kula, 17 km
zapadno od Vrbasa, a zavrSava 23 km nizvodno, na tzv. ,,Trokutu®, gdje se spajaju Veliki
backi kanal sa sjeverozapada i kanal Becej-Bogojevo sa zapada. (Na tom se mjestu
planira izgradnja sredi$njeg postrojenja za obradu otpadnih voda.). Otuda nastavlja tok s
kanalom Becej-Bogojevo jo§ 12 km prije ulijevanja u rijeku Tisu koja dolazi iz
Rumunjske 1 Madarske te se ulijeva u Dunav nizvodno od grada Titela.

Programsko podrugje ukljuduje 352,3 km? zasticene prirode. Sve prirodne lokacije koje
se nalaze pod zaStitom navedene su u Prilogu 14. Medu bogatstvima Fruske Gore,
jedinog nacionalnog parka na tom podrucju, nalazi se preko 1.500 biljnih vrsta, 38
zasti¢enih sisavaca 1 viSe od 200 ptica. Najvaznija zaSti¢ena podrucja na hrvatskoj strani
granice su Park prirode Kopacki rit (17.700 ha, 4,24% teritorija Osjecko-baranjske
zupanije), ornitoloski rezervat Podpanj i1 zooloski rezervat Kopacki rit koji se nalazi u
okviru Parka prirode. Kopacki rit se nalazi na mjestu gdje Drava utjece u Dunav. Smatra
ga se jednim od najocuvanijih rijecnih moc¢varnih podruc¢ja u Europi, a krase ga
zapanjujuca ljepota krajolika 1 bioraznolikost.
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2.2.8. Kultura u prihvatljivom i fleksibilnom podruc¢ju

Programske regije nude iznimnu kulturnu raznovrsnost. To je djelomice zbog Cinjenice
da na tom podrucju zivi nadprosjecno velik postotak nacionalnih manjina. Manjine imaju
utvrdenu institucionalnu pozadinu, kulturne organizacije te dvojezicno 1 manjinsko
obrazovanje, Sto ide u korist kulturnoj razmjeni.

Polozaj programskog podrucja na sjeciStu triju razli€itih kultura i jezika pruza posebno
bogate mogucénosti na podrucju kulture. Postoje mnogi zanimljivi predmeti iz kulturne
bastine, razni muzeji i brojna drustvena i kulturno-umjetnicka drustva. Brojna kulturna
dobra sluzbeno su zasti¢ena.

Hrvatska strana ima bogatu povijesnu i kulturnu bastinu. Grad Vinkovci jedno je od
najstarijih trajno nastanjenih mjesta u Europi, a prvi europski kalendar, ,,Vucedolski
Orion”, pronaden je u Vinkovcima i Vucedolu. U blizini Vukovara nalazi se svjetski
poznato arheolosko nalaziste ,,Vucedol”, koje predstavlja eneoliticku europsku kulturu od
3. stoljeca pr.Kr. Od poznatih dvoraca tu su dvorac rimske obitelji Odeschalchi u Iloku,
dvorac obitelji Eltz u Vukovaru te kompleks dvorca Tikve$ u Parku prirode Kopacki rit.
Bogata slavonska kultura izraZzena je tradicionalnim kostimima, glazbom i plesovima.
Svake se godine odrzavaju brojne medunarodne kulturne priredbe (,,Vinkovacke jeseni”,
»llocka berba grozda”, Otocko proljec¢e”, ,,Babogredski konji bijelci”’, Vukovarske
adventske svecCanosti, itd.).

Na podrucju Srbije brojni spomenici kulture uglavnom su vjerske prirode — 16 samostana
na Fruskoj Gori (12.-17. stoljec¢e), katolicka Crkva i samostan u Somboru i Subotici (18.
stoljece), itd. Medu poznatim dvorcima nalaze se dvorac Dunderski i novosadska
Tvrdava.

Hrvatska i Srbija potpisale su 23. travnja 2002. godine sporazum o kulturnoj i prosvjetnoj
suradnji. Kulturna suradnja na drzavnoj razini izmedu Hrvatske 1 Srbije prisutna je na
razli¢itim poljima, npr. kazaliSte, kinematografija, glazbeni koncerti, itd. Medutim, na
razini op¢ina i gradova ciljnoga podrucja kulturna je suradnja prisutna u mnogo manjem
opsegu nego na drzavnoj razini. To se moze objasniti nedavnim ratnim djelovanjima na
hrvatskom grani¢cnom podrucju.

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POGLAVLIJE III. PROGRAMSKA STRATEGIJA
3.1 Op¢i cilj

Prethodna Analiza stanja pokazuje da prekograni¢na regija obiluje prirodnim i kulturnim
bogatstvima koja pruzaju dobre mogucénosti promicanja regije kao visokovrijednog
turistickog odrediSta. Medutim, prema nacionalnim standardima, znacajni dijelovi
programskog podrucja gospodarski su siromas$ni, a gospodarstvo prekograni¢ne regije
opc¢enito uvelike ovisi o poljoprivredi, preradi sirovina i industrijskoj proizvodnji
strojeva, koje su sve nekonkurentne i nalaze se u postupku restrukturiranja. Veze izmedu
tih dviju strana granice su slabe te postoji opéa potreba za ponovnom uspostavom
administrativnih, poslovnih, drustvenih i kulturnih veza medu dvjema drzavama koje su
unistene ratom u 1990-ima.

Stoga je op¢i cilj programa sljedeci:

@ Potaknuti prekogranicnu suradnju radi stvaranja raznolikosti 1 unaprjedenja
regionalnog gospodarstva na drustveno i ekoloski odrziv nacin, uz istovremeno
poboljsavanje dobrosusjedskih prekograni¢nih odnosa.

Dodatni cilj programa je:

@ Jzgradnja kapaciteta lokalnih, regionalnih i drzavnih institucija za upravljanje EU
programima te priprema za upravljanje budu¢im programima prekograni¢ne suradnje
u skladu s Ciljem 3 teritorijalne suradnje EU Strukturnih fondova.

Navedeni Ce se ciljevi posti¢i uz pomo¢ 2 prioriteta:

® Prioritet 1: Odrzivi druStveno-gospodarski razvoj
= Prioritet 2: Tehnicka pomo¢

Ovi Ce se prioriteti primijeniti kroz 5 zasebnih mjera; programska je strategija naznacena
u Tablici 18.

= Broj uspostavljenih prekograni¢nih mreza ¢iji je cilj: unapredivanje javnih sluzbi; i/
ili vrSenje zajednickih operacija; i/ ili razvoj zajedniCkih sustava

Vazno je napomenuti da opseg Programa 2007.-13. ograni¢ava raspolozivost financijskih
sredstava. To znaci da ovaj program nec¢e moci rijesiti neka pitanja koja su u konkretnim
situacijama i SWOT analizama prepoznata kao znacajna za razvoj pograni¢nog podrucja.
Medu njima su restrukturiranje poljoprivrede, privatizacija drzavnih industrija,
osuvremenjivanje grani¢nih prijelaza i pruZanje prometne infrastrukture.

drzavama koje nisu ¢lanice EU-a. Bit ¢e usmjeren na poboljSanje potencijala za turizam,
stvaranje boljih veza izmedu pograni¢nih podrucja i poticanje zajedni¢kih aktivnosti
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zaStite okoliSa. Multiindikativni programski dokument za Srbiju za razdoblje 2007-2009
podrzat ¢e programe prekograni¢ne suradnje sa susjednim drzavama kandidatkinjama 1
potencijalnim drzavama kandidatkinjama. Postoje¢i program sukladan je s
prekograni¢nim ciljevima navedenima u Multiindikativnom programskom dokumentu za
obje drzave.

Nacrt Operativnog programa za regionalnu konkurentnost (RCOP) u okviru IPA-e ima 2
cilja: (i) posti¢ci vecu konkurentnost i uravnotezen regionalni razvoj poticanjem
konkurentnosti malih i srednjih poduzeca i poboljSavanjem gospodarskih uvjeta u
podrucjima s razvojnim poteSkocama u Hrvatskoj, (ii) razviti kapacitete hrvatskih
institucija za osmisljanje i provodenje aktivnosti koje podrzava ERDF nakon pristupa.
Ovaj program usmjeren je na unaprjedenje hrvatskih pograni¢nih podrucja putem
gospodarske raznolikosti te dopunjuje prioritet Operativnog programa za regionalnu
konkurentnost ,,PoboljSavanje razvojnog potencijala podrucja s razvojnim poteSko¢ama“.
Programom se takoder planira izgraditi institucionalni kapaciteti za budu¢e upravljanje
programima teritorijalne suradnje ERDF-a prema cilju 3. strukturnih fondova te je u
skladu s Operativnim programom za regionalnu konkurentnost.

S orijentacijom prema gospodarskom razvoju, zastiti okoliSa 1 socijalnoj ukljucenosti,
ovaj je Program potpuno u skladu s gorenavedenim regionalnim operativnim programima
te ¢e kao takav pridonijeti postizanju glavnih razvojnih ciljeva obiju pograni¢nih
Zupanija.

Nadalje, program je u skladu sa sljede¢im glavnim nacionalnim sektorskim strategijama u
Hrvatskoj: Nacionalni akcijski plan zaposljavanja za razdoblje 2005.-2008., Plan razvoja
obrazovnog sektora 2005.-2010., Strategija i akcijski plan obrazovanja odraslih; Strateski
ciljevi razvoja hrvatskog turizma do 2010. godine; Strategija Republike Hrvatske za
upravljanje otpadom; nacrt Nacionalne strategije za regionalni razvoj, Pretpristupni
ekonomski program 2006.-2008., itd.) i Program Vlade za razdoblje 2003.-2007., u
kojem se navodi da je razvoj pograni¢nih podrucja jedan od najvecih drzavnih prioriteta,
buduéi da 18 od ukupno 21 zupanije ima vanjske granice.

Moze se zakljuciti da je ovaj Program dopuna glavnim nacionalnim programima i
strategijama te da ucvrscuje, radije nego udvostrucuje, usredotocenost na jacanje prije
svega onih aktivnosti koje su prepoznate kao vazne za obje drzave partnere.

1 definiranim srednjoro¢nim ciljevima. Njegov je cilj omoguciti uspostavu operativnog
programa prioritetnih aktivnosti i projekata te njegove provedbe u buducnosti. Svrha
dokumenta je pruziti podrsku provedbi Vladinih reformi i strateskih ciljeva unutar
trogodisnjeg okvira i osigurati zadovoljavaju¢u razinu i strukturu medunarodne pomoci.
Dokument ¢e biti predstavljen donatorima. Vlada ¢e procijeniti razinu potpora potrebnih
na godiSnjoj osnovi da bi se ispunile financijske potrebe za provedbom prioritetnih
politika i programa reforme te da bi donatorima predstavila prioritete drzavnog razvoja na
koje ¢e biti usmjerena u nadolaze¢im godinama. Dokument bi trebao:
e definirati prioritetne ciljeve i planove / programe za provedbu tih ciljeva po sektorima,
e utvrditi medusektorske prioritete za medunarodnu podrsku u sljede¢em trogodisnjem
razdoblju,
¢ ponuditi financijsku procjenu medunarodne pomoci na godis$njoj razini, imajuc¢i na umu
makroekonomska predvidanja za trogodiSnje razdoblje.
U tu svrhu, dokument ¢e sluziti kao instrument za uskladivanje donatora u okviru PariSke
deklaracije koju su usvojili donatori i drZzave primateljice potpora na pariSkom Forumu o
ucinkovitosti pomo¢i, odrzanom u ozujku 2005. godine. Programi definirani ovim
dokumentom posluzit ¢e kao temelj za razvoj programa medunarodne pomoc¢i u 2007.
godine.

Nacionalni akcijski plan zaposljavanja za Republiku Srbiju 2006.-2008. (NAPZ) koji
izlaze mjere i postupke za realizaciju DrZavne strategije zaposljavanja za razdoblje 2005-
2010 s ciljem poveéanja razine zaposlenosti, smanjenja nezaposlenosti i svladavanja
problema na trziStu rada s kojima se Republika Srbija suofava u procesu prelaska na
trziSno orijentirano gospodarstvo.

Nacionalna strategija zaStite okoliSa za Republiku Srbiju (NSZO) — listopad 2005.
godine, koja se bavi op¢im uzrocima utvrdenih ekoloskih problema. Opéi ciljevi
strategije vezani uz ovaj program su, kao prvo, podici svijest o ekoloskim problema kroz
bolju formalnu i neformalnu edukaciju o ekoloSkoj problematici i kao drugo, ojacati
institucionalne kapacitete za razvoj i provedbu ekoloske politike kao i razvoj sustava za
slu¢aj nuzde.

Poljoprivredna Strategija Republike Srbije (PS) — listopad 2004. godine, koja definira
sljedece pripadajuce ciljeve:

Dokument Strategije za smanjenja siromastva u Srbiji koji predstavlja srednjorocni
razvojni okvir usmjeren na smanjenje glavnih oblika siromastva. Aktivnosti predvidene
ovim dokumentom usmjerene su na dinamicki razvoj i gospodarski rast, sprjeCavanje
novog siromastva kao posljedice gospodarskog restrukturiranja te briga za tradicionalno
siromasne skupine.

Integrirani regionalni plan razvoja Vojvodine (IRDP) koji predstavlja multisektorski
akcijski plan Ciji je glavni cilj poduprijeti procese druStveno-gospodarskog razvoja
Autonomne pokrajine Vojvodine poticanjem tog procesa razli¢itim integriranim mjerama.
Prioriteti 1 strategije IRDP-a su koriStenje unutarnjih potencijala AP Vojvodine,
unapredenje okvira za gospodarski razvoj u regiji i poboljSanje kakvoce i koriStenja

ljudskih potencijala u regiji.

3.3 Usuglasenost s drugim politikama Europske zajednice

Program ¢e, u skladu sa svojom prirodom i tezistem, ukljucivati glavne politike EU-a o:
regionalnoj politici, zastiti okoliSa, jednakim moguénostima i informacijskom drustvu.
Isto tako, Program je uskladen s glavnim ciljevima EU-a do 2010. godine navedenima u
Lisabonskoj strategiji kroz poboljSanje gospodarske konkurentnosti pograni¢nog podrucja
1 ve¢ih moguénosti zaposljavanja kroz ulaganja u suradnju 1 umrezavanje u turistickom
sektoru (koji je glavni pokreta¢ regionalnih gospodarstava), razvoj ljudskih potencijala,
zastitu prirodne 1 kulturne baStine i okolisa. Jacanje konkurentnosti i gospodarskog i
socijalnog ukljucivanja prekograni¢nog podrucja u skladu je sa Strateskim smjernicama
Zajednice za kohezijsku politiku 2007.-2013. (COM (2005) 0299) prekograni¢ne
suradnje. Povrh toga, program ¢e podrzati ciljeve iz Gothenburga promicanjem odrZivog
upravljanja okoliSem kroz uspostavu suradnje medu institucijama i provedbu zajednickih
postupaka za zastitu prirode i okolisa.

Program podrzava rodno osvijestenu politiku 1 politiku jednakih moguénosti provedbom
projekata koji ¢e jasno pokazati napore za stvaranje jednakih moguénosti za spolove,
etni¢ke skupine 1 osobe s invaliditetom, u skladu s nacelima Europske unije. Opcenito,
provedba ovih horizontalnih nacela jamci se definiranjem ciljnih skupina, prihvatljivih
aktivnosti u okviru utvrdenih mjera, postupaka procjene i pokazatelja razine provedbe
mjera.

Povrh toga, pri dodjeljivanju javnih ugovora, nadlezna tijela republika Hrvatske i Srbije
morat ¢e slijediti pravila EZ-a o nabavi, koja su definirana u Prakticnom vodic¢u za
postupanje s ugovorima financiranima iz Opéeg proracuna EU-a u kontekstu vanjske
pomo¢i (PRAG).

3.4 Opis prioriteta 1 mjera

3.4.1 Prioritet 1: Odrzivi druStveno-gospodarski razvoj
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3.4.1.1 Pozadina i opravdanost

Ovaj prioritet bavi se slabostima pograni¢noga gospodarstva, buduc¢i da se ono smatra
glavnim ¢imbenikom u utvrdivanju kvalitete zivota ljudi u programskom podru¢ju. U
velikom dijelu programskog podrucja trenutacno je prisutna visoka stopa nezaposlenosti,
a zbog slabih moguénosti zaposlenja radno sposobno odraslo stanovniStvo iseljava se
van. Iseljavanje 1 silazne stope radanja rezultirale su smanjenjem broja 1 kontinuiranim
starenjem stanovniStva u vecem dijelu programskog podru¢ja. Na obje strane
pograni¢nog podrucja zive i povratnici - prognanici i1 izbjeglice koji nisu potpuno
integrirani u njihova lokalna gospodarstva.

Nerazvijeno pograni¢no gospodarstvo velikim je dijelom posljedica zavisnosti o
nekonkurentnim industrijama vezanim uz preradu sirovina (prehrambenoj, tekstilnoj,
drvenoj, papirnoj, metalnoj, kemijskoj itd). Mnoga poduzeéa smjestena na programskom
podrucju oslanjaju se na zastarjele tehnologije, imaju visoke troSkove rada, nisku
produktivnost, mali broj proizvoda s dodanom vrijedno$¢u, nedovoljno novih proizvoda
namijenjenih trzistu i slabu usmjerenost na izvoz. Opcenito imaju nisku razinu suradnje s
institucijama za istrazivanje i1 razvoj, nisku razinu inovacije i nedostatak poslovnog
znanja 1 iskustva, vjestina upravljanja i tehnoloskih vjestina. U programskom podrucju
slabo je razvijeno poduzetnistvo, zbog ¢ega su broj pokretanja novih poslova i broj malih
1 srednjih poduzeca niski prema nacionalnim standardima, a mala i srednja poduzeca
imaju mali doprinos u ukupnom regionalnom gospodarstvu.

S obje strane granice potrebno je poduzeca uciniti konkurentnim, povecati vjestine radne
snage te poticati poduzetnicku aktivnost, §to je obuhvaceno Mjerom 1.1: Gospodarski
razvoj. Povrh toga, ova mjera potaknut ¢e gospodarsku diversifikaciju na programskom
podrucju poticanjem razvoja turizma na temelju integriranih kulturnih, ekoloskih 1
poljoprivrednih proizvoda i1 njihovo zajedni¢ko promoviranje/plasiranje na trziste.
Razvojem turizma dodatno ¢e se stimulirati razvoj poslovanja, a time i zaposljavanje u
ruralnim podrucjima. Trenuta¢no najviSe poduzeéa i zaposlenja koncentrirano je oko
urbanih centara, a mnoga ruralna podruéja imaju visoku stopu nezaposlenosti.

Veze izmedu hrvatskih i srbijanskih poduzeca, organizacija za regionalni razvoj i op¢ina
slabo su razvijene 1 postoji nedostatak zajednickog razumijevanja gospodarskih
moguénosti prekograni¢nog podrucja. Slabo je razvijena i prekograni¢na trgovina. Mjera
1.1. podrzat ¢e ponovno uspostavljanje prekograni¢nih gospodarskih veza s ciljem
stvaranja zajedniCkog gospodarskog prostora koji ¢e obuhvatiti cijelo programsko
podrucje. Ova mjera potaknut ¢e razvoj zajednickih savjetovanja o poslovanju te
promicati suradnju izmedu poduzeca i sveucilista i istrazivackih institucija u regijama pri
pruzanju inovacija i usluga stru¢nog osposobljavanja. Podrzat ¢e takoder aktivnosti
kojima se poboljsava i promice slika programskog podruc¢ja kod potencijalnih ulagaca i
posjetitelja.

Jedna je od glavnih prednosti programskog podrucja ta da ono obuhvaca podrucja velike
ekoloske i krajobrazne vrijednosti. Mnoga podrucja bioloski su raznovrsna, dom su
mnogih rijetkih vrsta te imaju medunarodno znacenje. Takve lokacije atraktivne su za
posjetitelje 1 pruzaju priliku za razvoj ekoloskog turizma. No, turisticki potencijal
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ekoloskih lokacija mora se razvijati na odrziv nacin kako se njihova vrijednost ne bi
smanjivala zbog aktivnosti posjetitelja. Ovo pitanje obuhvaceno je Mjerom 1.2: Zastita
okolisa. Ova mjera podrzat ¢e suradnju organizacija za zaStitu okoliSa aktivnih u
programskom podrucju pri pripremi i provedbi planova za upravljanje ekoturistickim
lokacijama. Takoder, promicat ¢e razvoj zajednickog upravljanja zajednickim prirodnim
resursima, poput rijeke Dunava i njezinih poplavnih nizina, i potaknuti zajedniCke
strategije upravljanja otpadom za smanjivanje prekograni¢nog zagadenja.

Cilj programa - osiguravanje dobrosusjedskih prekograni¢nih odnosa - bit ¢e dodatno
podrzan Mjerom 1.3: Meduljudski odnosi, koja tezi pribliziti ljude, lokalne zajednice 1
organizacije civilnog druStva pograni¢nog podrucja kako bi se uspostavio ¢vrst temel]
gospodarskog 1 druStvenog razvoja s obje strane granice.

Op¢i cilj prioriteta:

@ Promicanje odrzivog razvoja prekograni¢nog podrucja ucinkovitim iskoriStavanjem
gospodarskog potencijala podruc¢ja, uz sinergiju s neskodljivim i prihvatljivim
koristenjem prirodnih bogatstava radi oCuvanja regionalne bioloSke raznovrsnosti

Na temelju sredstava predvidenih Visegodisnjim indikativnim financijskim okvirom 1
predvidenih prioriteta, iznosi nacionalnog i sufinanciranja Europske unije predloZeni su
za IPA program prekograni¢ne suradnje Hrvatska - Srbija kako je prikazano u donjim
tablicama.

POGLAVLIJE IV. PROVEDBENE ODREDBE

Hrvatska upravlja
Programom prema modelu decentraliziranog upravljanja, dok Srbija koristi model
centraliziranog upravljanja.

Zajednickom nadzornom odboru i Operativnim strukturama u obavljanju duznosti za koje su
nadlezni. ZTT je stoga administrativno tijelo Programa koje se bavi njegovim svakodnevnim
upravljanjem.

U prvim godinama Programa Zajednicko tehni¢ko tajniStvo smjesSteno je u MMTPR-u, u
Zagrebu (Hrvatska), s predstavniStvom na srbijanskoj strani programskog podrucja.

Sastoji se od predstavnika koje predlazu obje Operativne strukture.

Zajednicko tehni¢ko tajniStvo 1 njegovo predstavniStvo obavljaju svoje aktivnosti pod
nadzorom Operativne strukture u Hrvatskoj, u suradnji s Operativnom strukturom u Srbiji.

Zajednickim tehnickim tajniStvom zajednicki upravljaju obje Operativne strukture.

Troskovi Zajednickog tehnickog tajniStva 1 njegovog predstavniStva financiraju se
proracunom tehnicke pomoc¢i Programa, pod uvjetom da se odnose na zadatke prihvatljive za
financiranje u skladu s propisima EU-a.

Zajedni¢ko tehnicko tajniStvo uspostavlja se putem dva zasebna ugovora o dodjeli
bespovratnih sredstavai koje ugovorna tijela (SrediSnja jedinica za financiranje i ugovaranje u
Hrvatskoj i Delegacija Europske komisije u Srbiji) izravno dodjeljuju odnosnim Operativnim
strukturama.

= osiguravanje da sva odnosna dokumentacija potrebna za ugovaranje na vrijeme bude
dostupna ugovornim tijelima;

» pomo¢ ugovornim tijelima u procesu pregovora o prora¢unu prije potpisivanja ugovora;

= potporu krajnjim korisnicima u provedbi projekta, ukljucujuci savjetovanje o postupcima
nabave;

4.1.4 Uloga Komisije

S obzirom na decentralizirano upravljanje u Hrvatskoj, Komisija ima pravo obavljati ex-ante
kontrolu odabira operacija, kako je odredeno Odlukom Komisije o prijenosu ovlasti za
upravljanje u skladu s ¢lankom 14. stavkom 3. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e.

S obzirom na centralizirano upravljanje u Srbiji, u skladu sa ¢lankom 140. stavkom 1.
Provedbene uredbe IPA-e, Europska komisija zadrzava cjelokupnu odgovornost za ex—ante
odobrenje postupka dodjele bespovratnih sredstava i, djelujuc¢i kao ugovorno tijelo, za
funkcije dodjele bespovratnih sredstava, provedbe javnog nadmetanja, ugovaranja i placanja.
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Povrh tih standardnih uloga, Komisija u savjetodavnom svojstvu sudjeluje u radu Zajednickog
nadzornog odbora.

4.2 Postupci za programiranje, odabir i dodjelu sredstava

4.2.1 Zajednicki strateski projekti

Prednost je dana provedbi putem jedinstvenih otvorenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga
projekata. Medutim, ZNO ima moguénost u nekim slu¢ajevima utvrditi 'Zajednicke strateske
projekte' u skladu s odredbama ¢l. 95. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e. Zajednicki strateski projekti
odreduju se kao oni koji imaju znac¢ajan prekograni¢ni ucinak Sirom programskog podrucja i
koji ¢e, sami ili u kombinaciji s drugim strateskim projektima, posti¢i ciljeve na razini mjera.
Opis poslova (usluge) 1/ili tehnicke specifikacije (roba i rad) sastavljaju Operativne strukture
uz pomo¢ ZTT-a. Odnosna ugovorna tijela provode javni natjeCaj i ugovaraju projekte na
temelju standardnih postupaka iz Prakti¢nog prirucnika za procedure ugovaranja u kontekstu
vanjske pomo¢i Europskih zajednica (PRAG) za odnosne vrste ugovora.

4.2.2 Pozivi na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Program prekograni¢ne suradnje najceS¢e funkcionira putem shema za dodjelu bespovratnih
sredstava na temelju jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata 1 jedinstvenog
postupka odabira koji se odnosi na obje strane granice.

Postupci dodjele sredstava uskladeni su s odredbama Provedbene uredbe IPA-e (npr. ¢lancima
95.,96., 140., 145., itd).

Kada situacija to zahtijeva, treba se pridrzavati postupaka PRAG-a i standardnih predlozaka te
modela, osim ako odredbe Provedbene uredbe IPA-e i/ili zajednicka priroda poziva
zahtijevaju prilagodavanje.

a) Izrada projekata

Zajednicko tehnicko tajniStvo proaktivno podrzava glavne korisnike i1 ostale korisnike
tijekom ukupnog trajanja operacija, tj. tijekom pripreme pocevsi od izrade prijava, i
provedbu operacija do potpune finalizacije odnosne operacije. Sveobuhvatan raspored
dana opc¢eg informiranja (putujuce predstavljanje) organizirat ¢e se radi promicanja
Prekograni¢nog programa, popracen danima informiranja konkretnijeg sadrzaja,
radionicama i1 dogadanjima koja se organiziraju u svrhu traZzenja partnera u kontekstu
poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata. Ta dogadanja bit ¢e popracena prikladnim
promidzbenim materijalom, redovito azuriranom web stranicom Programa i1 ostalim
dogadanjima kako bi se osiguralo uspostavljanje mreze sudionika i razmjena iskustava
dobre prakse.

b) Priprema paketa za prijavu

e ZTT, pod nadzorom Operativnih struktura, sastavlja jedinstveni poziv na dostavu
prijedloga projekata, Vodic za prijavitelje projekta i obrazac za prijavu te ostale
dokumente vezane uz provedbu shema za dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava,
objasnjavajuci propise vezane uz prihvatljivost predlagatelja projekata 1 partnera,
vrste aktivnosti i troSkova koji su prihvatljivi za financiranje i kriterije evaluacije,
drzeci se Sto je visSe moguce formata predvidenih u PRAG-u. Medutim, s obzirom
na prirodu projekata (prekograni¢na suradnja) i Provedbenu uredbu IPA-e (¢l. 95,
suradnja s prekograni¢nim partnerom i ostvarivanje jasne prekograni¢ne koristi)
mogu biti potrebne manje prilagodbe standardnih pravila PRAG-a.
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Obrazac za prijavu trebao bi obuhvatiti obje strane projekta (na
hrvatskoj/srbijanskoj strani granice, tj. zajednicku prijavu), ali s jasno
razdvojenim aktivnostima i troSkovima sa svake strane granice. Elementi koje
sadrzi paket za prijavu (kriteriji prihvatljivosti i evaluacije, itd) moraju biti
potpuno u skladu s odgovaraju¢im sporazumom o financiranju.

Nacrte jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata, Vodi¢ za prijavitelje

projekata i obrazac za prijavu te ostale dokumente vezane uz provedbu shema za
dodjelu bespovratnih sredstava odobrava ZNO.

Operativne strukture predaju konaénu verziju paketa za prijavu, odnosno
delegaciji Europske komisije na odobrenje.

b) Objavljivanje jedinstvenih poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Operativne strukture, uz pomo¢ ZTT-a, poduzimaju sve odgovaraju¢e mjere kako
bi osigurale da poziv za prijavu projekata objavljen na nacionalnoj i regionalnoj
razini dopre do ciljne skupine u skladu sa zahtjevima Priru¢nika (vidjeti dolje
Informiranje i promidzbu).

ZTT je odgovoran za informativnu kampanju 1 odgovore na pitanja potencijalnih
predlagatelja projekata. ZTT savjetuje potencijalne predlagatelje projekta kako bi
Sto bolje shvatili 1 ispravno ispunili obrasce za prijavu.

,Pitanja i odgovori” trebali bi biti dostupni kako na web stranici Programa tako i
na web stranicama ugovornih tijela.

4.2.3 Odabir projekata nakon poziva na dostavu prijedloga projekata

Kao sto je predvideno Provedbenom uredbom IPA-e, predani prijedlozi projekta prolaze kroz
zajednicki postupak odabira. Evaluacija projekta trebala bi se pridrzavati pravila iz PRAG-a
(Poglavlje 6.4) prilagodenih odredbama Provedbene uredbe IPA-e (npr. Clanak 140. o ulozi
Komisije u odabiru operacija)’. Zajedni¢ki upravljacki odbor kojeg je imenovao ZNO
evaluira projekte prema kriterijima utvrdenima u paketu za prijavu i izraduje rang-listu u
skladu s PRAG-om. Na temelju toga Zajednicki nadzorni odbor zatim donosi kona¢nu odluku
o projektima koje treba preporuciti za financiranje ugovornim tijelima (Provedbena agencija u
Hrvatskoj, Delegacija Europske komisije u Srbiji).

Glavni koraci postupka trebali bi biti sljedeci:

Clanovi Upravljackog odbora
prisustvuju sastanku ZNO-a kako bi predstavili postupak evaluacije. ZNO ima
mogucnost:

= Traziti jedan krug ponovnog ispitivanja prijedloga projekta ako
kvalificirana vecina njegovih ¢lanova s pravom glasa glasuje za takav
postupak i pod uvjetom da se jasno navede tehnicki uzrok koji utjece na
kvalitetu izvjeStaja evaluacije tj. ako je nejasno kako su projekti bili
procjenjivani i rangirani.

= Ni pod kojim uvjetima ZNO nema pravo promijeniti bodove ili
preporuke Upravljackog odbora i ne smije mijenjati obrasce za
evaluaciju koje su evaluatori ispunili.

U Hrvatskoj Delegacija Europske komisije ex ante odobrava odluku ZNO-a o
projektima predlozenima za financiranje i IzvjesStaj evaluacije.

U Srbiji Delegacija Europske komisije odobrava izvjestaj evaluacije i listu
odabranih projekata.

ZTT svakog predlagatelja projekta pismeno obavjeStava o rezultatima
postupka odabira.

ZTT 3Salje svu dokumentaciju potrebnu za ugovaranje oboma ugovornim
tijelima unutar 2 tjedna od odluke ZNO-a.

4.3 Postupci za financiranje i kontrolu

Odluka o financiranju i ugovaranje

Odluke o financiranju donose odnosna ugovorna tijela (SrediSnja jedinica za financiranje i
ugovaranje u Hrvatskoj i Delegacija Europske komisije u Srbiji) na temelju odluke
Zajednickog nadzornog odbora 1, u slucaju Hrvatske, ex ante odobrenja Delegacije Europske
komisije. Pritom provjeravaju jesu li ispunjeni uvjeti financiranja Zajednice.

Ugovorna tijela 1 Operativne strukture mogu se osloniti na pomo¢ ZTT-a u komunikaciji s
potencijalnim korisnicima bespovratnih sredstava tijekom procesa pregovora o proracunu.

4.3.1.1 Hrvatska
Ugovaranje je odgovornost Sredi$nje jedinice za financiranje i ugovaranje kao
provedbene agencije za hrvatsku stranu projekata. Forma ugovora o dodjeli
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bespovratnih sredsrtava nac¢injena je u skladu s Priru¢nikom pomocu standardne forme
ugovora o dodjeli bespovratnih sredstava i njegovih aneksa.

e SrediS$nja jedinica za financiranje i ugovaranje izdaje ugovore o dodjeli bespovratnih
sredstava odabranim korisnicima obi¢no unutar 3 mjeseca od odluke Zajednickog
nadzornog odbora. Ako nema odstupanja od standardnih uvjeta ugovora priloZenog
Vodi¢a za prijavitelje projekta, odobrenje Izvjestaja evaluacije koje daje Delegacija
Europske komisije, ukljuujué¢i popis prijedloga za dodjelu, vrijedi kao opce
prihvacanje pripadajucih ugovora.

4.3.1.2 Srbija

e Ugovaranje je odgovornost Delegacije Europske komisije kao ugovornog tijela za
srbijansku stranu projekata. Forma ugovora o dodjeli bespovratnih sredstava izraduje
se u skladu s Priru¢nikom pomocu standardne forme ugovora o dodjeli bespovratnih
sredstava i1 njegovih aneksa.

e Delegacija Europske komisije izdaje ugovor o dodjeli bespovratnih sredstava i
odabranim korisnicima, obi¢no unutar 3 mjeseca od odluke Zajednickog odbora za
pracenje.

4.3.2 Nacionalno sufinanciranje

Doprinos Europske zajednice ne smije premasSivati 85% prihvatljivih izdataka 1 ne smije biti
manji od 20% prihvatljivih izdataka. Nacionalno sufinanciranje iznosi najmanje 15%, a
najvise 80% ukupnih prihvatljivih izdataka za aktivnost. Doprinosi u naturi nisu prihvatljivi
prema Uredbi IPA-e iako se mogu spomenuti u prijedlozima projekta kao neprihvatljiv nacin
financiranja.

4.3.3  Upravljanje financiranjem, placanja i kontrola

Upravljanje financiranjem, placanja i financijsku kontrolu vrSe odgovorne institucije na
temelju Financijske uredbe (EZ, Euratom) 1605/2002 i Provedbene uredbe [PA-e. Postupci za
financijsko upravljanje i kontrolu odredeni su u okvirnim sporazumima izmedu drzava
korisnica i Europske komisije.

4.4 Provedba projekata

4.4.1 Projekti

J Operacije odabrane za programe prekogranicne suradnje ukljucuju krajnje korisnike iz
najmanje dvije drzave sudionice koji suraduju na najmanje jedan od sljede¢ih nacina za svaku
operaciju: zajednicki razvoj, zajedniCka provedba, zajednicki odabir osoblja i zajednicko
financiranje.

U pojedinatnim pozivima za prijavu projekata podrobnije se navode vrste suradnje
prihvatljive za financiranje.

4.4.2  Partneri na projektima i njihove uloge u provedbi zajednickih projekata

1) Ako nekoliko partnera iz iste drzave sudjeluje u projektu, moraju medu sobom odrediti
nacionalnog glavnog korisnika prije podnosenja prijedloga projekta. Nacionalni glavni
korisnik:

0 odgovoran je za provedbu dijela projekta na svojoj strani granice;

O prima bespovratna sredstva od ugovornog tijela i odgovoran je za prijenos
sredstava partnerima na njegovoj strani granice;

O mora se pobrinuti da se potro$nja odvija u svrhu provedbe operacije;
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0 blisko suraduje s funkcionalnim glavnim partnerom (vidjeti dolje) i osigurava
mu sve relevantne podatke o provedbi projekta.

2) Funkcionalnog glavnog partnera imenuje se u slu¢ajevima kad partneri iz obiju drzava
sudjeluju u projektu i zasebno su ih ugovorila ugovorna tijela svake drzave. U takvim
slucajevima, dva nacionalna glavna korisnika imenuju medu sobom funkcionalnog
glavnog partnera prije podnosSenja prijedloga projekta. Funkcionalni glavni partner je:

0 odgovoran za cjelokupnu koordinaciju projektnih aktivnosti s obje strane
granice;

0 odgovoran za organizaciju zajednickih sjednica partnera na projektu, sastanaka
i korespondencije;

0 odgovoran za izvjeStavanje ZTT-a o cjelokupnom napretku projekta.

Uloga funkcionalnog vodeceg partnera detaljno se opisuje u ugovoru o dodjeli
bespovratnih sredstava izmedu funkcionalnog glavnog partnera i njegovog ugovornog
tijela.

Ugovorne 1 financijske odgovornosti svakog nacionalnog glavnog korisnika prema odnosnim
ugovornim tijelima ostaju iste i ne prenose se sa nacionalnog glavnog korisnika na
funkcionalnog glavnog partnera. Nacionalni glavni korisnici imaju ugovorne odgovornosti i
prema drugim partnerima i suradnicima na svojoj strani granice kako je ugovoreno.

4.5 Pracenje i evaluacija
4.5.1 Pracenje na razini projekta

4.5.1.1. Ugovorne obveze

Nacionalni glavni korisnici Salju narativna i1 financijska privremena i konac¢na izvjeS¢a svojim
odnosnim ugovornim tijelima u skladu sa standardnim uvjetima svojih ugovora o dodjeli
bespovratnih sredstava.

4.5.1.2. Izvjestavanje na razini prekograni¢nog projekta

Funkcionalni vode¢i partner projekta predaje izvjeStaje o napretku projekta ZTT-u, dajuéi
pregled projektnih aktivnosti 1 postignuc¢a s obje strane granice i njihove koordinacije prema
pokazateljima odredenima u odnosnim prijedlozima projekata.

4.5.2 Pracenje Programa

Temeljem prikupljenih izvjeStaja o napretku projekta, ZTT sastavlja zajednicko izvjes¢e o
provedbi i podnosi ga na pregled Zajednickom nadzornom odboru.

Operativne strukture drzava korisnica Salju Komisiji 1 odnosnim Nacionalnim koordinatorima
programa IPA godisnje izvjeS¢e 1 konacno izvjeS¢e o provedbi Programa prekogranicne
suradnje nakon Sto ih pregleda Zajednicki nadzorni odbor.

Izvjesca se takoder Salju Duznosniku za ovjeravanje Programa u Hrvatsko;.

Godisnje izvjes¢e podnosi se do 30. lipnja svake godine, a prvi put u drugoj godini nakon
usvajanja Programa prekogranicne suradnje.
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Konacno izvjes¢e podnosi se najkasnije 6 mjeseci nakon zavrSetka Programa prekograni¢ne
suradnje.

Sadrzaj izvjes¢a mora biti u skladu sa zahtjevima ¢lanka 144. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e.

4.5.3 Evaluacija Programa

Evaluacije se odvijaju u skladu s ¢lankom 141. Provedbene uredbe IPA-e.

Evaluacija je usmjerena na poveéanje kvalitete, ucinkovitosti i dosljednosti pomo¢i iz
fondova Zajednice i strategije i provedbe Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje uzimajuci u obzir
cilj odrzivog razvoja i odnosno zakonodavstvo Zajednice vezano uz utjecaj na okoli$. Ex ante
evaluacija nije izvrSena u skladu s odredbama c¢lanka 141. s obzirom na nacelo
proporcionalnosti.

Tijekom programskog razdoblja drzave sudionice i/ili Europska komisija obavljaju evaluacije
povezane s pracenjem Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje, osobito kad pracenje otkrije
znacajno odstupanje od pocetno postavljenih ciljeva ili u slucaju da je predlozena revizija
Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje. Rezultati se Salju Zajednickom nadzornom odboru za
Program prekograni¢ne suradnje i Komisiji.

Evaluacije obavljaju strucnjaci ili tijela, unutarnji ili vanjski. Rezultati se objavljuju u skladu s
primjenjivim propisima o pristupu dokumentima. Evaluacija se financira iz proracuna
tehnicke pomo¢i Programa.

4.6 Informiranje i promidzba

Drzave korisnice 1 Nacionalni koordinatori programa IPA pruzaju informacije o programima i
operacijama te ih reklamiraju uz pomo¢ ZTT-a, prema potrebi.

U Hrvatskoj je Operativna struktura odgovorna za organizaciju objavljivanja popisa krajnjih
korisnika, naziva operacija 1 iznosa bespovratnih sredstava Zajednice dodijeljenih
operacijama. Ona osigurava da krajnji korisnik bude obavijesten o tome da prihvacanjem
bespovratnih sredstava takoder prihvaca svoje uklju¢ivanje na objavljeni popis korisnika. Svi
osobni podaci ukljuceni u ovaj popis obraduju se u skladu sa zahtjevima Uredbe (EZ) br.
45/2001 Europskog parlamenta i Vijeéa®.

U skladu s ¢lankom 90. Uredbe (EZ, Euratom) br. 1605/2002, Komisija objavljuje relevantne
informacije o ugovorima. Komisija objavljuje rezultate postupka javnog nadmetanja u
Sluzbenom listu Europske zajednice, na web stranici EuropeAid i u bilo kojim drugim
prikladnim medijima, u skladu s primjenjivim ugovornim postupcima za vanjske aktivnosti
Zajednice.

Mjere informiranja i promidzbe predstavljene su u obliku komunikacijskog plana ¢ime
provedba postaje odgovornost odnosne Operativne strukture. Takav detaljan plan informiranja
1 promidzbe ZTT u strukturiranom obliku predstavlja ZPO-u (vidjeti dolje), jasno navodeci
ciljeve 1 ciljne skupine, sadrzaj i strategiju mjera te indikativni proracun financiran
proracunom tehnicke pomo¢i Programa prekograni¢ne suradnje.

Sto predmetni ugovor bude u potpunosti izvrsen;

izdavanje odobrenja za uvoz ili kupnju deviza potrebnih za provedbu predmetnog
ugovora 1 primjena nacionalnih propisa o deviznoj kontroli na nediskriminirajuéi
nacin prema izvoda¢ima, bez obzira na njihovu nacionalnost ili poslovni nastan;

Korisnik je duZan osigurati punu suradnju svih relevantnih tijela. Osigurat ¢e i pristup
drustvima u drzavnom vlasniStvu i ostalim drzavnim institucijama, uklju¢enim u ili
potrebnim za provedbu programa ili za izvrSenje ugovora.

Pravila o porezima, carinskim pristojbama i ostalim fiskalnim troskovima

financiranju, porezi, carinske i uvozne pristojbe ili drugi troskovi s jednakim uéinkom
ne financiraju se iz sredstava programa IPA.

(®).0ve provjere i pregledi biti ¢e pripremljene i provedene u bliskoj suradnji sa
nadleznim tijelima koje odredi Korisnik, on ¢e biti pravovremeno obavijeSten o
objektu, svrsi 1 pravnom utemeljenju ovih provjera i pregleda, kako bi oni mogli
pruziti svu potrebnu pomo¢. Korisnik ¢e utvrditi sluzbu koja ¢e na trazenje OLAF-a
pomagati u provedbi istraga sukladno Uredbi Vije¢a (EZ, Euroatom) 2185/1996.
Ukoliko Korisnik zeli, provjere na licu mjesta i pregledi mogu biti provedeni
zajednicki. Kada sudionici u aktivnostima koje financira Zajednica odbijaju provjere
na licu mjesta i preglede, Korisnik ¢e, djeluju¢i sukladno nacionalnim pravilima,
pruziti Komisiji/inspektorima OLAF-a takvu pomo¢i kakvu oni trebaju kako bi im se
omogucilo da obave svoje obveze u provedbi provjera na licu mjesta i pregleda.

Korisnik je duzan osigurati provodenje istrage i uc¢inkovito postupanje u slucajevima
kod kojih postoji sumnja u prijevare i nepravilnosti i1 osigurati funkcioniranje
mehanizma kontrole 1 izvjeS¢ivanja istovjetnog onome predvidenom u Uredbi
Komisije (EZ) br. 1828/2006 od 8. prosinca 2006. (). Komisija mora bez odgadanja
biti izvjestena u slucaju da postoji sumnja u prijevaru ili nepravilnost.

Nadalje, Korisnik je duzan poduzeti sve odgovarajuée mjere za sprjeCavanje i
suzbijanje aktivne ili pasivne korupcije u bilo kojoj fazi postupka nabave ili dodjele
bespovratne pomoc¢i, kao i tijekom provedbe odgovarajuc¢ih ugovora.

Korisnik, ukljucuju¢i osoblje odgovorno za provedbu aktivnosti koje financira
Zajednica, poduzeti ¢e sve mjere predostroznosti koje su neophodne kako bi se
izbjegao rizik sukoba interesa te ¢e odmah izvijestiti Komisiju o bilo kakvom sukobu
interesa ili situaciji koja bi mogla prouzrociti takav konflikt.

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Prijevara oznac¢ava bilo koju namjernu radnju ili propust vezan uz: koristenje ili
predstavljanje krivih, netoc¢nih ili nepotpunih izjava ili dokumenata, koje kao
ucinak ima krivo doznacavanje ili zadrzavanje sredstava iz opéeg proracuna
Europskih zajednica ili prora¢una kojima upravljaju Europske zajednice ili netko u
njihovo ime; prikrivanje informacija ¢ime se kr$i odredena obveza s istim
uc¢inkom; pogresna primjena takvih sredstava u svrhe razli¢ite od onih za koje su
prvobitno dodijeljena.

Pasivna korupcija definira se kao namjerna radnja sluzbenika koji neposredno, ili
putem posrednika, trazi ili prima bilo kakvu vrstu prednosti, za sebe ili trecu
stranu, ili prihvaca obecanje takve prednosti, kako bi djelovao ili se suzdrzao od
djelovanja u skladu sa svojom duzno$éu, ili obavljao svoju funkciju protivno
sluZzbenim duZnostima na nacin koji Steti, ili ¢e vjerojatno Stetiti, financijskim
interesima Europskih zajednica.

Clanak 29.

Povrat sredstava u slucaju nepravilnosti ili prijevare

Bilo kakva dokazana nepravilnost ili prijevara otkrivena u bilo kojem trenutku tijekom
provedbe pomoc¢i u okviru programa IPA ili nakon revizije, dovest ¢e do povrata
sredstava Komisiji od strane Korisnika.

Nacionalni duznosnik za ovjeravanje duzan je vratiti doprinos Zajednice isplacen
Korisniku od onih koji su pocinili nepravilnost, prijevaru ili korupciju ili se njome
okoristili, u skladu s nacionalnim postupcima povrata. Cinjenica da nacionalni
duznosnik za ovjeravanje ne uspije vratiti sve ili dio sredstava ne sprje¢ava Komisiju
da sredstva vrati od Korisnika.

Clanak 32.
Kriteriji za financijske ispravke

Komisija moze izvrSiti financijske ispravke, otkazivanjem cjelokupnog ili dijela
doprinosa Zajednice programu, u slucajevima iz gornjeg ¢lanka 30. stavka 2.

Prije donosenja odluke o financijskoj ispravci, Komisija obavjeStava nacionalnog
duznosnika za ovjeravanje o svojim privremenim zaklju¢cima i zahtjeva njegove
komentare u roku od dva mjeseca.

U slucaju da Komisija predlozi financijsku ispravku na osnovi ekstrapolacije ili
pausalne stope, Korisniku se daje mogucénost da utvrdi stvarni opseg nepravilnosti
provjerom predmetne dokumentacije. U sporazumu s Komisijom, Korisnik moze
ograniCiti opseg ove provjere na odgovarajuéu mjeru ili uzorak odnosne
dokumentacije.

Svaki povrat sredstava u opéi proracun Europske unije izvrSavaju se prije datuma

Sredstva iz doprinosa Zajednice koja su otkazana slijedom financijskih ispravki
sukladno ¢lanku 30. uplacuju se u Prora¢un Zajednice, ukljucujué¢i kamatu na njih.

Doprinos koji je otkazan ili vra¢en u skladu s gornjim c¢lankom 31. ne moze se
ponovno uporabiti za operaciju ili operacije koje su bile predmet povrata ili
uskladivanja, niti, u slucaju kada je povrat ili uskladivanje provedeno zbog sistemske
nepravilnosti, za postojece operacije unutar cjelokupne ili dijela osovine prioriteta u
kojoj je sustavna nepravilnost nastala.

With effect from 1 January 2007, this instrument
constitutes the single legal basis for the provision of financial assistance to candidate
countries (currently Croatia, the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia and Turkey)
and potential candidate countries (Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, and
Serbia, including Kosovo according to United Nation Security Council Resolution
1244) in their efforts to enhance political, economic and institutional reforms with a
view to their eventually becoming members the European Union;

IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROGRAMME

The part of this programme programme concerning the Republic of Croatia shall be
implemented by decentralised management, in the meaning of Article 53¢ of Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 on the Financial Regulation applicable to the
general budget of the European Communities, as last modified by Regulation (EC,
Euratom) No 1995/2007 of 13 December 2006 (hereafter: "the Financial Regulation").

The Community contribution for the year 2007 is fixed at a maximum of 0.8 million
for the part of the programme concerning Croatia, as detailed in Appendix Al of
Annex A to this Agreement.

REVIEW AND AMENDMENT

The implementation of this Agreement will be subject to periodic reviews at times
arranged between the Parties.

Any amendment agreed to by the Parties will be in writing and will form part of this
Agreement. Such amendment shall come into effect on the date determined by the
Parties.

TERMINATION

Without prejudice to paragraph 2, this Agreement shall terminate eight years after its
signature. The termination of this Agreement shall not preclude the possibility for the
Commission to make financial corrections in accordance with Articles 49 to 54of the
IPA Implementing Regulation.

This Agreement may be terminated by either Party by giving written notice to the
other Party. Such termination shall take effect six calendar months from the date of the
written notice.

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2. SUMMARY

2.1. Introduction
» Programming process

This document describes the cross-border programme between Croatia and Serbia. This
strategic document is based on a joint planning effort by the Croatian and Serbian parties.

The process of elaborating the IPA Cross-border Programme between Croatia and Serbia
started on 16/1/07 with the first bilateral meeting between the representatives of the national
institutions responsible for the IPA component II. At that meeting the process of programme
elaboration was discussed and agreed between the two sides.

The first meeting of the Joint Programming Committee (JPC) was held on 14/2/07. This
meeting approved the JPC membership, adopted rules of procedure, and approved the
mandate and membership of the Joint Drafting Team (JDT).

In addition to the representatives from local, regional and national government included in the
memberships of the JPC and JDT, arrangements were made to consult with a wider
partnership drawn from the public, civil and private sector by means of regional workshops
and questionnaire surveys. The consultation process was carried out in 2 ways: written
procedure (comments sent to JDT); (ii) meetings/workshops (comments made directly to
JDT) implemented both at national levels (national consultation processes) and cross-border
level.

The eligible areas according to Article 88 of IPA Implementing Regulation consist of:

2.2 Global objective of the programme

To stimulate cross-border cooperation in order to diversify and improve the regional economy
in a socially and environmentally sustainable way, whilst at the same time, improving good
neighbourly relations across the border.

To build the capacity of local, regional and national institutions to manage EU programmes
and to prepare them to manage future cross-border programmes under the territorial

cooperation objective of the EU Structural Funds.

The above objectives will be achieved by means of 2 priorities:

= Priority 1: Sustainable Socio-Economic Development
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» Priority 2: Technical Assistance

These priorities will be implemented by 5 separate measures; the programme strategy is
shown below in Table 1

Horizontal Theme: Cross-Border Capacity Building

Cross-border capacity building will be an important horizontal theme underpinning the whole
programme and, as much as is possible, will be integrated into all programme measures.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Croatia for the period 2007 — 2009
indicates that Cross-Border Cooperation, managed through Component II, will support
Croatia in cross-border, and trans-national and interregional cooperation with EU and non-EU
Member States. It will concentrate on improving the potentials for tourism, creating closer
links between border regions and supporting joint environmental protection activities.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Serbia for the same period provides for
activities aimed at promoting and enhancing cross-border co-operation and the socio-
economic integration of border regions. This will be done through the strengthening of
economical, social, environmental and cultural ties between respective participating countries,
including people to people type actions.

The programme is in line and complementary with mainstream national programmes and
strategies and reinforces rather than duplicates them since its focus is on strengthening, first
and foremost, those activities that are recognized as important for both partner countries.

2.3 Priority axis, the related measures and their specific aspects concerning the
implementation of the 2007 budget

The priorities and measures defined in this cross-border programme are structured in such a
way as to respect and provide for the implementation of the specific objectives. Two priorities
have been identified for the cross-border cooperation interventions: Sustainable Socio-
Economic Development and Technical Assistance, the latter ensuring the effective
management and implementation of the programme. A horizontal theme is focused on cross-
border capacity building.

Care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial overlap with any of the
measures incorporated in the Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA Components III,
IV and V (Regional, Human Resources and Rural Development).

Priority 1: Sustainable Socio-Economic Development

Overall Priority Objective: To promote the sustainable development of the cross-border
region through effective use of the region’s economic potential, in synergy with friendly and
appropriate use of natural resources ensuring the preservation of regional biodiversity.
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Specific Priority Objectives:

» To promote business cooperation, increase cross-border trade, develop labour market
mobility, cross-border RDI and joint economic planning

» To stimulate tourism development based on the cross-border regional identity and the
natural and cultural assets of the cross-border region

» To protect and safeguard the natural assets of the cross-border region by taking joint
actions and by increasing public awareness

» To promote good neighbourly relations across the border between local communities

» The measures under this priority will essentially be implemented through call for
proposals.

Measures Priority 1
Measure 1.1 Economic Development

The measure will stimulate regular interaction between businesses located across the cross-
border region via: business-to-business networks; development of SME support services and
joint access to these; joint marketing & promotion on domestic & EU markets; enhancement
of innovativeness by cooperation of SMEs with educational and R&D organisations;
exchange of know-how; selected investments in business infrastructure.

The measure is expected to diversify economic development by the supporting the
development & improvement of tourism products & services; integration of cultural heritage
& environment into tourism products; and the joint marketing of these products.

Improve knowledge of people working in tourism and culture & agriculture. Use of ICT tools
for developing and marketing products and training people.

Potential beneficiaries might be, inter alia, Regional /local public authorities, chambers of
commerce, clusters registered as non-profit legal entities, public /non-profit organisations,
non-governmental organisations ...

Measure 1.2: Environmental Protection

This measure will support awareness raising activities on environmental issues and joint
actions to ensure that sites of high environmental and landscape value are managed so that
they can sustain the pressures of tourism development without losing their value. In addition,
the measure will support the development of more effective systems and approaches to
emergency preparedness in relation to flood prevention and control; cross-border pollution,
food safety and health issues. The measure will also support the development of joint waste
management and minimisation strategies. A selected number of actions will be supported
which result in the clean-up and restoration of polluted /damaged sites.

Potential beneficiaries might be inter alia, regional /local public authorities, public /non-profit
organisations, research institutes, Non-Government Organisations dealing with environmental
and nature protection.

Measure 1.3: People to People
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This measure will encourage contacts, communication and cooperation between local
communities and local community organisations /agencies within the cross-border region,
particularly in support of women and marginalised groups (unemployed youth and disabled),
local democracy and the development of civil society.

Potential beneficiaries might include, infer alia, local organisations, associations and
foundations, inter-communal cooperation organisations, professional organisations,
organisations responsible for providing social and health services, trade unions, public /non-
profit organisations, cultural organisations, local government bodies, NGOs, regional and
local development agencies

The measures will be implemented through grants schemes and/ or procurement contracts —
service, works and supply. The detailed selection and award criteria for the award of grants
will be laid down in Call for proposals—Application Pack (Guidelines for applicants).

Tentative Timetable and indicative amount of the call for proposals for Priority 1:
Sustainable Socio-Economic Development

For the budget 2007, the proposition is to launch one call for proposals. All three measures
will be included into the first call, covering both: “big” (value of €50-200,000) and small
(value of €30-50,000) grants.

The following catalytic effects are foreseen: improving of environmental standards,
improving of social and cultural welfare, sustainable use of local material and human
resources, transfer of know-how through project co-operation, effects of entrepreneurship that
ultimately will remove the need for external funding in the future and the creation of job
opportunities. Furthermore, the implementation of projects will stimulate and create a positive
environment for further co-operation.

Priority 2 Technical Assistance

Overall Priority Objective: To improve the capacity of national and joint structures to
effectively and efficiently manage and implement cross-border programmes.
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Specific Priority Objectives:

TA funds will be used to support the activities of the Operating Structures and the Joint
Monitoring Committee. The TA funds can be used to cover the costs of management and
implementation of the programme in each participating country. These may include, inter
alia, the following costs:

= Support to the Operating Structures and the Joint Monitoring Committee;

= Establishment and functioning of the Joint Technical Secretariat and its antennae,
including cost of staff with the exclusion of salaries of public officials;

» Expenses for participation in different meetings related to the implementation of the
programme;

» Administrative and operational costs, including the costs of preparation, monitoring and
evaluation of programmes, appraisal and selection of operations, the organisation of
meetings related to the programme, translation, information and publicity costs.

» To improve the capacity of potential beneficiaries, particularly within the programming
area, to prepare and subsequently implement high quality programme operations

Considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in Croatia and Serbia)
enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of Art. 168, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph c of
the Implementing rules to the Financial Regulation) for the implementation of the cross-
border programme, the relevant contracting authorities in both countries will establish an
individual direct grant agreement without call for proposals with the Operating Structures for
the amount provided under the TA Priority 2 in each country. Subcontracting by the
Operating Structures of the activities covered by the direct agreement (e.g. TA, evaluation,
publicity etc.) is allowed. The direct grant agreement can be signed as soon as the Financing
Agreement has been concluded.

For the purpose of an efficient use of TA funds, a close coordination between national
authorities (Operating Structures, CBC coordinators) of the participating countries is required.
In accordance to the scope of this priority, it will be implemented through two measures.

Measures Priority 2
Measure 2.1: Programme Administration and Implementation

This measure will provide support for the work of national Operating Structures and the JIMC
in programme management. It will also ensure the provision of advice and support to final
beneficiaries in project development and implementation.

Measure 2.2: Programme Information, Publicity and Evaluation

This measure will ensure programme awareness amongst local, regional and national
decision-makers; funding authorities; the inhabitants of the programming area and the general
public in Croatia and Serbia. The measure will support the provision of expertise to the JIMC
for the planning and carrying out of external programme evaluations. It might also cover,
inter alia, the preparation, translation and dissemination of programme related information
and publicity material, including programme website.

Whilst both countries have experience of EU funded cross-border cooperation (CBC)
programmes with other countries, they have limited experience of such cooperation with each
other. Over the period 2004-6 only the grant scheme 'Cross-Border Regions Co-operation
with Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia & Herzegovina' (funded from the Croatian CARDS 2004
allocation) has Croatian and Serbian partners. This grant scheme is still under evaluation and
the exact number of grants to be awarded is still unknown. In addition, Interreg IIIA Adriatic
CBC has funded 3 projects (out of 36 with Croatian beneficiaries) involving Croatian-Serbian
partnerships, however only one of these has partners inside the programming area. An
additional 23 projects with Croatian and Serbian partners are in the process of being
contracted; of these one has partners within the programming area.

Lessons learned
The following points can be highlighted from cross-border experience in the Western Balkans
countries:

e The projects focusing on environment protection reflect the priorities defined by the
national and regional institutions, providing for a sound embedding in local and national
development priorities. However, it is important to strongly associate civil society and the
private sector in programme development.

e The small calls for proposals for cross-border actions launched in previous cross-border
programmes showed a low capacity in project preparation of most of the final
beneficiaries. This could impede the implementation of the programme. Specific training
of potential applicants will be essential throughout the programme.

e A few municipalities have had a leading role in the past and current cross-border
initiatives. These municipalities should have a key role when implementing the programme
(transfer of know-how, etc.).

The thematic Evaluation of CBC programmes under the PHARE programme concluded that
most projects had a clear impact in one part of the border region, but that joint projects were
the exception rather than the norm. Hence the importance to ensure that projects is a result of
joint local or regional initiatives. Another conclusion of the above evaluation is that
synchronisation in joint projects is crucial in terms of results, impact and sustainability.
Therefore it is important that the partners have established agreed co-ordination plans and
mechanisms before the Financing Agreements are signed. In addition, Experience has shown
that the preconditions for effective implementation include, besides close co-ordination
between participating countries at political and operational levels:

* cross-border cooperation between line ministries and effective working relationships
between related organisations;

» functioning regional development authorities and local authorities, with appropriate staff in
a stable environment;

* close working relationships between regional institutions and the respective Commission
Delegations;
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« functioning cross-border cooperation between respective organisations of the private sector,
such as chambers of commerce, company associations and NGOs.

2.5 Horizontal issues
The programme will promote sustainable management of the environment by enhancing
cooperation among institutions to implement joint actions for environmental protection.

The programme will also support gender mainstreaming and equal opportunities policies
through the selection of projects that include specific consideration to equal opportunities for
genders, ethnicities and disabled according to the principles of European Union.

The joint applications will have to cover both parts of the project and fulfil the following
criteria:

benefit partners from both sides of the border

support links between relevant institutions and organisations from both sides of the border
encourage equal participation of women and marginalized groups

meet particular needs of ethnic minorities

be environmentally sustainable

Project partners should establish agreed co-ordination mechanisms to synchronise the joint
projects throughout their implementation.

2.6 Donor coordination

In line with Article 20 of the IPA Regulation and Article 6 (3) of the IPA Implementing
Regulations, the EC has asked the representatives of Members States and local IFIs in Croatia
and Serbia to provide their comments regarding the draft cross-border co-operation
programmes submitted to the Commission.

2.8 Roadmap for the decentralisation of the management of EU funds without ex ante controls
by the Commission

According to Article 8(4)(c) of the IPA Implementing Regulation, the beneficiary country
shall establish a roadmap with indicative benchmarks and time limits to achieve
decentralisation without ex ante controls by the Commission.

A decentralisation with ex-ante control has been conferred to Croatia by the Commission in
February 2006. A follow up audit mission from ELARG E.5 audit unit took place in February
2007 to verify the fulfilment of conditions for the conferral of management as laid down in
Commission Decision. Based on the final assessment of the audit report, a roadmap for the
gradual lifting of the ex-ante control requirement may be envisaged.

At the same time, Croatia has presented an action plan for the accreditation of the
implementation bodies under the IPA programme for decentralised management of EU funds
with ex-ante control.

In Serbia the Government has established DIS working group which will produce by the
beginning of 2008 Strategy and Action Plan for implementation of Decentralized
Implementation System. In addition, working group will prepare capacity building plan for
DIS institutions and make preparatory activities for signing MoU for introduction of DIS.

3.3 Principle of co-financing applying to the projects funded under the programme
The Community contribution has been calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure, which
for the cross—border programme Croatia — Serbia is based on the total expenditure, as agreed
by the participating countries and laid down in the cross—border programme.

In Croatia and Serbia the IPA grant will be co-financed by a minimum of 15 % from state
national budget and final beneficiaries co-financing.

The Community contribution at the level of priority axis shall not exceed the ceiling of 85%
of the eligible expenditure.

The Community contribution for each priority axis shall not be less than 20% of the eligible

expenditures.

The provisions of Article 90 of Commission Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 (OJ L170
29.06.2007) (IPA Implementing Regulation) apply.
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4. IMPLEMENTATION ARRANGEMENTS

4.1 Method of Implementation

The part of this programme concerning Croatia shall be implemented in accordance with
Article 53¢ of the Financial Regulation® and the corresponding provisions of the
Implementing Rules’. The Beneficiary Country will continue to ensure that the conditions laid
down in Article 56 of the Financial Regulation are respected at all times.

The ex-ante control by the Commission shall apply to the tendering of contracts, launch of
call for proposals and the award of contracts and grants until the Commission allows for
decentralised management without ex-ante controls as referred in Article 18 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

The part of this programme concerning Serbia shall be implemented on a centralised basis by
the European Commission in accordance with Article 53a of the Financial Regulation and the
corresponding provisions of the Implementing Rules.

In the event of centralised management the role of the Commission in the selection of
operations under a cross—border programme among beneficiary countries is specified in
Article 140 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

4.2 General rules for Procurement and grant award procedures

Procurement shall follow the provisions of Part Two, Title IV of the Financial Regulation and
Part Two, Title III, Chapter 3 of its Implementing Rules as well as the rules and procedures
for service, supply and works contracts financed from the general budget of the European
Communities for the purposes of cooperation with third countries adopted by the Commission
on 24 May 2007 (C(2007)2034).

Grant award procedures shall follow the provisions of Part One, Title VI of the Financial
Regulation and Part One, Title VI of its Implementing Rules.

Where appropriate, the Contracting Authorities shall also use the standard templates and
models facilitating the application of the above rules provided for in the “Practical Guide to
contract procedures for EC external actions" (“Practical Guide”) as published on the
EuropeAid website® at the date of the initiation of the procurement or grant award procedure.

4.3 Environmental Impact Assessment and Nature Conservation (where appropriate)
All investments shall be carried out in compliance with the relevant Community
environmental legislation.

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The procedures for environmental impact assessment as set down in the EIA-directive’ fully
apply to all investment projects under IPA. If the EIA-directive has not yet been fully

transposed, the procedures should be similar to the ones established in the above-mentioned
directive.

If a project is likely to affect sites of nature conservation importance, an appropriate nature
conservation assessment shall be made, equivalent to that provided for in Article 6 of the
Habitats Directive must be documented®.

5. MONITORING AND EVALUATION

5.1. Monitoring

The implementation of the cross—border programme will be monitored by the joint monitoring
committee referred to in Article 142 of the IPA Implementing Regulation, established by the
participating beneficiary countries, which include representatives of the Commission.

In Croatia, the implementation of the programme will also be monitored through the IPA
monitoring committee in accordance with Article 58 of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

The IPA monitoring committee shall assess the effectiveness, quality and coherence of the
implementation of the programme to ensure the achievements of the programme objectives
and enhance the efficiency of the assistance provided.

In Serbia, the Commission may undertake any actions it deems necessary to monitor the
programme concerned.

5.2. Evaluation

Programmes shall be subject to evaluations in accordance with Article 141 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation, with an aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency
of the assistance from Community funds and the strategy and implementation of the cross—
border programmes.

6. AUDIT, FINANCIAL CONTROL AND ANTI-FRAUD MEASURES

6.1. Audit, Financial Control and Anti-fraud measures

The accounts and operations of all parties involved in the implementation of this programme,
as well as all contracts and agreements implementing this programme, are subject to, on the
one hand, the supervision and financial control by the Commission (including the European
Anti-Fraud Office), which may carry out checks at its discretion, either by itself or through an
outside auditor and, on the other hand, audits by the European Court of Auditors. This
includes measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering and contracting carried out by the
Delegations in the Beneficiary Countries.

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In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Community, the
Commission (including the European Anti-Fraud Office) may conduct on-the-spot checks and
inspections in accordance with the procedures foreseen in Council Regulation (EC, Euratom)
2185/96”.

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors, subcontractors and
grant beneficiaries who have received Community funds.

6.2. Financial adjustments

In Croatia, the national authorising officer, who bears in the first instance the responsibility
for investigating all irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments where irregularities or
negligence are detected in connection with the implementation of this programme, by
cancelling all or part of the Community assistance. The national authorising officer shall take
into account the nature and gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the
Community assistance.

In case of an irregularity, including negligence and fraud, the national authorising officer shall
recover the Community assistance paid to the beneficiary in accordance with national
recovery procedures.

6.3. Audit trail

In Croatia, the national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is
available to ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

6.4. Preventive Measures

Croatia shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases of fraud and
irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting mechanism
equivalent to that provided for in Commission Regulation 1828/2006'°.All suspected or actual
cases of fraud and irregularity as well as all measures related thereto taken must be reported to
the Commission services without delay. Should there be no suspected or actual cases of fraud
or irregularity to report, the Beneficiary Country shall inform the Commission of this fact
within two months following the end of each quarter.

Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and contracts,
resulting from an act or omission by an economic operator, which has, or would have, the
effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union by charging an unjustified
item of expenditure to the general budget.

Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or presentation of false,
incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has as its effect the misappropriation
or wrongful retention of funds from the general budget of the European Union or budgets
managed by, or on behalf of, the European Union; non disclosure of information in violation
of a specific obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

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The Beneficiary Country shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and counter active and
passive corruption practises at any stage of the procurement procedure or grant award
procedure, as well as during the implementation of corresponding contracts. "Active
corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or gives, directly or
through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever to an official for himself or for
a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the
exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the European Communities’ financial interests.

Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly or through
an intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind whatsoever, for himself or a
third party, or accepts a promise of such advantage, to act or to refrain from acting in
accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his official duties in a
way which damages or is likely to damage the European Communities’ financial interests.

The authorities of the beneficiary country, including the personnel responsible for the
implementation of the programme, shall also undertake to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interest, and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any such
conflict.

6.5. Financial corrections

In order to ensure that the funds are used in accordance with the applicable rules, in Croatia
the Commission shall apply clearance-of-accounts procedures or financial correction
mechanisms in accordance with Article 53¢ (2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in
the Framework Agreement concluded between the Commission and Croatia or, where the
latter does not exist, in the Financing Agreement implementing this programme concluded
with Croatia.

A financial correction may arise following:

(1) identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud; or

(11) identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems of
the beneficiary country.

If the Commission finds that expenditure under this programme has been incurred in a way
that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts are to be excluded from
Community financing.

The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related recoveries,

shall be made by the Commission following the criteria and procedures provided for in the
IPA Implementing Regulation.
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7. LIMITED CHANGES

Limited changes in the implementation of this programme affecting essential elements listed
under Article 90 of the Implementing Rules to the Financial Regulation, which are of an
indicative nature'', may be undertaken by the Commission's authorising officer by delegation
(AOD), or by the Commission's authorising officer by sub-delegation (AOSD), in line with
the delegation of powers conferred upon him by the AOD, in accordance with the principles
of sound financial management without an amending financing decision being necessary.

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SECTION I INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

1.1 Introduction to the Cross-border Programme

This document describes the cross-border programme between Croatia and Serbia, which will
be implemented over the period 2007-13. This strategic document is based on a joint planning
effort by the Croatian and Serbian parties. The programme is supported by component II
(cross-border cooperation) of the EU ‘Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance’ (IPA), under
which over 5 M€ have been allocated for its first 3 years. An additional 1.015 M€ will be
provided by the partner countries, mostly from the programme’s beneficiaries in the border
region.

The programming area lies on either side of the river Danube, in the north-east of Croatia
(eastern Slavonia) and the north-west of Serbia (western Vojvodina). For historical reasons
the border areas contain one of the most ethnically diverse populations in Europe. Both sides
of the border having been, at some time in the past, part of both Ottoman and Habsburg
empires and subject to large scale migrations from surrounding central and east European
countries. The war in the 1990s severed the numerous cultural, social and commercial links
across the border. Since that time these links have been slowly recovering but have yet to
return to their former levels. This programme addresses the need to re-establish and
strengthen cross-border connections with the aim of promoting good neighbourly relations
and the sustainable economic and social development of the border areas. This is in line with
the objectives of the cross-border cooperation component of IPA (Article 86, IPA
Implementing Regulation).

1.2 The Programming Area

The programming area is made up of ‘eligible’ and ‘adjacent’ regions as defined by Articles
88 and 97 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. These regions were decided in a meeting of
the Joint Programming Committee (see Section 1.4) and are listed below.

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The Croatian eligible regions are the directly bordering counties: Osjek-Baranja and Vukovar-
Srijem. The Serbian eligible regions are 3 bordering districts: Sremska, South Backa and West
Backa plus the North Backa district. North Backa does not have a physical border with
Croatia but is included as an eligible region because of its large ethnic Croatian minority.

In addition, the programming area extends to 2 Croatian counties and 1 Serbian adjacent
district (see Table above). The reason for extending the programme to these regions is that
they have high similarity to the eligible regions in terms of demographic, economic and
geographic characteristics. The links between eligible and adjacent regions are specifically
emphasized in terms of tradition and culture, resulting from the large migrations in the mid-
1990s following the war.

Whilst both countries have experience of EU funded cross-border cooperation (CBC)
programmes with other countries, they have limited experience of such cooperation with each
other. Over the period 2004-6 only the grant scheme 'Cross-Border Regions Co-operation
with Serbia, Montenegro, Bosnia & Herzegovina' (funded from the Croatian CARDS 2004
allocation) has Croatian and Serbian partners. This grant scheme is still under evaluation and
the exact number of grants to be awarded is still unknown. In addition, Interreg IIIA Adriatic
CBC has funded 3 projects (out of 36 with Croatian beneficiaries) involving Croatian-Serbian
partnerships, however only one of these has partners inside the programming area. An
additional 23 projects with Croatian and Serbian partners are in the process of being
contracted; of these one has partners within the programming area.

1.4 Lessons learned

Croatian stakeholders had their first opportunity to participate in cross-border projects in 2003
under the cross-border cooperation programmes with Hungary, Slovenia and Italy. Thanks to
those initial cross-border projects, Croatian partners gained knowledge and skills from their
cross-border partners, and built capacities to independently prepare and implement CBC
projects in the future.

With the introduction of the New Neighbourhood Partnerships 2004-2006, funding available
for Croatian partners increased, and therefore interest of many local stakeholders along the
borders with Hungary, Slovenia and Italy increased as well.

In the first calls for proposals under NP Slo/Hu/Cro and NP Adriatic, a number of
municipalities and civil society organisations successfully engaged in cross-border
cooperation with their partners demonstrating their capacity to prepare and implement EU
funded projects.

In the second round of calls for proposals under the two NPs, an even larger number of
project proposals were submitted. However, only a small number of applications were of
satisfactory quality.

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One can therefore conclude that interest and capacities exist to a certain extent in areas
bordering Member States. However, the latter need to be strengthened especially having in
mind the increased level of resources available under IPA cross-border programmes.

On the other hand, Croatian stakeholders on eastern borders (with non-MS) have very limited
experience in cross-border cooperation. Croatian counties bordering BiH, Serbia and
Montenegro had their first opportunity to apply for small CBC projects in the second half of
2006.. It is evident from this experience that there is a general lack of knowledge and capacity
for project preparation and management, and local stakeholders found it difficult to find
partners on the other side of the border.

It can be concluded that counties bordering MSs have more capacities for and knowledge of
CBC than counties bordering non-MSs whose experience is still minimal or non existing. .
Under existing programmes, project beneficiaries mostly dealt with small size projects. The
relatively higher grant allocation, which will be available under IPA cross-border programmes
will represent a real challenge for many local stakeholders whose financial capacity remain
small.

As for Serbian stakeholders, with the introduction of the New Neighbourhood Partnerships
2004-2006, funding for Serbian partners to get involved in projects was enabled. Thanks to
this initiative and the first programme with Hungary, Serbian partners gained knowledge and
skills from their cross-border partners, and built capacities to independently prepare and
implement CBC projects in the future.

At the same time the capacities at the central level for coordination of these programmes is
being increased. The following can be concluded:

The small calls for proposals for cross-border actions launched in previous cross-border
programmes showed a low capacity in project preparation of most of the final beneficiaries.
This could impede the implementation of the programme. Specific training of potential
applicants will be essential throughout the programme.

A few municipalities have had a leading role in the past and current cross-border initiatives.
These municipalities should have a key role when implementing the programme (transfer of
know-how, etc.).

The thematic Evaluation of CBC programmes under the PHARE programme concluded that
most projects had a clear impact in one part of the border region, but that joint projects were
the exception rather than the norm. Hence the importance to ensure that project is a result of
joint local or regional initiatives. Another conclusion of the above evaluation is that
synchronisation in joint projects is crucial in terms of results, impact and sustainability.
Therefore it is important that the partners have established agreed co-ordination plans and
mechanisms before the Financing Agreements are signed.
In addition, Experience has shown that the preconditions for effective implementation
include, besides close co-ordination between participating countries at political and
operational levels:
e cross-border cooperation between line ministries and effective working relationships
between related organisations;
e functioning regional development authorities and local authorities, with appropriate
staff in a stable environment;
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e close working relationships between regional institutions and the respective
Commission Delegations;

e functioning cross-border cooperation between respective organisations of the private
sector, such as chambers of commerce, company associations and NGOs.

1.5 Summary of Joint Programming Process

The process of elaborating the IPA Cross-border Programme between Croatia and Serbia
started on 16/1/07 with the first bilateral meeting between the representatives of the national
institutions responsible for the IPA component II. At that meeting the process of programme
elaboration was discussed and agreed between the two sides.

The first meeting of the Joint Programming Committee (JPC) was held on 14/2/07. This
meeting approved the JPC membership, adopted rules of procedure, and approved the
mandate and membership of the Joint Drafting Team (JDT). The 2 joint structures so created
have the following descriptions and tasks:

» Joint Programming Committee:

The Joint Programming Committee (JPC) is a joint decision-making body, established at the
beginning of the programming process, whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until final submission of the programme to the European Commission.
The JPC is composed of representatives from the Croatian and Serbian national authorities in
charge of IPA component II together with the regional authorities from the bordering regions
which are eligible for participation in the programme. JPC members were nominated by their
respective institutions with authority to participate in the decision-making process.

Main tasks:
e Confirm members of the JPC once they are nominated by each country
e Agree on working procedures of the JPC (adoption of Rules of Procedure)
e Discuss and reach agreement an all phases of programme preparation
e @Give clear guidelines to the Joint Drafting Team on the preparation of the programme
and its annexes
e Ensure timely preparation of all phases of the programme and relevant annexes

= Joint Drafting Team

The Joint Drafting Team (JDT) is a joint technical body established by the JPC at the
beginning of the programming process whose mandate lasts from the beginning of the
programming process until adoption of the final programme by the JPC. The JDT is
composed of representatives from the national institutions in charge of cross-border
cooperation, contracted TA and representatives from regional authorities. The core JDT work
(see below) was done by the representatives of the national institutions and TA. The regional
representatives were responsible for ensuring the accuracy of regional data and its analysis.

Main tasks:
e Compile all relevant data for the elaboration of the programme

In addition to the representatives from local, regional and national government included in the
memberships of the JPC and JDT, arrangements were made to consult with a wider
partnership drawn from the public, civil and private sector by means of regional workshops
and questionnaire surveys. The composition of the JPC, JDT and partnership groups is given
in Annex 1.

The consultation process was carried out in 2 ways: written procedure (comments sent to
JDT); (i) meetings/workshops (comments made directly to JDT) implemented both at

national levels (national consultation processes) and cross-border level.

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SECTION II ANALYSIS
2. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAMMING AREA

2.1 Eligible and Adjacent Areas

The programming area covers the joint Croatian-Serbian border. The eligible regions are
territorial units equivalent to NUTS III level on the Croatian side (Counties) and regions
equivalent to NUTS III level on the Serbian side (Districts). On the Croatian side of the
border 2 counties fall within the eligible area, these are Vukovar-Srijem and Osijek-Baranja.
Two further counties are considered as adjacent regions: Brod-Posavina, and PoZzega-
Slavonija. On the Serbian side the eligible area covers 4 districts - North Backa, West-Backa,
South-Backa, Srem, and Macvanski district is considered to be adjacent region. The length of
the common border is 317.6 km of which 259.3 km is formed by the River Danube (see Table
1 and Figure 1, below).

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2.2 Description and Analysis of the Border Region

2.2.1 Geographical Description

The programming area is geographically located on the Pannonian Plain in the north-east of
Croatia (eastern Slavonia) and the north-west of Serbia (western Vojvodina), it extends over
an area of 18,312 km? (Table 2, below), representing 11.7% and 13.2% of the total surface
areas of Croatia and Serbia respectively. The Croatian part of the programming area
encompasses 11 towns, 61 municipalities and 348 settlements. The main urban settlements
being: Osijek, Vukovar, Pakovo, and Vinkovci. The eligible territory on the Serbian side
encompasses 1 town, 26 municipalities and 268 settlements. The main urban settlements are:
Novi Sad (the capital of Vojvodina); Subotica, Sombor and Sremska Mitrovica.

The overall population density in the programming area is 103 inhabitants per km” and is
highest on the Serbian side of the border (115 /km?® Serbian side, 81/ km” Croatian side), both
figures are higher than the respective national averages of 85/ km” Serbia and 78 km® Croatia
(Table 2 and Annex 2).

A large part of the eligible regions lies within the flood plain of the river Danube which runs
along most (82%) of the border between the 2 countries. Rivers, waterways and wetlands are
a predominant feature of the programming area which includes the lower catchments of the
rivers Drava and Tisa and is crossed by the river Sava which runs across the southern part of
the border. The Serbian side of the border area is also densely covered with a network of
channels as a part of large Danube-Tisa-Danube (DTD) irrigation system, the majority of
these waters are navigable.

The programming area is a predominately lowland area characterised by a geomorphology
which includes alluvial, river and loess terraces with fluvial-wetland plains. In general the
area is highly suitable for the development of agriculture which is the predominant land use,
with agricultural land extending over 1,285,815 ha (70%) of the region. The region is also
forest rich and contains 219,030 ha of afforested land (28% and 3% of the Croatian and
Serbian areas respectively). The southern part of the programming area contains one of the
few mountains in the whole Panonian plain— Fruska Gora which is a Serbian national park.

In addition to rich agricultural land and extensive woodlands the natural resources of the
programming area include:

* oil and gas fields,

* clay, gravel and sand pits

* water resources (river, spring/thermal),
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« areas of high biodiversity

As a result of the war in the early nineties, the Croatian side of the bordering area has still
large land strips contaminated with mines or under the suspicion of being contaminated with
mines. The demining process is on going and is a Croatian national government priority. In
Serbia, UNEP/UNOPS has identified four national environmental hot-spots resulting from the
war, one of these is located in the eligible area in Novi Sad. There are several ongoing
national and international projects aimed at the clean-up of this environmental hot-spot in
Novi Sad. The river Danube was also contaminated with mines and debris from demolished
bridges which jeopardises normal navigation. Substantial efforts has been made to clean this
important international transportation axes with financial support from EU.

2.2.2  Demography

As is the case for other peripheral regions in Croatia the population on the Croatian side of the
border is declining. This decrease has been a constant feature since the 1990s. According to
the 2001 census data, the number of inhabitants in the 2 Croatian border counties is almost
9% lower than it was in 1991 (see Annex 2). The pattern of population change has not been
consistent across the area since some towns and municipalities have recorded increases, for
example the population of Zupanja (Vukovar-Srijem county) increased by 13.5% over the
1991-2001 period. However, such increases were few, highly localised and resulted largely
from refugee returns. The overall trend across the region is one of population decline. The 2
bordering counties were among the most severely war-affected areas in Croatia (it is
estimated that 7-8% of the population still lives abroad) and this is one of the factors
contributing to the fact that the rate of population decline in the Croatian programming area is
much higher than the national average of 6% (see Annex 3).

The Serbian part of the programming area is characterized by having the lowest birth rate in
Serbia with a natural rate of increase per 100 inhabitants of -4.9 (as compared to the national
level of -3.5). Despite this, the population grew on average by 1% between 1991 and 2001
(Annex 2). However, this growth was due to the inflow of refugees and internally displaced
persons to the eligible territory which received the largest number of refugees in Serbia during
the period of the war in the 1990s. The striking fact on the Serbian side is that in the majority
of districts in the programming area, the aging index is increasing.

In the Croatian programming area, the 2001 census data indicate that the population age
structure is younger than the national average (see Annex 3). The much lower ageing index in
the border region (0.79 as compared to the national index of 0.91) reflects the higher
proportion of the youngest age group (0-14 years) in relation to the oldest (65 years and
older). This is particularly so in Vukovar-Srijem county where the low index of 0.74 reflects
the high contribution made by the 0-14 cohort (19.3% as compared to the national figure of
17.1%). However, more recent data show that there are rapid demographic changes taking
place in the Croatian programming area and that over the period 2001-5 the population on the
Croatian side, like that on the Serbian side, has become steadily older with a marked increase
in the economically inactive 65+ group.

One reason for these demographic changes is the imbalance between births and deaths with
populations in all parts of the programming area showing negative rates of natural growth
(Annex 4). These problems are compounded by extensive emigration of the working aged
population out of the programming area, this is particularly so on the Croatian side of the
border.
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The ‘push and pull’ factors that are causing population changes in the programming area
include the following:

= [ong term impact of the war

= Fall in the birth rate

= Lack of employment opportunities in the programming area

= Young persons leaving to go to university in Zagreb and Belgrade and not returning
= De-ruralisation

The economic consequences of the observed demographic changes are in the context of
increased social costs (for an ageing population) and decreased labour supply, especially in
the field of new technologies and modern organisational challenges (since the majority of the
existing unemployed population cannot respond to these challenges).

2.2.3 Ethnic Minorities

According to census data (2001) the two bordering Croatian counties host 25,83% of
members of ethnic minorities in Croatia, i.e. 85.581 persons. The largest ethnic group are
Serbs with 60.510 persons living in this area, i.e. 30,01% of all Serbs living in Croatia or
18,26% of members of all minorities in the Republic of Croatia The second largest minority
group are the Hungarians with 11.831 members, i.e. 71,29% of all Hungarians living in
Croatia or 3,57% of all minorities in the Republic of Croatia. The Serbian part of the eligible
territory is also characterized by a high diversity of ethnic groups there being 26 ethnic groups
in the region. The Serbian eligible territory hosts 34.6% of minorities and non-declared people
out of which the largest ethnic groups are Hungarians (12.5%), Croats (3.9%) and Slovaks
(2.9%) according to 2002 census (see Annex 4).

2.2.4 Transport Infrastructure

A modern transport network is one of the most important factors enabling connections at the
local, regional and international levels and is an essential for developing both regional
economies and effective cross border cooperation. The network of state, county and local
roads is relatively well developed in the border regions of Croatia and Serbia (see Annex 5).
In terms of cross border cooperation the most important roads in the programming area are:

= Highway E70 Zagreb-Belgrade — transnational corridor X — branch A
= Highway E-75 Budapest-Belgrade - transnational corridor X — branch B
= National road N2 Osijek-Novi Sad

The bordering region has a dense railway network. However much of the railway
infrastructure particularly at local level needs substantial modernisation and upgrading. In
terms of the Croatian-Serbian border the most important railroads are:

= Strizivojna-Tovarnik
= Vinkovci-Drenovici
= Vinkovci-Erdut

The Croatian side of the programme region contains 365 km of waterways which constitutes
45.4% of Croatia’s total waterways. The most important port in the region is the port of
Vukovar which links the region to the Rheine-Mein-Danube waterway system and is used to
tranship commercial bulk goods (agricultural products, iron ore, chemicals etc). Currently
much of the port’s capacity is underused. In addition the Croatian side of the border
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encompasses 104 km of the Drava River waterway, which for an 86 km length, is contiguous
with the Danube.

The main waterways on the Serbian part of the programming area are on the major rivers —
Danube, Sava and Tisa. All 3 rivers are navigable over the whole length of their flow through
Serbia. A large part of DTD channel network runs through the territory (420.8km out of the
whole system of 929km) The length of the navigable part of the system in the eligible area
being 355.4km This network of channels is used for irrigation, navigation, flood prevention
tourism, fishing and hunting, and consists of 21 gates, 16 locks, 5 safety gates, 6 pumps and
180 bridges. Major river ports in the Serbian eligible area are Apatin, Bogojevo, Backa
Palanka, Novi Sad (international ports) and Kovin (national port) on the river Danube;
national port in Sremska Mitrovica on the river Sava and international port in Senta on the
river Tisa.

The programming region has 8 border crossings which cover crossings by international road,
rail and waterway traffic. By far the most used, with over 5 million crossings per year is that
between Bajakovo-Batrovci (see Annex 6).

2.2.5 Economic Description

It is difficult to make direct comparisons between the Croatian and Serbian parts of the
programming area because there is neither Gross Domestic Product (GDP) nor Gross Value
Added (GVA) data for the Serbian eligible regions. The analysis below is therefore based on
Croatian GDP and GVA data and the available Serbian economic development indicators,
namely Gross National Income (GNI) and its distribution per sectors. It is clear that this
aspect should be improved during the programme period to enable more informed judgments
about policy developments and about the specific interventions to be made via the
programme.

The programming area comprises counties, districts and municipalities with very diverse
economic characteristics. On the one hand there are relatively developed urban areas such as
Osijek and Novi Sad and on the other hand relatively undeveloped rural areas.

In economic terms the Croatian programming area is below the national average whereas the
Serbian is above the national average with the exception of District Srem. However the whole
programming area is far below the current EU 27 average GDP per capita of 21,503 EUR.
The least developed district in Serbian programming area is almost 20 times lower than the
EU average while Vukovarsko-srijemska county which is at the same time the poorest region
in Croatia is around 4 times less developed than the EU 27 (Annex 7).
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2.2.5.1 Industry

The sectoral distribution of Gross Value Added (GVA) shows that, on the Croatian side of the
border, agriculture and food processing industries are very important economic sectors
(Osjek-baranja county with 13,2% GVA and Vukovar with 8.9% GVA of the Republic of
Croatia in agriculture and Osjek-baranja county with 4,5% GVA in manufacturing) (Annex
8). For the Serbian side of the border the main economic sector, using Gross National Income
(GNI) per sector, is related to industry with 30% and agriculture and fishing with 23%.of
Serbian GNI .

The Croatian programming area with its rich natural potentials, has traditionally been the
source of raw materials for the food processing industries. Osjek-baranja county has a strong
sugar industry, strong potentials in the odder industry (9 factories in the region) and of
exceptional importance is Cepin edible oil factory which has the greatest share in production
of this commodity in the Republic of Croatia.

The following industries are also important in Osjek-Baranja county:

= The textile industry which has a long tradition,

= Wood and wood processing

= The paper industry which has significant capacities,
= The metal processing and engineering industry

= The chemical industry

= The construction industry.

In Vukovar - Srijem county due to the natural resources of clay deposits, construction
products are an important component of the industrial processing sector. In particular brick
making is well developed (one large company in Vinkovci and a number of smaller brick and
concrete product companies form this sector). Metal-processing industry in Zupanja is
specialised in producing agricultural machinery and appliances.

In the Serbian part of the territory, food processing industry is most developed but the
‘economic engine’ of the region is actually electromechanical and chemical industry. Very
important, especially in South Backa district, is cement industry and brick production.

The importance of the above mentioned sectors in the programming area is reflected also in
the percentage of total number of the persons employed per sector : 34.55% (Serbia) and
20.14 % (Croatia) are employed in processing industry, 23.34% (Serbia) and 16% (Croatia)
in the sector of wholesale, retail trade and repairs, 6.41% (Serbia) and 9,8% (Croatia) in
education, 5.77% (Serbia) and 7.8% (Croatia) in agriculture, forestry and water management
and 5.43% (Serbia), 7.5% Croatia in construction (Annex 9).

Each type of industry in the programming area has specific problems that can generally be
summarized as: low technological level and obsolete technologies, non-existence of new
recognizable products (metal industry), high competition from Eastern Europe countries, very
low added value production from raw material /manufacturing production phase (wood
industry), lack of educated personnel, engineers and highly-skilled workers, low level of
technical and technological equipment and knowledge (construction industry), high labour
costs, lack of professional management staff.
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2.2.5.2 Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises (SMEs)

The SME sector is relatively well represented and is a potential source of strength. There are
19.268 registered SMEs in Programming area (4.287 on the Croatian side and 14.981 on the
Serbian side).

SMEs provide a significant source of employment (Annex 10) and there are clear
opportunities to decrease unemployment in the programming area through the expansion of
this sector.

The majority of these SMEs are however very small facing the following problems:

= Insufficient entrepreneurial skills and activity (especially in those sectors with considerable
growth potential such as technologically based and academic entrepreneurship)

= Low profitability of the SME sector (low productivity, low quality of products, limited
innovation capacity and lack of export orientation)

= Regional and local disparities in entrepreneurial activity (concentration in the bigger
regional centres such as Osijek and Novi Sad)

= Insufficient support (services, tax incentives, guarantee schemes) and administrative
barriers

= Lack of business education and training

2.2.5.3 Tourism

Neglecting the development of continental for the benefit of coastal tourism which has been
an ongoing trend in Croatia for some 30 years is the main reason for the slow development of
tourism in the Croatian programming area. However, tourism today develops new destinations
which particularly rely on natural resources, favourable climate and ecological conditions,
historical diversity and reach cultural heritage. All these advantages open the possibility for
the area to develop various types of tourism: ecological and cultural tourism, rural tourism,
health and recreational tourism, gastronomic, excursions, hunting and fishing and recently
also transit and business tourism.

By far the biggest nature resource and also tourist attraction is Nature Park Kopacki rit as the
best preserved natural catchment basin of the river Danube in the whole of Central Europe.
Exquisite biological habitats and landscape variety and constant changes under influence of
flooded waters are the basic tourist attraction of this area. In addition to this there is rich
cultural and gastronomic offer (Pakovo, Valpovo, Donji Miholjac, NaSice).

The Castle Tikves$ located within the Nature park Kopacki rit has been foreseen as the central
place where all types of eco-tourism , such as protection, research, monitoring of the nature
and environment and education could be developed, along with various cultural-artistic
contents. Another important content in area is Bizovac, i.e. Bizovacke thermal waters,
oriented toward the development of recreational and health tourism.

The programming area has also very rich archaeological pre-historical sites and cultural
heritage (Vinkovci, Vucedol, Ilok).

The main tourism features of the Serbian programming area are relatively similar. Cultural

and religious tourism is developed in Srem (16 monasteries of mountain of Fruska Gora) and
on several locations in Backa (castle Dundjerski, Novi Sad fortress etc.).

An important part of the tourist offer of Serbian eligible territory is sports — especially horse
back riding, bicycle, sailing, rowing and golf. Two lakes — Palicko and Ludosko, in the north
part of the eligible territory are valuable tourism resources — for sports (sailing regattas),
health (lake mud is being used for therapeutical purposes), hunting and fishing. As for hunting
the eligible territory has 8 hunting areas (Plavna, Koviljski rit, Apatinski rit, Kamariste,
Suboticke Sume, Karadjordjevo and Morovi¢). Regarding spa tourism which has a long
tradition there are four spa’s in the Serbian part of the programming area (Kanjiza, Vrdnicka,
Junakovi¢ and Stari Slankamen). All of them are rich in therapeutic waters but still not
exploited enough due to the deteriorated infrastructure. On the very south of the territory is
Obedska bara — nature protected area.

Starting from 2001, when it was established, musical festival Exit is being large tourist
attraction. It is being held in Petrovaradin fortress in Novi Sad.

The main problems of tourist sector in both sides of the border are: poor tourism
infrastructure, lack of high-standard accommodation facilities, low level of marketing of
cultural heritage, lack of information exchange within the tourism industry and co-operative
marketing, undiversified tourist offer.

In 2005, there were 93.965 visitors and 199.310 overnights on the Croatian side of the border.
On the Serbian side of the border, there were 166.719 visitors and 404.561 overnights

The indicator tourist nights per inhabitant shows the intensity of tourism in the
regions/counties. Due to the above mentioned problems of tourist sector in programming area
the tourist intensity is very low. (Annex 11)

2.2.5.4 Agriculture

In 2001 the agricultural population of the target area within the Republic of Croatia amounts
to 40.314 inhabitants out of 535.274, i.e. 7,5% of the total population of the two bordering
counties. This represents 16,38% of the agricultural population of the Republic of Croatia.
58,16% of the agricultural population of the target area is active. In the Serbian part of the
programming area, 123,544 inhabitants out of 1,343,718 are agricultural which represents
9.2% the total population of the two bordering districts. This represents 15,1% of the
agricultural population of the Republic of Serbia. They are either self-employed on own farm
with workers, self-employed on own farm without workers or unpaid family workers.

According to Agricultural census figures for 2003, 67.419 agricultural households or 15,03%
of all agricultural households in the Republic of Croatia are located in the target area.
Cultivated land extends over a surface area of 305.171,37 ha. The bordering area has 28,32%
of cultivated land in the Republic of Croatia. However these figures could be larger if the
demining process would advance. A large part of agricultural land area is contaminated with
mines as a result of the recent war.

Agriculture is also the main land use on the Serbian part of the programming area with
875.815ha surface of agricultural land which represents 26.2% of cultivated land on national
level.

These indicators show the importance of the agricultural sector in the programming area.

The process of regulation of agricultural land in the programming area is very difficult due to
the fact that land is not measured and records in cadastral and land registers are not adjusted.
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A further problem is the small size of parcels of land which is cultivated by households. Most
of them fall within the category 0,11-0,50 ha.

2.2.6 Human Resources

2.2.6.1 Education

The educational system in the programming area is well developed. It consists of 594
elementary schools, 159 secondary schools and 51 institutions of higher education in the
school year 2005/06. The area has two major universities, one being in Osijek, the other in
Novi Sad. Both of them are the main centres for activities in the field of research and
technology development within the wider area.

Given the growing importance of technology and knowledge —based economies the levels of
educational attainment are clearly significant in developing national and regional economies.
There is much evidence showing the linkage between education level (particularly at tertiary
level) of the labour market and economic growth. Annex 12 shows that the level of
educational achievement in the programming area is lagging behind both national levels
whereby the situation on the Croatian part is more accentuated. This is particularly marked at
the tertiary level (university or equivalent) with only 6.6% of the population on the Croatian
side and 8.5% on the Serbian side being educated to degree level or above, as compared to the
respective national averages of 9.8% and 9.3%. There is clearly a need to address this
problem with regard to the future development of the border region economy particularly
through the development of high technology and information based businesses.

2.2.6.2 Employment and Unemployment

Employment and unemployment rates for the programming area are given in Annex 13,
below. It is clear from this table that unemployment rates on both sides of the border are
higher than their respective national averages i.e. 25.6% and 21.9% as compared with the
national rates of 17.9% (Croatia) and 19.4% (Serbia). The highest unemployment rates in
programming area are on the Croatian side of the border. The rate for Vukovar-Srijem county
is significantly high at 27.6% and is the highest in the whole of Croatia. Conversely
employment rates in a large part of the programming area are low by national standards with
the lowest rates being on the Serbian side of the border in Srem and West Backa . Clearly
high rates of unemployment and low levels of employment are an issue which should be
urgently tackled in the programming area.

One important reason for high unemployment is the reliance on agriculture, agricultural
processing and traditional manufacturing industries. There is also a heavy dependence on
manufacturing and processing industries, particularly in the Serbian area, which together with
the crafts sector (in Croatia) are the major employers in the programming area. Agriculture
and manufacturing are both in the process of economic restructuring which usually leads to
job losses and as has already been noted there are relatively few job opportunities in the SME
sector to fill the employment gap. It is notable that employment rates in the service sectors
related to tourism on the Croatian side are very low by national standards (1.5% in the
Croatian programming area as compared to the national average of 3.2%) and this is both an
opportunity to develop future employment possibilities and a threat to the future development
of regional tourism.

Other factors in the high unemployment rates are an ageing work force and poor educational
qualifications of many workers. Also it can be noted that high unemployment is, to a certain
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extent, a result of the decreased production in the 1990’s, as well as restructuring and
privatization of formerly state-owned companies. At the same time, there is a need to improve
economic efficiency and transform the region’s economy into a competitive, market-oriented
and knowledge based economy which results in high unemployment and low employment
rates.

2.2.7 Environment and Nature

With the exception of certain areas in the Republic of Serbia the programming area shows no
serious environmental problems. This is largely due to the absence of heavy industry within
the Croatian part, whereas on the Serbian side certain industries (chemical, petrochemical,
machinery manufacture, metallurgical, food and oil industries) cause increased pollution
levels in certain parts.

An immediate environmental challenge facing the bordering area is waste management. The
target area is lacking an integrated waste management system. A great number of non-sanitary
landfills, the so-called “wild “ dumpsites, represent a serious threat for the environment as
well as the hazardous waste which is not regulated in a satisfactory manner.

A key feature of the environment in the programming area is that for a large part of its length
the border is constituted by the river Danube. The river is a defining and common feature and
any environmental issues linked to the Danube clearly require joint action. In this respect one
major common environmental challenge for both sides of the border is the damage caused by
serious flooding of the river. In addition there is considerable scope for joint actions to
prevent cross-border pollution given that pollutants generated in and beyond the programming
region are carried by waterways and tributaries which ultimately flow into the Danube.

Regarding the river Danube it is important to state that the pollution of the Grand Canal
running through the medium sized city of Vrbas (25,000 inhabitants) has been characterized
as being «the worst in Europe». The area of influence starts in Crvenka, a village belonging to
Kula municipality, 17 km to the west of Vrbas, and ends 23 km downstream, at the so called
«Triangle», which is a point of confluence between the Grand Canal from the north-west and
the Becej - Bogojevo canal from the west. (This is where the planned Central Waste Water
Treatment Plant will be located.). From there on, the resulting canal continues with Becej —
Bogojovo canal and runs for 12 km before entering the river Tisa that comes from Romania
and Hungary and empties into the Danube downstream the city of Titel.

The programming area encompasses 352,3 km? of protected nature. All natural attractions
designated as protected nature are mentioned in Annex 14. Fruska Gora is the only national
park in area rich with more than 1.500 herbal species, 38 protected mammals and more than
200 birds. The most important protected area on the Croatian side of the border is the Nature
park Kopacki rit (17700 ha, 4,24 % of the territory of Osijek-baranja county), the
ornithological reserve Podpanj and the Zoological reserve Kopacki rit which is situated within
the boundaries of the Nature park. Kopacki rit is situated at the point where the river Drava
flows into the Danube. It is seen as one of the best preserved fluvial marsh territories in
Europe which is characterised by the stunning beauty of its landscape and its bio diversity.

2.2.8 Culture in the Eligible and Flexibility Areas

The programme regions provide a rich cultural variety. This is partly due to the fact that it has
an above average percentage of members of minorities living on its territory. These minorities
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have an established institutional background, cultural organizations and bilingual and
minority education, which is favourable for cultural exchange.

The programming area’s position at the interface of three languages and cultures offers an
especially promising potential in the field of culture. There are many interesting objects of
cultural heritage, various museums and numerous social and cultural clubs are active. A
number of cultural goods is officially protected.

The Croatian part has a rich historical and cultural heritage. The town of Vinkovci is one of
the oldest permanently inhabited places in Europe and the first European calendar “Vucedol
Orion” was found in Vinkovci and Vucedol. Near Vukovar is the world known archaeological
site “Vucedol”, which represents eneolit European culture from the 3™ century BC. Famous
castles are the castle of the roman family Odeschalchi in Ilok, the castle of the Eltz family in
Vukovar and the complex of the Tikves castle located within the Nature park Kopacki rit.
There is a rich Slavonian culture which is expressed in traditional costumes, music and
dances. A series of international cultural festivals are held annually (“Vinkovacke jeseni”,
“Ilocka berba grozda”, Otocko proljece”, “Babogredski konji bijelci”, Vukovarske adventske
sve€anosti, etc.) Within the Serbian part numerous cultural monuments are mainly of religious
nature - 16 monasteries in Fruska Gora (12-17 century), Catholic Church and monastery in
Sombor and Subotica (18 century) etc. Famous castles are the following ones: castle
Dundjerski and Novi Sad fortress.

The agreement between the Republic of Croatia and the Republic of Serbia on cultural and
educational cooperation has been signed on the 23 of April 2002. Cultural cooperation
between the Republic of Croatia and the Republic of Serbia is present at the national level in
different fields, such as theatre, cinematography, music concerts, etc. However, on the level of
municipalities and towns within the target area cultural cooperation proves to be present to a
much lesser extent than on the national level. This can be explained by the recent war
activities within the Croatian bordering area.

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SECTION III PROGRAMME STRATEGY
3.1 Overall Objective

The preceding Situation Analysis shows that the cross-border region is rich in natural and
cultural resources which provide good opportunities to promote the region’s image as a high
value tourist destination. However, significant parts of the programming area are
economically poor by respective national standards and generally the cross-border regional
economy is heavily dependent on agriculture, raw material processing and machinery
manufacturing industries which are uncompetitive and in the process of being restructured.
Connections between both sides of the border are weak and there is a general need to re-
establish administrative, business, social and cultural connections between the two countries
which were destroyed because of the war in the 1990s.

The overall objective of the programme is therefore:

@ To stimulate cross-border cooperation in order to diversify and improve the regional
economy in a socially and environmentally sustainable way, whilst at the same time,
improving good neighbourly relations across the border.

An additional objective of the programme is:

@ To build the capacity of local, regional and national institutions to manage EU
programmes and to prepare them to manage future cross-border programmes under the
territorial cooperation objective 3 of the EU Structural Funds.

The above objectives will be achieved by means of 2 priorities:

= Priority 1: Sustainable Socio-Economic Development
= Priority 2: Technical Assistance

These priorities will be implemented by 5 separate measures; the programme strategy is
shown below in Table 18.

Cross-border capacity building will be an important horizontal theme underpinning the whole
programme and, as much as is possible, will be integrated into all programme measures.

The specific objectives of the Cross-Border Capacity Building theme are:
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& To improve the collaboration and sharing of experience between local, regional and
national stakeholders in order to increase cross-border co-operation

@« To intensify and consolidate cross border dialogue and establish institutional relationships
between local administrations and other relevant local or regional stakeholders

@ To equip local and regional actors with information and skills to develop, implement and
manage cross-border projects.

Achievement of cross-border capacity building objectives will be measured by means of the
following indicators:

» Number of organisations that establish cross-border cooperation agreements

» Number of cross-border networks established aimed at: improving public services; and/or
carrying out joint operations, and/or developing common systems

* Number of projects which are jointly implemented and/or jointly staffed

It is important to note that the scope of the 2007-13 programme is limited by the availability
of funding. This means that some of the issues identified in the situation and SWOT Analyses
as being of significance for the development of the border region cannot be addressed by this
programme. Notable amongst these issues are: agricultural restructuring; privatisation of state
industries; modernisation of border crossings; and the provision of transport infrastructure.

3.2 Correspondence with EU Programmes and National Programmes

Council Regulation (EC) No 1085/2006 establishing an Instrument for Pre-accession
Assistance — the IPA Regulation - provides the legal base for this programme and
Commission Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 constitutes the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Other EU regulations or documents that have been taken into account in the elaboration of the
priorities and measures of this Programme: Council Regulation (EC) No 1083/2003 of 11 July
2006 laying down general provisions on the European Regional Development Fund, the
European Social Fund and the Cohesion Fund and repealing regulation (EC) NO 1260/1999;
Council and the European Parliament Regulation (EC) No 1080/2006 of 5 July 2006 on the
European Regional Development Fund and repealing Regulation (EC) No 1783/1999;
Council decision No 11807/06 of 18 August on Community strategic guidelines on cohesion;
Council and the European Parliament Regulation (EC) No 1082/2006 of 5 July 2006 on a
European grouping of territorial cooperation (EGTC). Multi-annual Indicative Financial
Framework 2008-2010.

The Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Croatia for the period 2007 — 2009
indicates that Cross-Border Cooperation, managed through Component II, will support
Croatia in cross-border, and trans-national and interregional cooperation with EU and non-EU
Member States. It will concentrate on improving the potentials for tourism, creating closer
links between border regions and supporting joint environmental protection activities. The
Multi-annual Indicative Planning Document for Serbia for the period 2007-2009 provides for
cross-border co-operation programmes with neighbouring candidate and potential candidate
countries and Member States. The present programme is consistent with the cross-border
objectives expressed in the Multi-annual Indicative Planning Documents for both countries.
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National Programmes — Croatia

The programme is in line with main goals and areas of intervention of the following National
Programmes. Care will be taken to ensure that there is no operational or financial overlap with
any of the measures incorporated in the Operational Programmes for Croatia under IPA
Components III, IV and V (Regional, Human Resources and Rural Development).

Strategic Development Framework, which has its main strategic goal defined as: “growth and

employment in a competitive market economy acting within a European welfare state of the

21st century®. This goal is to be achieved by simultaneous and harmonised action in 10

strategic areas of which 6 are relevant for this programme, these are:

» ‘knowledge and education’; ‘science and IT’; ‘entrepreneurial climate’ these issues are
addressed by programme measure 1.1 (Economic Development)

» ‘environmental protection and balanced regional development’ are addressed by
programme measures 1.1 and 1.2 (Environmental Protection)

= ‘people’; ‘social cohesion and justice’ are addressed by programme measure 1.3 (People-
to-People’)

Joint Inclusion Memorandum, specifies policy priorities and measures related to social
inclusion and fight against poverty. The issue of social exclusion in the programming area is
dealt with in the People-to-People measure.

Draft IPA Operational Programme Regional Competitiveness (RCOP) has 2 objectives: (i) to
achieve higher competitiveness and balanced regional development by supporting SME
competitiveness and improving economic conditions in Croatia’s lagging areas; (ii) to develop
the capacity in Croatian institutions to programme and implement activities supported by the
ERDF upon accession. This programme focuses on improvement in the Croatian border
regions through economic diversification and complements the RCOP priority ‘Improving
development potential of lagging areas’. It will also build institutional capacity for the future
management of ERDF territorial cooperation programmes under the territorial cooperation
objective of the Structural Funds and is thus in line with both RCOP objectives.

Draft IPA Operational Program Human Resource Development (HRDOP) has 3 priorities:
Enhancing access to employment and sustainable inclusion in the labour market; Reinforcing
social inclusion and integration of people at a disadvantage; Expanding and enhancing
investment in human capital. These priorities are in line with this programme which will
support actions which contribute toward increasing the employability of the border region
population and improving access to social services.

Draft IPA Operational Program Environment Protection (EPOP) has 2 priorities: Developing
waste management infrastructure for establishing an integrated waste management system in
Croatia;, Protecting Croatia’s water resources through improved water supplies &
wastewater integrated management systems. This programme will support small-scale
infrastructure which is in line with both these priorities. It will also prepare larger scale
projects which could be funded under the 2 EPOP measures: Establishment of new waste
management centres at county/ regional levels;, Construction of wastewater treatment plants
for domestic and industrial wastewaters and build / upgrade the sewerage network.

Regional Operational Programme (ROP) of Vukovar-Srijem County recognizes the following

as the county’s main development goals:
» To enhance the conditions for a competitive and sustainable economy
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» To bridge the gap between education and economy demands
* To improve the quality of life, protect cultural heritage and exploit tourism/ traditional
craft opportunities
Regional Operational Programme (ROP) of Osijek-Baranja County (2006-2013) recognises
the following as the county’s main development goals:

* Sustainable economic development, especially aimed at agriculture, industry, tourism,
service sector and rural area along with development and improvement of
communications in the whole county as well as communications and traffic connections
with a narrow and wider environment.

* To develop human potentials in accordance with the challenges of globalization, mainly
through education and employment, to be carried out in accordance with the county’s
needs and the community in general.

* To achieve development based on material welfare and social justice, with a balanced
development of social and communal infrastructure.

With its orientation towards economic development, environmental protection and social
inclusion, this programme is fully in line with the above ROPs and as such it will be
contributing to achievement of the main development goals of both of these border counties.

Furthermore, the program is in line with the following main national sectoral strategies in
Croatia: National Employment Action Plan for the period of 2005 to 2008, Education Sector
Development Plan 2005-2010, Adult Learning Strategy and Action Plan; Strategic Goals of
Development of Croatian Tourism by 2010; Waste Management Strategy of the Republic of
Croatia; draft National Strategy for Regional Development, Pre-Accession Economic
Programme 2006-2008 etc) and the Government Programme 2003-2007 which states that the
development of border regions is one of high national priorities, given that 18 out of 21
counties have external borders.

It can be concluded that this programme is complementary with mainstream national
programmes and strategies and reinforces rather than duplicates them since its focus is on
strengthening, first and foremost, those activities that are recognized as important for both
partner countries.

National Programmes - Serbia
This Programme is in line with the main goals and areas of intervention of the following
Serbian national programmes:

Multi — Beneficiary IPA Programme which amongst others addresses the following areas of
intervention related to this programme: regional cooperation, infrastructure development,
democratic stabilisation, education, youth and research and market economy.

Needs of the Republic of Serbia for International Assistance in the period 2007-2009 is a
document defining programme activities within sectors and intersectoral priorities for
international assistance. Its purpose is to serve as a platform for programming international
assistance to make it more effective. The document is based on the existing strategic
framework and defined medium-term objectives. Its goal is to enable establishment of an
operational programme of priority activities and projects and its implementation in the future.
The purpose of the document is to support implementation of the Government’s reforms and

227



strategic objectives within the 3- year framework and secure satisfactory level and structure of
international assistance. The document will be presented to the donor community. The
Government will estimate the level of grants needed on the annual basis to fill financial gaps
in the implementation of its priority reform policies and programmes and to present the
donors national development priorities which will be in its focus in the following years. The
document should:

- define priority objectives and plans/programmes for implementing these objectives by
sectors,

- identify intersectoral priorities for international support in the next three year period,

- offer a financial assessment of the international assistance at the annual level, bearing in
mind macroeconomic projections for a three year period.

For that purpose, the document will serve as an instrument for donor harmonization within the
Paris Declaration adopted by donors and the aid recipient countries at the Paris Forum on Aid
Effectiveness, held in March 2005. The programmes defined by this document will be a basis
for programming international assistance in 2007.

National Employment Action Plan of the Republic of Serbia 2006-2008 (NEAP) which sets
forth measures and activities for the realization of the National Employment Strategy for the
period 2005-2010 with the aim to increase the level of employment, to reduce unemployment,
and to overcome the labour market problems, which the Republic of Serbia is facing during
the process of its transition to a market-based economy.

National Environmental Strategy of the Republic of Serbia (NES)- October 2005 which
addresses the general causes of identified environmental problems. Its general policy
objectives related to this programme are firstly to raise awareness on environmental problems
through improving formal and informal education on environmental issues and secondly to
strengthen institutional capacity for the development and enforcement of environmental
policy as well as the development of emergency systems.

Agricultural Strategy of the Republic of Serbia (AS)- October 2004 which defines the
following related objectives:
= Sustainable and efficient agricultural sector that can compete on the world market,
contributing to increasing the national income
» To ensure support of life standards for people who depend on agriculture and are not in
condition to follow economic reforms with their development
= To preserve the environment from the destructive influences of agricultural production

Poverty Reduction Strategy paper for Serbia which is a medium -term development
framework directed at reducing key forms of poverty. The activities envisaged by the PRS are
directed at dynamic development and economic growth, prevention of new poverty as a
consequence of economic restructuring and care for the traditionally poor groups.

Integrated Regional Development Plan of Vojvodina (IRDP) which is a multisectoral action
plan with the main aim of supporting the socio-economic development process of the AP of
Vojvodina by stimulation of this process through different integrated measures. The priorities
and strategies of the IRDP are to use internal potentials of AP Vojvodina, to improve the
framework for economic development in the region and to improve the quality and use of
human resources in the region.
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3.3 Compliance with other Community Policies

By its nature and focus, the program will encompass the main EU policies on: regional policy,
environmental protection, equal opportunities and information society. Also the programme
is in line with the main EU objectives until 2010 set in the Lisbon strategy by improving
economic competitiveness of the border area and better employability through investment in
cooperation and networking in the tourism sector (which is key driver of regional economies),
human resource development, protection of natural and cultural heritage, as well as
environment. Strengthening the competitiveness and economic and social integration of the
cross-border area is inline with Community Strategic Guidelines for the cohesion policy in
2007-2013 (COM (2005)0299) on cross-border cooperation. In addition, the program will also
support the Gothenburg objectives with promotion of sustainable management of the
environment through establishment of cooperation among institutions and implementation of
joint actions for nature and environment protection.

The program will support gender mainstreaming and equal opportunities policies through
implementation of projects that will clearly demonstrate their efforts to create equal
opportunities for genders, ethnicities and disabled according to the principles of European
Union. In general, the implementation of these horizontal principles will be guaranteed
through definition of target groups, eligible actions under defined measures, evaluation
procedures and measure level indicators.

In addition, when awarding public contracts Croatian and Serbian authorities will have to
follow EC procurement rules, as currently defined in the Practical Guide for Contract
Procedures financed from the General Budget of the EU in the Context of External Actions
(PRAG).

3.4 Description of Priorities and Measures
3.4.1 Priority 1: Sustainable Socio-Economic Development

3.4.1.1 Background and Justification

This priority addresses the weakness of the border economy, since this is seen to be a key
factor in determining the quality of peoples’ lives in the programming area. At present large
parts of the programming area have high unemployment rates and since there are few job
opportunities, this has led to the outward emigration of working-aged adults. Emigration and
falling birth rates have resulted in a decreasing and steadily ageing population in much of the
programming area. Both sides of the border have populations of displaced people and refugee
returnees who are not fully integrated into their local economies.

In large part, the weak border economy is a consequence of its dependence on uncompetitive
industries engaged in the processing of raw materials (food, textiles, wood, paper, metal,
chemicals etc). Many of the enterprises located in the programming area are characterised by
their reliance on obsolete technologies; high labour costs; low productivity; low value-added
products; lack of new marketable products; and weak export orientation. They generally have
low levels of cooperation with R&D institutions; low levels of innovation and lack business
know-how, management and technological skills. The programming area has a low level of
entrepreneurial activity with the consequence that the rate of business start-ups and the
number of SMEs is low by national standards, SMEs make only a small contribution to the
overall regional economy.
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The need to make enterprises more competitive, to increase skills in the labour force and to
stimulate entrepreneurial activity is common to both sides of the border and is addressed by
Measure 1.1 Economic Development. In addition, the measure will encourage economic
diversification in the programming area by supporting the development of tourism based on
integrated culture, environmental, agriculture products and their joint promotion /marketing.
The development of tourism will have the added benefit of stimulating business development
and therefore employment in rural areas. At present most enterprises and jobs are
concentrated around urban centres, many rural areas have a high levels of unemployment.

The connections between Croatian & Serbian enterprises, regional development organisations
& municipalities are weak and there is little common understanding of the cross-border
region’s economic opportunities. Cross-border trade is low. Measure 1.1 will support the re-
establishment of cross-border economic links with a view to creating a common economic
space across the programming area. The measure will encourage the development of joint
business advisory services; promote cooperation between enterprises and the regions
universities and research institutions in the provision of innovation and vocational training
services. It will support actions which improve and promote the programming area’s image to
potential investors and visitors.

One of the main strengths of the programming area is that it contains areas of high ecological
and landscape value. Many of these sites are biodiverse, contain many rare species and are of
international significance. Such sites are attractive to visitors and provide an opportunity to
develop eco-based tourism. However, the development of ecological sites for their tourism
potential must be done in a sustainable way to ensure that their value is not diminished by
visitor activities. This issue is addressed by Measure 1.2. Environmental Protection. The
measure will support the cooperation of environmental protection organisations active in the
programming area to prepare and implement management plans for eco-tourism sites. It will
promote the development of joint management for shared natural assets such as the river
Danube and its flood plains and encourage joint waste management strategies for minimising
cross-border pollution.

The programme objective of ensuring good neighbourly relations across the border will be

further supported by Measure 1.3 People to People which aims to bring people, local

communities and civil society organisations of the border region closer to each other to

establish a sound basis for economic and social development on both sides of the border.

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3.4.2 Priority 2 Technical Assistance
The objective of this Priority axis is to provide effective and efficient administration and
implementation of the CBC Programme.

3.4.2.1 Background and Justification

Technical assistance will be used to support the work of the 2 national Operating Structures
and the Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC) ensuring the efficient and effective
implementation, monitoring, control and evaluation of the programme. Principally this will be
achieved through the establishment and operation of a Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS) and
one national JTS antenna. The JTS will be in charge of the day-to-day management of the
programme and will be responsible to the Operating Structures and the JMC. Technical
assistance will support actions which ensure the preparation and selection of high quality
programme operations and the dissemination of information on programme activities and
achievements. Under the direction of the JIMC the technical assistance budget will be used to
carry out external programme evaluations (ad-hoc, mid-term and ex-post).

Specific Priority Objectives:

@ To ensure the efficient operation of programme-relevant structures

Considering that the relevant national authorities (Operating Structures in Croatia and Serbia)
enjoy a de facto monopoly situation (in the sense of Art. 168, paragraph 1, sub-paragraph ¢ of
the Implementing rules to the Financial Regulation) for the implementation of the cross-
border programme, the relevant contracting authorities in both countries will establish an
individual direct grant agreement without call for proposals with the Operating Structures for
the amount provided under the TA Priority 2 in each country. Subcontracting by the
Operating Structures of the activities covered by the direct agreement (e.g. TA, evaluation,
publicity etc.) is allowed.

The implementation of the TA measures may require subcontracting by the national
authorities for the provision of services or supplies.

For the purpose of an efficient use of TA funds, a close coordination between national
authorities (Operating Structures, CBC coordinators) of the participating countries is required.
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In accordance to the scope of this priority, it will be implemented through two measures.

3.4.2.2 Measures Priority 2
Measure 2.1: Programme Administration and Implementation

This measure will provide support for the work of national Operating Structures and the IMC
in programme management. It will also ensure the provision of advice and support to final
beneficiaries in project development and implementation.

3.7 Financing Plan

Based on the given allocations in MIFF and envisaged priorities the national and EU co-
financing amounts proposed for the IPA Cross-border Programme Croatia-Serbia are shown
in tables below. The Croatian allocation of IPA funds is slightly lower than that for Serbia
(2.4 M€ as compared to 3.0 M€) and reflects the smaller eligible area and lower population
density in the Croatian part of the programming area. By contrast, the Croatian rate of co-
financing of Priority 2 (Technical Assistance) is higher than that of Serbia (69% and 85%
respectively) in recognition of the anticipated costs of hosting the programme Joint Technical
Secretariat. In addition, a tentative time table and indicative amount of the call for proposals
in 2007 are given in Annex 15.

The Community contribution has been calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure, which

for the cross—border programme Croatia — Serbia is based on the total expenditure, as agreed
by the participating countries and laid down in the cross—border programme.
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The Community contribution at the level of priority axis shall not exceed the ceiling of 85%
of the eligible expenditure.

The Community contribution for each priority axis shall not be less than 20% of the eligible
expenditures.

As laid down in Article 89 of IPA Implementing Regulation the following expenditure will be
considered as eligible:

(D) Expenditure incurred after the signature of the financing agreement, for operations or
part of operations implemented within the beneficiary countries.

2) By way of derogation from Article 34(3) of IPA Implementing Regulation',
expenditure related to:

(iv)  they are not recoverable by any means,

(v) it is established that they are borne by the final beneficiary, and

(vi)  they are clearly identified in the project proposal.

charges for transnational financial transactions;

where the implementation of an operation requires a separate account or
accounts to be opened, the bank charges for opening and administering the
accounts;

legal consultancy fees, notarial fees, costs of technical or financial experts, and
accountancy or audit costs, if they are directly linked to the co-financed
operation and are necessary for its preparation or implementation;

the cost of guarantees provided by a bank or other financial institutions, to the
extent that the guarantees are required by national or Community legislation;
overheads, provided they are based on real costs attributable to the
implementation of the operation concerned. Flat-rates based on average costs
may not exceed 25% of those direct costs of an operation that can affect the
level of overheads. The calculation shall be properly documented and
periodically reviewed.

3) In addition to the technical assistance for the cross-border programme referred to
Article 94 of IPA Implementing Regulation, the following expenditure paid by public
authorities in the preparation or implementation of an operation:

and relate either to expenditure actually and directly paid for the co-financed
operation.

The public authority concerned shall either invoice the costs referred to in point (a) of
this paragraph to the final beneficiary or certify those costs on the basis of documents
of equivalent probative value which permit the identification of real costs paid by that
authority for that operation.

The costs referred to in point (b) of this paragraph must be certified by means of
documents which permit the identification of real costs paid by the public authority
concerned for that operation.

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SECTION IV IMPLEMENTING PROVISIONS

The implementing provisions of this document are based on the provisions of Commission
Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 (hereinafter referred to as the 'IPA Implementing Regulation'),
in particular those for the cross-border co-operation component (Part II, Title II, Chapter III,
Sections 1 and 3), as well as on the Financial Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002, as
amended by Council Regulation No 1995/2006, and in particular Articles 53, 53a, 53¢, 54 and
57 thereof, which lay down provisions for centralised and decentralised management of the
EC funding. Croatia will be managing the programme according to decentralised
management, whilst Serbia will be managing the programme according to the centralised
management model.

4.1 Programme Structures and Authorities
The programme management structures are:

= National IPA and/or [IPA-Component II Co-ordinators
= Operating Structures

= Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC)

= Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS)

Each participating country has established an Operating Structure (OS) for the part of the
programme concerned. The Operating Structures of each participating country shall cooperate
closely in the management of the programme. The beneficiary countries have also set up a
Joint Monitoring Committee, which shall ensure the effectiveness and quality of the
implementation of the programme. In line with the IPA Implementing Regulation (Article
139) the Operating Structures have established a Joint Technical Secretariat to assist the OSs
and the JMC with their respective duties.

4.1.1 Operating Structures (OS) in Beneficiary Countries

The OS of each country cooperate closely in the programming and implementation of the
cross-border programme establishing common coordination mechanisms. The OSs are
responsible for the implementation of the programme in their respective countries.
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4.1.1.1 Croatia

The IPA—Component II Co—ordinator (within the meaning of Art. 22.2.b of the IPA
Implementing Regulation) is the State Secretary in the Ministry of the Sea, Tourism,
Transport and Development (MSTTD).'

The Operating Structure in Croatia consists of the line ministry responsible for the
management and implementation of the Component II of IPA: the MSTTD together with an
Implementing Agency: the CFCU in the Ministry of Finance (the Programme Authorising
Officer is the Head of CFCU Assistant Minister in the Ministry of Finance®) - The Operating
Structure will be accredited by June 2008 at the latest, as required by IPA Implementing
Regulation (Art. 76).

The Division of Responsibilities between the MSTTD as the responsible line ministry and the
CFCU as the Implementing Agency is defined in the Government Decree on the Scope and
Contents of the Responsibilities and Authorities of the Bodies Responsible for the
Management of IPA (OG no. 18/07).

4.1.1.2 Serbia

The IPA—Component II Co—ordinator (within the meaning of Art. 32.1 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation) is an Assistant Minister in the Ministry of Finance.

The Operating Structure in Serbia is the Ministry of Finance (MF), while the Contracting
Authority is the EC Delegation to Serbia.

4.1.1.3 Responsibilities of the Operating Structures
The Operating Structures are inter alia responsible for:

(a)  jointly preparing the cross-border programme in accordance with Art. 91 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation;

(b)  jointly preparing programme amendments to be discussed in the Joint Monitoring
Committee;

(©) setting up the Joint Technical Secretariat;

(d) participating in the Joint Monitoring Committee and guiding the work of the JMC in
programme monitoring;

(e) nominating the representatives of the Joint Steering Committee to be appointed by the
IMC;

) preparing and implementing the strategic decisions of the IMC;

(g)  reporting to the NIPAC/ IPA-Component II Co-ordinator on all aspects concerning the
implementation of the programme;

contracting the projects selected by the Joint Monitoring Committee;

payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of services,
supplies, works and grants for the Croatian part of the Cross-border programme;

ensuring that the operations are implemented according to the relevant public
procurement provisions;

ensuring that the final beneficiaries and other bodies involved in the implementation of
operations maintain either a separate accounting system or an adequate accounting
code for all transactions relating to the operation without prejudice to national
accounting rules;

ensuring the retention of all documents required to ensure an adequate audit trail;

ensuring that the National Fund and National Authorising Officer receive all necessary
information on the approved expenditure and the applied procedures;

carrying out verifications to ensure that the expenditure declared has actually been
incurred in accordance with applicable rules, the products or services have been
delivered in accordance with the approval decision, and the payment requests by the
final beneficiary are correct.

Joint Monitoring Committee (JMC)

The participating beneficiary countries shall set up a Joint Monitoring Committee for the
programme within 3 months of entry into force of the first financial agreement relating to the
programme.

The Joint Monitoring Committee consists of representatives of the two Operating Structures
and the national, regional and local authorities and socio-economic partnership representatives
of both participating countries. The Commission shall participate in the work of the Joint
Monitoring Committee in an advisory capacity.

The JMC shall draw up its Rules of Procedures in order to exercise its mission in accordance
with the IPA Implementing Regulation. It shall adopt them at its first meeting.

The composition of the JMC to be established in the JMC's Rules of Procedures.
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The Joint Monitoring Committee shall meet at least twice a year, at the initiative of the
participating countries or of the Commission and is chaired by a representative of one of the
countries on a rotating basis

The Joint Monitoring Committee shall satisfy itself as to the effectiveness and quality of the
implementation of the cross-border programme, in accordance with the following provisions
(according to the Article 142 of IPA Implementing Regulation):

a. it shall consider and approve the criteria for selecting the operations financed by the cross-
border programme and approve any revision of those criteria in accordance with
programming needs;

b. it shall periodically review progress made towards achieving the specific targets of the
cross-border programme on the basis of documents submitted by the Operating Structures
of participating beneficiary countries;

c. it shall examine the results of implementation, particularly achievement of the targets set
for each priority axis and the evaluations referred to in Article 57(4) and Article 141 IPA
Implementing Regulation;

d. it shall examine the annual and final reports on implementation referred to in Article 144
IPA Implementing Regulation;

e. it shall be informed, as applicable, of the annual audit activity report(s) referred to in
Article 29 (2)(b) first indent IPA Implementing Regulation, and of any relevant comments
the Commission may make after examining that report;

f. it shall be responsible for selecting operations. The JMC may delegate the function to
assess project proposals to a Joint Steering Committee appointed by the IMC;

g. it may propose any revision or examination of the cross-border programme likely to make
possible the attainment of the objectives referred to in Article 86(2) IPA Implementing
Regulation or to improve its management, including its financial management;

h. it shall consider and approve any proposal to amend the content of the cross-border
programme;
1. it shall approve the framework for the Joint Technical Secretariat’s tasks;

j. it shall adopt an information and publicity plan drafted under the auspices of the Operating
Structures;

4.1.3 Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS)

The Operating Structures have agreed to set up a Joint Technical Secretariat (JTS) to assist the
Joint Monitoring Committee and the Operating Structures in carrying out their respective
duties. The JTS is therefore the administrative body of the programme dealing with its day-to-
day management.

In the first years of the programme the Joint Technical Secretariat is located in the MSTTD in
Zagreb (Croatia) with an antenna in the Serbian part of the programming area.

It is composed of the representatives nominated by both Operating Structures.

The Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna perform their activities under the supervision
of the Operating Structure in Croatia, in co-operation with the Operating Structure in Serbia.

The Joint Technical Secretariat is jointly managed by both Operating Structures.
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The costs of the Joint Technical Secretariat and its antenna are financed under the
programme’s Technical Assistance budget provided they relate to tasks eligible for co-
financing under EU rules.

The Joint Technical Secretariat has been set up through two separate grant contracts directly
awarded by the Contracting Authorities (CFCU in Croatia and EC Delegation in Serbia) to the
respective Operating Structures.

Tasks to be performed by the Joint Technical Secretariat:

The tasks of the JTS and its antenna should include:

support to the Operating Structures in the programme implementation;

perform secretariat function for the Operating Structures and the Joint Monitoring
Committee, including the preparation and mailing of documentation for meetings and the
meeting minutes;

set up, regular maintenance and updating of the monitoring system (data input at
programme and project level, carrying out on-site visits);

assist the Operating Structures and the JMC in drawing up all the monitoring reports on
the programme implementation;

prepare and make available all documents necessary for project implementation (general
information at programme level, general information at project level, guidelines, criteria,
application for collecting project ideas, application pack -guidelines, criteria for project
selection, eligibility, reporting forms, contracts);

act as a first contact point for potential applicants;

run info-campaigns, trainings, help-lines and web-based Q&A in order to support potential
applicants in the preparation of project applications;

organise selection and evaluation of project proposals and check whether all information
for making a decision on project proposals are available;

provide a secretary to the Steering Committee and organise and administrate its work;
make sure that all the relevant documentation necessary for contracting is available to the
Contracting authorities on time;

assists the Contracting authorities in the process of ‘Budgetary Clearing’ prior to contract
signature;

support final beneficiaries in project implementation, including the advice on
procurement procedures;

organise bilateral events including “partner-search” forums;

develop and maintain a network of stakeholders;

create and update a database of potential applicants and participants in workshops and
other events;

carry out joint information campaigns, trainings, help-lines and web-based Q&A in order
to support potential applicants in the preparation of project applications as defined by the
Operating Structures;

setting up and maintaining an official programme website;

plan its activities according to a work plan annually approved by the JIMC;
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4.1.4 Role of the Commission

Under decentralised management in Croatia the Commission has a right to exercise ex-ante
control of the selection of operations, as laid down in the Commission decision on conferral
of management in accordance in Article 14(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Under centralised management in Serbia, in line with Article 140(1) of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, the European Commission retains overall responsibility for ex—ante approval over
the grant award process and, acting as Contracting authority, for awarding grants, tendering,
contracting and payment functions.

In addition to these standard roles, the Commission participates in an advisory capacity in the
work of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

4.2 Procedures for programming, selection and awarding of funds

4.2.1 Joint Strategic Projects

Preference is given to implementation through single open calls for proposals. However, the
JMC has the possibility in some cases to identify ‘Joint Strategic Projects’ compliant with the
provisions of Art. 95 IPA Implementing Regulation. Joint Strategic Projects are defined as
those which have a significant cross—border impact throughout the Programming Area and
which will, on their own or in combination with other Strategic Projects, achieve measure-
level objectives. The Terms of Reference (services) and/or Technical Specifications (supplies
and works) are drafted by the Operating Structures with the assistance of JTS. The respective
Contracting authorities will tender and contract projects based on the standard PRAG
procedures for the relevant types of contracts.

4.2.2 Calls for Proposals

The Cross-Border programme operates predominantly through grant schemes based on single
calls for proposals and single selection process covering both sides of the border.

Grant award procedures shall be compliant with provisions of the IPA Implementing
Regulation (e.g. Articles 95, 96, 140, 145, etc.)

Where appropriate, PRAG procedures and standard templates and models should be followed
unless the provisions of the IPA Implementing Regulation and/or the joint nature of calls
require adaptation.

a) Project Generation

The Joint Technical Secretariat will proactively support the Lead Beneficiaries and
other beneficiaries throughout the life cycle of operations, i.e. during preparation
starting from development of applications, and implementation of operations until
complete finalization of the respective operation. A comprehensive schedule of
general information days (‘road shows') will be organized to promote the Cross border
programme, followed by more focused information days, workshops and partner
search events in the context of calls for proposals. This will be supported by
appropriate publicity material, a regularly updated programme website and other
events to ensure a stakeholder network is built and good practice experiences are
shared.

b) Preparation of the Application Package

e The JTS, under the supervision of the Operating Structures, drafts the single call
for proposals, the Guidelines for Applicants and the Application Form and other
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documents related to the implementation of the grant schemes, explaining the
rules regarding eligibility of applicants and partners, the types of actions and
costs, which are eligible for financing and the evaluation criteria, following as
closely as possible the formats foreseen in PRAG. However, in view of the nature
of the projects (cross-border co-operation) and the IPA Implementing Regulation
(art 95, co-operation with cross-border partner and delivery of a clear cross-border
benefit) minor adaptations of standard PRAG rules may be required;

e The Application Form should cover both parts of the project (on Croatian/ Serbian
sides of the border, i.e. joint application), but with clear separation of the activities
and costs on each side of the border. The elements contained in the Application
Pack (eligibility and evaluation criteria, etc.) must be fully consistent with the
relevant Financing Agreement.

e The drafts of the single calls for proposals, Guidelines for Applicants and the
Application Form and other documents related to the implementation of the grant
schemes are approved by the IMC;

e OSs submit the final version of the Application Pack to the respective EC
Delegations for endorsement.

b) Publication of single Calls for Proposals

e The OSs, with the assistance of the JTS, take all appropriate measures to ensure
that the nationally and regionally publicized Call for Proposals reaches the target
groups in line with the requirements of the Practical Guide (see below
Information and Publicity). The Application Pack is made available on the
Programme website and the web-sites of the Contracting Authorities and in paper

copy.

e The JTS is responsible for information campaign and answering questions of
potential applicants. JTS provides advice to potential project applicants in
understanding and formulating correct application forms.

e Q&As should be available on both the Programme and Contracting authorities'
websites.

4.2.3 Selection of projects following a call for proposals

As provided by the IPA Implementing Regulation, the submitted project proposals will
undergo a joint selection process. The project evaluation should follow the PRAG rules
(Chapter 6.4.) as adapted by the provisions of the IPA Implementing Regulation (eg. Article
140 on the role of the Commission in the selection of operations)'. A joint Steering
Committee, designated by the JMC, will evaluate projects against the criteria set in the
Application Pack and will establish a ranking list according to PRAG. On that basis, the Joint
Monitoring Committee will then bring the final decision on the projects to be recommended
for financing to the Contracting authorities (Implementing Agency in Croatia, EC Delegation
in Serbia).

The main steps of the procedure should be as follows:

IPA Implementing Regulation for Component II provides, inter alia, a certain degree of decentralisation in
the evaluation and selection process, namely in beneficiary countries where IPA funds are managed under a
centralised approach (e.g. where the evaluation committee is nominated by the national authorities sitting in
the JMC, not by the Commission i.e. the Contracting Authority).
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0 The JTS receives and registers the applications.

0 The JMC designates the joint Steering Committee and external assessors,
which will be provided through the TA allocation of the programme.

0 The Steering Committee is established with an equal representation from the 2
countries. The voting members shall be proposed by the Operating Structures.
Members of the Steering Committee are designated exclusively on the basis of
technical and professional expertise in the relevant area. The JTS provides a
secretariat to the Steering Committee.

0 Both OSs may propose the same number of external assessors to be financed
from the respective TA allocations.

0 The EC Delegations in Croatia and in Serbia should ex ante approve the
composition of the Steering Committee and the external assessors.

0 The Steering Committee assesses the projects against the conditions and
criteria established in the Call for proposals-Application Pack and according
to PRAG procedures.

0 The JMC receives from the Steering Committee the Evaluation Report and the
ranking list of projects and votes on accepting the proposed ranking list. The
members of the Steering Committee are present at the JMC meeting to present
the evaluation process. The JMC has the possibility to:

= Accept the Evaluation Report and recommend the Contracting
authorities to contract the projects selected.

= Request one round of re-examination of the project proposals if a
qualified majority of its voting members vote for such a process and
under the condition that there is a clearly stated technical reason
affecting the quality of the Evaluation Report i.e. it is not clear how the
projects were assessed and ranked;

= Reject the Evaluation Report and the list of project, if there is a
justified reason to suspect the objectivity or the qualifications of the
Steering Committee.

= Under no circumstances is the JMC entitled to change the Steering
Committee’s scores or recommendations and must not alter the
evaluation grids completed by the evaluators.

0 In Croatia, the EC Delegation ex ante approves the decision of the JMC on the
Projects Proposed for Financing and the Evaluation Report.

O In Serbia the EC Delegation approves the Evaluation Report and the list of
project selected.

0 The JTS notifies each applicant in writing of the result of the selection process.

0 JTS shall send all the documentation necessary for contracting to both
Contracting authorities within 2 weeks of the decision of the JMC.

4.3 Procedures for financing and control

4.3.1 Financing decision and contracting

Financing decisions are taken by the respective Contracting Authority (CFCU in Croatia and
EC Delegation in Serbia) based on the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee and, in the
case of Croatia, the ex ante approval of the EC Delegation. In doing so, they ascertain that the
conditions for Community financing are met.
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Contracting Authorities and OSs may rely on the assistance of the JTS in communicating with
potential grant beneficiaries during the ,,budgetary clearing® process.

4.3.1.1 Croatia

e Contracting is the responsibility of the CFCU as the Implementing Agency for the
Croatian part of the projects. The format of the grant contract is drafted according to
the Practical Guide using the standard grant contract format and its annexes.

e The CFCU issues the grant contracts to the selected beneficiaries normally within 3
months of the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee. If there are no derogations
from the standard contract conditions annexed to the Guidelines for Applicants, the
EC Delegation's approval of the Evaluation Report including the list of award
proposals, counts as global endorsement of the corresponding contracts.

4.3.1.2 Serbia
e (Contracting is the responsibility of the EC Delegation as the Contracting Authority for
the Serbian part of the projects. The format of the grant contract should be drafted
according to the Practical Guide using the standard grant contract format and its
annexes.
e The EC Delegation issues the grant contract to the selected beneficiaries, normally
within 3 months of the decision of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

4.3.2 National Co-financing

The European community contribution shall not exceed 85% of the eligible expenditure and
shall not be less than 20% of the eligible expenditure. The national co-financing shall amount
to a minimum of 15% and a maximum of 80% of the total eligible expenditure of the action.
Contributions in kind are not eligible under the IPA regulation although they may be
mentioned in project proposals as non-eligible funding.

4.3.3 Financial management, payments and control

Financial management, payments and financial control are to be carried out by the responsible
institutions on the basis of the Financial Regulation (EC, Euratom) 1605/2002 and IPA
Implementing Regulation. The procedures for financial management and control are defined
in the Framework Agreements between the Beneficiary Countries and the European
Commission.

4.4 Project Implementation

4.4.1 Projects

Operations selected for cross-border programmes shall include final beneficiaries from the
two participating countries which shall co-operate in at least one of the following ways for
each operation: joint development, joint implementation, joint staffing and joint financing.

Individual calls for proposals will further detail the types of cooperation eligible for financing.

4.42  Project Partners and their roles in project implementation

1) If several partners from the same country are participating in the project, they shall
appoint a National Lead Beneficiary (NLB) among themselves prior to the submission
of the project proposal. The NLB:

0 isresponsible for implementing the part of the project on his side of the border;
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O receives the grant from the Contracting authority and is responsible for
transferring funds to the partners on his side of the border;

0 is responsible for ensuring expenditures have been spent for the purpose of
implementing the operation;

0 closely cooperates with the Functional Lead Partner (see below) and provides
him with all the relevant data on project implementation.

2) A Functional Lead Partner (FLP) is appointed in cases where partners from both
countries are participating in a project and are separately contracted by the Contracting
Authorities of each country. In such cases, the 2 National Lead Beneficiaries shall
appoint among themselves a Functional Lead Partner prior to the submission of the
project proposal. The FLP is:

0 responsible for the overall coordination of the project activities on both sides
of the border;

0 responsible for organizing joint meetings of project partners, meetings and
correspondence;

0 responsible for reporting to the JTS on the overall project progress.

The FLP role will be detailed in the grant contract between the FLP and his
Contracting authority.

The contractual and financial responsibilities of each of the NLB towards the respective
Contracting authorities remain and are not to be transferred from the NLB onto the FLP. The
NLBs also hold the contractual responsibilities also for the other partners and associates on
their side of the border as contracted.

4.5 Monitoring and Evaluation
4.5.1 Monitoring on Project Level

4.5.1.1. Contractual obligations
National Lead Beneficiaries send narrative and financial Interim and Final Reports to their
respective Contracting authorities according to the standard terms of their grant contracts.

4.5.1.2. Cross-border project level reporting

The Functional Lead Partners of projects submit Project Progress Reports to the JTS, giving
an overview of project activities and achievements on both sides of the border and their
coordination according to the indicators defined in the respective project proposals.

4.5.2 Programme Monitoring

Based on the project progress reports collected, the JTS drafts the Joint Implementation
Report and submit it for the examination of the Joint Monitoring Committee.

The Operating Structures of the beneficiary countries shall send the Commission and the
respective national IPA co-ordinators an annual report and a final report on the
implementation of the cross-border programme after examination by the Joint Monitoring
Committee.

The reports shall also be sent to the NAO in Croatia.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in the second
year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.
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The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the cross-border
programme.

The content of reports shall be in line with the requirements of Article 144. of the IPA
Implementing Regulations.

4.5.3 Programme Evaluation

Evaluations shall take place in compliance with Article 141 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

The evaluation shall aim to improve the quality, effectiveness and consistency of the
assistance from the Community funds and the strategy and implementation of cross-border
programmes while taking account the objective of sustainable development and the relevant
Community legislation concerning environmental impact. An ex-ante evaluation has not been
carried out in line with the provisions of Article 141 in the light of the proportionality
principle.

During the programming period, participating countries and/or the European Commission
shall carry out evaluations linked to the monitoring of the cross-border programme in
particular where that monitoring reveals a significant departure from the goals initially set or
where proposals are made for the revision of cross-border programme. The results shall be
sent to the Joint Monitoring Committee for the cross-border programme and to the
Commission.

Evaluations shall be carried out by experts or bodies, internal or external.. The results shall be
published according to the applicable rules on access to documents. Evaluation shall be
financed from the technical assistance budget of the programme.

4.6 Information and Publicity

The beneficiary countries and the national IPA co-ordinators shall provide information on and
publicise programmes and operations with the assistance of the JTS as appropriate.

In Croatia, the Operating Structure shall be responsible for organising the publication of the
list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the operations and the amount of Community
funding allocated to operations. It shall ensure that the final beneficiary is informed that
acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in the list of beneficiaries
published. Any personal data included in this list shall be processed in accordance with the
requirements of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001 of the European Parliament and of the Council "

In accordance with Article 90 of Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002, the Commission
shall publish the relevant information on the contracts. The Commission shall publish the
results of the tender procedure in the Official Journal of the European Union, on the
EuropeAid website and in any other appropriate media, in accordance with the applicable
contract procedures for Community external actions.

The information and publicity measures are presented in the form of a communication plan
whereby the implementation shall be the responsibility of the respective OSs. Such detailed
information and publicity plan will be presented in a structured form to the JMC by the JTS
(see below), clearly setting out the aims and target groups, the content and strategy of the
measures and an indicative budget funded under the Technical Assistance budget of the CBC
programme.

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The particular measures of information and publicity will focus mainly on:

Ensuring a wider diffusion of the cross—border programme (translated in the local
language) among the stakeholders and potential beneficiaries

Providing publicity materials, organising seminars and conferences, media briefings and
operating a programme web site to raise awareness, interest and to encourage
participation;

Providing the best possible publicity for the Calls for proposal

Publishing the list of the final beneficiaries.

On 1 August 2006, the Council of the European Union adopted Regulation (EC) No
1085/2006 of 17 July 2006(") establishing an instrument for pre-accession assistance
(hereinafter referred to as “IPA Framework Regulation”). With effect from the 1
January 2007, this new instrument constitutes the single legal basis for the provision
of financial assistance to candidate countries and potential candidate countries in their
efforts to enhance political, economic and institutional reforms with a view to become
members of the European Union;

On 12 June 2007, the Commission has adopted the regulation implementing the IPA
Framework Regulation, detailing applicable management and control provisions;

The new instrument for pre-accession assistance (IPA) replaces the five previously
existing pre-accession instruments: Regulation (EEC) No 3906/1989 on economic aid
to certain countries of Central and Eastern Europe, Regulation (EC) No 1267/1999 on
the establishment of an instrument for structural policies for pre-accession, Regulation
(EC) No 1268/1999 on the support for pre-accession measures for agriculture and
rural development, Regulation (EC) No 2666/2000 on assistance for Albania, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Croatia, the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, repealing Regulation (EC) No 1628/96 and
amending Regulations (EEC) No 3906/89 and (EEC) No 1360/90 and Decisions
97/256/EC and 1999/311/EC and Regulation (EC) No 2500/2001 on the financial
assistance to Turkey;

The Beneficiary is eligible under IPA as provided for in the IPA Framework
Regulation and in Commission Regulation (EC) No 718/2007 of 12 June 2007(%)
implementing the IPA Framework Regulation (hereinafter referred to as "IPA
Implementing Regulation");

The Beneficiary figures in Annex I of the IPA Framework Regulation, and should
therefore have access to the 5 components established under IPA, i.e. the Transition
Assistance and Institution Building Component, the Cross-Border Co-operation

(6) It is therefore necessary to set out the rules for co-operation concerning EC financial
assistance with the Beneficiary under IPA;

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION I GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1 Interpretation

(1) Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement, the
terms used in this Agreement shall bear the same meaning as attributed to them in the
IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing Regulation.

(2) Subject to any express provision to the contrary in this Framework Agreement,
references to this Agreement are references to such Agreement as amended,
supplemented or replaced from time to time.

3) Any references to Council or Commission Regulations are made to the version of
those regulations as indicated. If required, modifications of theses regulations shall be
transposed into this Framework Agreement by means of amendments.

4) Headings in this Agreement have no legal significance and do not affect its
interpretation.

Article 2 Partial invalidity and unintentional gaps

If a provision of this Agreement is or becomes invalid or if this Agreement contains
unintentional gaps, this will not affect the validity of the other provisions of this Agreement.
The Contracting Parties will replace any invalid provision by a valid provision which comes
as close as possible to the purpose of and intent of the invalid provision. The Contracting
Parties will fill any unintentional gap by a provision which best suits the purpose and intent of
this Agreement in compliance with the IPA Framework Regulation and the IPA Implementing
Regulation.

Article 3 Purpose

(1) In order to promote co-operation between the Contracting Parties and to assist the
Beneficiary in its progressive alignment with the standards and policies of the
European Union, including, where appropriate the acquis communautaire, with a view
to membership, the Contracting Parties agree to implement activities in the various
fields as specified in the two regulations mentioned above and as applicable to the
Beneficiary.

(2) The assistance activities shall be financed and implemented within the legal,
administrative and technical framework laid down in this Agreement and as further
detailed in Sectoral Agreements and/or Financing Agreements, if any.

3) The Beneficiary takes all necessary steps in order to ensure the proper execution of all
assistance activities and to facilitate the implementation of the related programmes.
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Article 4 General rules on financial assistance

The following principles shall apply to financial assistance by the Community under
IPA:

a) Assistance shall respect the principles of coherence, complementarity, co-
ordination, partnership and concentration;

b) Assistance shall be coherent with EU policies and shall support alignment to the
acquis communautaire;

c) Assistance shall comply with the budgetary principles laid down in Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 1605/2002 of 25 June 2002(°) on the Financial
Regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities
(hereinafter referred to as "Financial Regulation") and its Implementing Rules”;

d) Assistance shall be consistent with the needs identified in the enlargement process
and absorption capacities of the Beneficiary. It shall also take account of lessons
learned;

e) The ownership of the programming and implementation of assistance by the
Beneficiary shall be strongly encouraged and adequate visibility of EU
intervention shall be ensured;

f) Operations shall be properly prepared, with clear and verifiable objectives, which
are to be achieved within a given period; the results obtained should be assessed
through clearly measurable and adequate indicators;

g) Any discrimination based on sex, racial or ethnic origin, religion or belief,
disability, age or sexual orientation shall be prevented during the various stages of
the implementation of assistance;

h) The objectives of pre-accession assistance shall be pursued in the framework of
sustainable development and the Community promotion of the goal of protecting
and improving the environment.

Assistance for the Beneficiary shall be based on the priorities identified in the existing
documents, i.e. the European Partnership, the Accession partnership, the national
programme for the adoption of the acquis communautaire, the reports and strategy
paper contained in the annual enlargement package of the Commission, the
Stabilisation and Association Agreement and the negotiation framework.

All operations receiving assistance under IPA shall in principle require co-financing
by the Beneficiary and the Community, unless otherwise agreed upon in a Sectoral
Agreement or Financing Agreement.

Where the execution of activities depends on financial commitments from the
Beneficiary's own resources or from other sources of funds, the funding of the
Community shall become available at such time as the financial commitments of the
Beneficiary and/or the other sources of funds themselves become available.

The provision of Community financing under IPA shall be subject to the fulfilment by
the Beneficiary's obligations under this Framework Agreement and under Sectoral
Agreements and Financing Agreements, if any.

Article 5 Implementation methods

For the implementation of assistance under IPA in the Republic of Croatia,
decentralised management, whereby the Commission confers the management of
certain actions on the Beneficiary, while retaining overall final responsibility for
general budget execution in accordance with Article 53¢ of the Financial Regulation
and the relevant provisions of the EC Treaties, shall apply as a rule. Decentralised
management shall cover at least tendering, contracting and payments by the national
administration of the Beneficiary. Operations shall be implemented in accordance with
the provisions laid down in Article 53c of the Financial Regulation and the ones
referred to in this article.

However, the Contracting Parties may agree to make use of

a) centralised management as defined in Article 53a of the Financial Regulation
under the Transition Assistance and Institution Building Component, in particular
for regional and horizontal programmes, and under the Cross-Border Co-operation
Component. It may also be used for technical assistance under any of the IPA
components. Operations shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions
laid down in Articles 53 point (a), 53a and 54 to 57 of the Financial Regulation.

b) joint management as defined in Article 53d of the Financial Regulation for the
Transition Assistance and Institution Building Component, in particular for
regional and horizontal programmes, and for programmes involving international
organisations. Operations shall be implemented in accordance with the provisions
laid down in Articles 53 point (c¢) and 53d of the Financial Regulation.

c) shared management as defined in Article 53b of the Financial Regulation under the
Cross-Border Co-operation Component, for cross-border programmes involving
Member States of the European Union. Operations shall be implemented in
accordance with the provisions laid down in Articles 53 point (b), 53b and Title II
of Part two of the Financial Regulation. The following particular provision shall be
taken into account in the implementation of cross-border programmes with
Member States.

Where one or more Member States of the European Union and the Beneficiary
participating in a cross-border programme are not yet ready for implementation of
the whole programme under shared management, the part of the programme
concerning the Member State(s) shall be implemented in accordance with Title II
(Cross-Border Co-operation Component), Chapter III, Section 2 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation (Articles 101 to 138) and the part of the programme
concerning the Beneficiary shall be implemented in accordance with Title II,
Chapter III, Section 3 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. (Articles 139 to 146
IPA Implementing Regulation, with the exception of Article 142. The provisions
concerning the joint monitoring committee of Article 110 shall apply).

If required by the related Financing Decision, the Commission and the Beneficiary
shall conclude a Financing Agreement in accordance with Article 8 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation on multi-annual or annual programmes. Financing
Agreements may be concluded between the Commission and several beneficiary
countries under IPA including the Beneficiary for assistance for multi-country
programmes and horizontal initiatives.

This Framework Agreement shall apply to all Financing Agreements concluded
between the Contracting Parties for the financial assistance under IPA. Where they
exist, Sectoral Agreements related to a given component shall apply to all Financing
Agreements concluded under that component. Where there is no Financing

Agreement, the rules included in this Framework Agreement apply together with
Sectoral Agreements, if any.

SECTIONII MANAGEMENT STRUCTURES AND AUTHORITIES

Article 6 Establishment and designation of structures and authorities for decentralised
management
(1) The following structures and authorities must be designated by the Beneficiary in the

event of decentralised management:
a) The competent accrediting officer (CAO);
b) The national IPA co-ordinator (NIPAC);

c) The strategic coordinator for the Regional Development Component and the
Human Resources Development Component;

d) The national authorising officer (NAO);
e) The national fund (NF);

f) Operating structures per component or programme to deal with the management
and implementation of assistance under the IPA Regulation;

g) The audit authority.

Specific bodies may be established within the overall framework defined by the bodies
and authorities described above within or outside the operating structures initially
designated. The Beneficiary shall ensure that the final responsibility for the functions
of operating structures shall remain with the operating structure initially designated.
Such a restructuring shall be formalised in written agreements or governmental acts
and shall be subject to accreditation by the national authorising officer and the
conferral of management by the Commission.

The Beneficiary shall ensure that appropriate segregation of duties applies to the
bodies and authorities mentioned under paragraph 1 and 2 above in accordance with
Article 56 of the Financial Regulation. Duties are segregated when different tasks
related to a transaction are allocated to different staff, thereby helping to ensure that
each separate task has been properly undertaken.

Article 7 Establishment and designation of structures and authorities for centralised or

joint management

In the event of centralised or joint management the national IPA co-ordinator shall act
as the representative of the Beneficiary vis-a-vis the Commission. He shall ensure that
a close link is maintained between the Commission and the Beneficiary with regard
both to the general accession process and to EU pre-accession assistance under IPA.

The national IPA co-ordinator shall also be responsible for co-ordinating the
Beneficiary's participation in the relevant cross-border programmes, both with
Member States and with other Beneficiary countries, as well as in the trans-national,
interregional or sea basins programmes under other Community instruments. He may
delegate the tasks relating to this latter responsibility to a cross-border co-operation
co-ordinator.
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(3)  In the case of the Cross-border Co-operation Component, operating structures shall be
designated and put in place by the Beneficiary, in accordance with Article 139 of the
IPA Implementing Regulation.

Article 8 Functions and common responsibilities of the structures, authorities and bodies

(D) The bodies and authorities mentioned in Article 6 above shall be allocated the
functions and common responsibilities as set out in ANNEX A to this Framework
Agreement.

(2) Component-related specific allocations of functions and responsibilities may be set out
in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements. They must not be in contradiction
to the basic approach chosen for the allocation of functions and common
responsibilities as shown in ANNEX A.

3) Where under decentralised management specific persons have been given
responsibility for an activity in relation to the management, implementation and
control of programmes, the Beneficiary shall enable such persons to exercise the
duties associated with that responsibility including in cases where, there is no
hierarchical link between them and the bodies participating in that activity. The
Beneficiary shall, in particular, provide those persons with the authority to establish,
through formal working arrangements between them and the bodies concerned:

a) an appropriate system for the exchange of information, including the power to
require information and a right of access to documents and staff on the spot, if
necessary,

b) the standards to be met;

c) the procedures to be followed.

SECTION III'  ACCREDITATION AND CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT POWERS
UNDER DECENTRALISED MANAGEMENT

Article 9 Common requirements

Management relating to a component, a programme or a measure can only be conferred on the
Republic of Croatia, if and when the following requirements are fulfilled:

a) The Beneficiary meets the conditions set to Article 56 of the Financial Regulation, in
particular as regards the management and control systems. The management and control
systems set up in the Republic of Croatia shall provide for effective and efficient control
in at least the areas set out in the Annex to the IPA Implementing Regulation and as listed
under No 1 c¢) of ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement. The Contracting Parties may
define further provisions in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements.

b) The competent accrediting officer has given accreditation to the national authorising
officer both
e as the head of the national fund bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions;
e with regard to national authorising officer's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for
the effective functioning of management and control systems under IPA.

The accreditation of the national authorising officer shall also cover the national fund as
described in Annex A, 5.
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c) The national authorising officer has given accreditation to the relevant operating
structures.

Article 10 Procedure for accreditation of the national authorising officer and the national
fund by the competent accrediting officer

(D) Accreditation of the national authorising officer in accordance with Article 11 of the
I[PA Implementing Regulation is subject to his fulfilment of the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the said regulation and as further defined in
Annex A, 4. This accreditation shall be supported by an audit opinion drawn up by an
external auditor functionally independent from all actors in the management and
control system. The audit opinion shall be based on examinations conducted according
to internationally accepted auditing standards.

(2) The competent accrediting officer shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of
the national authorising officer, not later than the notification of the accreditation of
the first operating structure. The competent accrediting officer shall provide all
relevant supporting information required by the Commission.

3) The competent accrediting officer shall immediately inform the Commission of any
changes concerning the national authorising officer or the national fund. Where a
change affects the national authorising officer or the national fund in relation to the
applicable requirements as set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation,
the competent accrediting officer shall send to the Commission an assessment of the
consequences of such a change on the validity of the accreditation. Where such a
change is significant, the competent accrediting officer shall also notify the
Commission of his decision concerning the accreditation.

Article 11 Procedure for accreditation of operating structures by the national authorising
officer

(1) Accreditation of an operating structure is subject to its fulfilment of the requirements
set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation. This assurance shall be
supported by an audit opinion drawn up by an external auditor functionally
independent from all actors in the management and control system. The audit opinion
shall be based on examinations conducted according to internationally accepted
auditing standards.

2) The national authorising officer shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of the
operating structures and shall provide all relevant supporting information required by
the Commission, including a description of the management and control systems.

Article 12 Procedure for conferral of management powers by the Commission

(D) The Commission shall confer management powers on the Beneficiary, only after the
bodies and authorities referred to in Article 6 above have been designated and put in
place and the conditions laid down in this article are fulfilled.

2) Before the conferral of management powers, the Commission shall review the
accreditations of the national authorising officer and the operating structures as laid
down in Articles 10 and 11 above and examine the procedures and structures of any of
the bodies or authorities concerned within the Republic of Croatia. This may include

on-the-spot verifications by the services of the Commissions or subcontracted to an
audit firm.

The Commission may, in its decision to confer management powers, set further
conditions, with a view to ensuring that the requirements referred to in Article 11 of
the IPA Implementing Regulation are met. These further conditions must be fulfilled
within a fixed period determined by the Commission for the conferral of management
powers to remain effective.

The Commission Decision on the conferral of management powers shall lay down the
list of the ex ante controls, if any, to be performed by the Commission on the tendering
of contracts, launch of calls for proposals and the award of contracts and grants. This
list may vary with the component or the programme. The ex ante controls shall apply,
depending on the component or programme, until the Commission allows for
decentralised management without ex ante controls as referred to in Article 16 below.

Article 13 Withdrawal or suspension of the accreditation of the national authorising

officer and the national fund

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the competent
accrediting officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all
the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
Commission of any significant change related thereto.

If any of the applicable requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing
Regulation, are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the competent accrediting officer shall
either suspend or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, and
shall immediately inform the Commission of his decision and of the reasons for his
decision. The competent accrediting officer shall assure himself that those
requirements are again fulfilled before restoring the accreditation. This assurance shall
be supported by an audit opinion as specified in Article 10(1) above.

Where the accreditation of the national authorising officer is withdrawn or suspended
by the competent accrediting officer, the following provisions shall apply:

e The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary during
the period when the accreditation is not in force;

e During the period when the accreditation is not in force, all the euro accounts or
the euro accounts for the components concerned shall be blocked and no payment
made by the National Fund from those euros accounts which are blocked shall be
considered eligible for Community funding;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

Article 14 Withdrawal or suspension of the accreditation of the operating structures

After the conferral of management powers by the Commission, the national
authorising officer shall be responsible for monitoring the continuing fulfilment of all

the requirements for this accreditation to be maintained and shall inform the
Commission and the competent accrediting officer of any significant change related
thereto.

If any of the requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation
are not, or are no longer, fulfilled, the national authorising officer shall either suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the operating structure concerned, and shall
immediately inform the Commission and the competent accrediting officer of his
decision and of the reasons for his decision.

The national authorising officer shall assure himself that those requirements are again
fulfilled before restoring the accreditation concerned. This assurance shall be
supported by an audit opinion as referred to in Article 11(1) above.

Where the accreditation of an operating structure is withdrawn or suspended by the
national authorising officer, the following provisions shall apply.

e The Commission shall make no transfers to the Beneficiary of funds relating to
programmes or operations implemented by the operating structure concerned while
its accreditation is suspended or withdrawn;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements and conditions for the
conferral of management powers;

e No new legal commitments made by the operating structure concerned shall be
considered eligible during the period when the accreditation is not in force;

e The national authorising officer shall be responsible for taking any appropriate
safeguard measures regarding payments made or contracts signed by the operating
structure concerned.

Article 15 Withdrawal or suspension of conferral of management powers

(1

The Commission shall monitor compliance with the requirements set out in Article 11
of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Irrespective of the decision by the competent accrediting officer to maintain, suspend
or withdraw the accreditation of the national authorising officer, or of the decision by
the national authorising officer to maintain, suspend or withdraw the accreditation of
the operating structure, the Commission may withdraw or suspend the conferral of
management powers at any time, in particular in the event that any of the requirements
mentioned in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Regulation are not, or no longer,
fulfilled.

Where the conferral of management powers is withdrawn or suspended by the
Commission, the following provisions shall apply:

e The Commission shall cease to make transfers of funds to the Beneficiary;

e Without prejudice to any other financial corrections, the Commission may make
financial corrections as laid down in Article 30 below against the Beneficiary in
respect of its past non-compliance with the requirements for the conferral of
management powers.

The Commission may lay down other consequences of such a suspension or
withdrawal in a specific Commission Decision

The Commission Decision may lay down provisions concerning the suspension or
withdrawal of the conferral of management powers in relation to specific bodies or
authorities.

Article 16 Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission

Decentralisation without ex-ante control by the Commission shall be the objective for
the implementation of all [IPA components where assistance is implemented on a
decentralised basis in accordance with Article 5 above. The timing for attainment of
this objective may vary depending on the IPA Component concerned.

Before dispensing with the ex-ante controls laid down in the Commission Decision on
conferral of management, the Commission shall satisfy itself of the effective
functioning of the management and control system concerned in accordance with the
relevant Community and national rules. In particular, the Commission shall monitor
the implementation, by the Beneficiary, of the roadmap included in the Financing
Agreement, which may refer to a phased waiver of different types of ex-ante controls.
The Commission shall take due account of the results achieved by the Beneficiary in
this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the negotiation process.

Article 17 Statement of assurance by the national authorising officer

The national authorising officer shall make an annual management declaration
covering

e his overall responsibility, in his function as head of the national fund, for the
financial management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and for the legality
and regularity of the underlying transactions;

¢ his responsibility for the effective functioning of management and control systems
under IPA.

This management declaration shall take the form of a statement of assurance to be
presented to the Commission by 28 February each year with a copy to the competent
accrediting officer.

The Statement of Assurance shall be based on the national authorising officer's actual
supervision of the management and control system throughout the financial year.

The Statement of Assurance shall be drawn up according to the model attached in
ANNEX B to this Framework Agreement.

If the confirmations regarding the effective functioning of the management and control
systems and the legality and regularity of underlying transactions required through the
Statement of Assurance are not available, the national authorising officer shall inform
the Commission, copy to the competent accrediting officer, of the reasons and
potential consequences as well as of the actions being taken to remedy the situation
and to protect the interests of the Community.
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Article 18 Establishment of reports and opinions by the audit authority and follow up by
the national authorising officer and the Commission

(1) Subject to the detailed functions and responsibilities of the audit authority as set out
ANNEX A to this Framework Agreement, the audit authority shall in particular
establish the following reports and opinions:

a) An annual audit activity report according to the model in ANNEX C to this
Framework Agreement;

b) An annual audit opinion on the management and control system according to the
model in ANNEX D to this Framework Agreement;

¢) An audit opinion on the final statement of expenditure for the closure of a
programme or parts of a programme according to the model in ANNEX E to this
Framework Agreement.

(2)  Following receipt of the annual audit activity report and the annual audit opinion
referred to in paragraph 1, the national authorising officer shall:

a) decide whether any improvements to the management and control systems are
required, record the decisions in that respect and ensure the timely implementation
of those improvements;

b) make any necessary adjustments to the payment applications to the Commission.

3) The Commission may decide either to take follow-up action itself in response to the
reports and opinions, for example by initiating a financial correction procedure, or to
require the Beneficiary to take action, while informing the national authorising officer
and the competent accrediting officer of its decision.

SECTION IV~ GENERAL RULES FOR COMMUNITY FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Article 19 Eligibility of expenditure

(1)  In the event of decentralised management, notwithstanding accreditations by the
competent accrediting officer and the national authorising officer, contracts and
addenda signed, expenditure incurred and payments made by the national authorities
shall not be eligible for funding under IPA prior to the conferral of management by the
Commission on the concerned structures and authorities. The end date for the
eligibility of expenditure shall be laid down in Financing Agreements, where
necessary.

(2) By way of derogation from paragraph 1,

a) technical assistance to support the setting up of management and control systems
may be eligible prior to the initial conferral of management, for expenditure
incurred after 1 January 2007,

b) expenditure following the launch of calls for proposals or calls for tenders may
also be eligible if the call is launched prior to the initial conferral of management,
subject to this initial conferral of management being in place within the time limits
defined in a reserve clause to be inserted in the operations or calls concerned, and
subject to prior approval of the documents concerned by the Commission. The
calls for proposal or calls for tender concerned may be cancelled or modified
depending on the decision on conferral of management.
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(3)  Expenditure financed under IPA shall not be the subject of any other financing under
the Community budget.

(4)  In addition to paragraph 1 to 3 above, more detailed rules on eligibility of expenditure
may be set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

Article 20 Property of interest

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the property of
the Beneficiary. Interest generated by the financing by the Community of a programme shall
be posted exclusively to that programme, being regarded as a resource for the Beneficiary in
the form of a national public contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission, at the
time of the final closure of the programme.

Article 21 Audit trail

The national authorising officer shall ensure that all the relevant information is available to
ensure at all times a sufficiently detailed audit trail. This information shall include
documentary evidence of the authorisation of payment applications, of the accounting and
payment of such applications, and of the treatment of advances, guarantees and debts.

Article 22 Aid intensities and rate of Community contribution

(D) The Community contribution shall be calculated in relation to the eligible expenditure,
as defined in Part II of the IPA Implementing Regulation for each IPA component.

2) Financing decisions adopting the annual or multi-annual programmes for each IPA
component shall set the maximum indicative amount of the Community contribution
and the subsequent maximum rate for each priority axis.

SECTION V. GENERAL RULES FOR IMPLEMENTATION

Article 23 Rules on procurement

(D) Assistance under all IPA components shall be managed in accordance with the rules
for External Aid contained in the Financial Regulation. This shall not apply to
assistance implemented under the transitional arrangements of Article 99 IPA
Implementing Regulation regarding the Cross-Border Co-operation Component to that
part of the programme that is implemented on Member States' territory, unless
otherwise decided by the participating Member State.

(2) Results of tender procedures shall be published according to the rules referred to in
paragraph 1 above and as further specified in Article 24(3) below.

3) The rules of participation and origin as laid down in Article 19 of the IPA Framework
Regulation shall apply to all contract award procedures under IPA.

4) All service, supplies and work contracts shall be awarded and implemented in
accordance with the procedures and standard documents laid down and published by
the Commission for the implementation of external operations, in force at the time of
the launch of the procedure in question, unless otherwise provided for in Sectoral or
Financing Agreements.
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Article 24 Publicity and visibility

In the case of centralised and joint management, information on programmes and
operations shall be provided by the Commission with the assistance of the national
IPA co-ordinator as appropriate. In the case of decentralised management and in all
cases for programmes or part of programmes under the cross-border co-operation
component not implemented through shared management, the Beneficiary, in
particular the national IPA co-ordinator, shall provide information on and publicise
programmes and operations. In the case of shared management, the Member States
and the Beneficiary shall provide information on and publicise programmes and
operations. The information shall be addressed to the citizens and beneficiaries, with
the aim of highlighting the role of the Community and ensuring transparency.

In the case of decentralised management, the operating structures shall be responsible
for organising the publication of the list of the final beneficiaries, the names of the
operations and the amount of Community funding allocated to the operations by
means of the award of grants in the following way:

a) The publication shall be made according to a standard presentation, in a dedicated
and easily accessible place of the Beneficiary's internet site. If such internet
publication is impossible, the information shall be published by any other
appropriate means, including the national official journal.

b) Publication shall take place during the fist half of the year following the closure of
the budget year in respect of which the funds were attributed to the Beneficiary.

c) The Beneficiary shall communicate to the Commission the address of the place of
publication. If the information is published otherwise, the Beneficiary shall give
the Commission full details of the means used.

d) The operating structures shall ensure that the final beneficiary is informed that
acceptance of funding is also an acceptance of their inclusion in this list of
beneficiaries published. Any personal data included in this list shall nevertheless
be processed in accordance with the requirements of Regulation (EC) No 45/2001
of the European Parliament and the Council of 18 December 2000 on the
protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the
Community institutions and bodies and on the free movement of such data (®), and
with due observance of the requirements of security.

In the case of decentralised management, the relevant bodies shall prepare a contract
award notice, once the contract has been signed, and send it to the Commission for
publication. The contract award notice may also be published by the beneficiary in the
appropriate national publications.

The Commission and the relevant national, regional or local authorities of the
Beneficiary shall agree on a coherent set of activities to make available, and publicise,
in the Republic of Croatia information about assistance under IPA. The procedures for
implementing such activities shall be specified in the Sectoral or Financing
Agreements.

Implementation of the activities referred to in paragraph 4 shall be the responsibility of
the final beneficiaries, and might be funded from the amount allocated to the relevant
programmes or operations.

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Article 25 Granting of facilities for the implementation of programmes and execution of
contracts

(1) In order to ensure the effective implementation of programmes under IPA, the
Beneficiary shall take all necessary measures to ensure:

a) that, in the case of service, supplies or works tender procedures, natural or legal
persons eligible to participate in tender procedures pursuant to Article 23 above
shall be entitled to temporary installation and residence where the importance of
the contract so warrants. This right shall be acquired only after the invitation to
tender has been launched and shall be enjoyed by the technical staff needed to
carry out studies and other preparatory measures to the drawing up of tenders. This
right shall expire one month after the decision of contract award;

b) that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are accorded no less favourable benefits, privileges and
exemptions than those usually accorded to other international staff employed in the
Republic of Croatia, under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation;

c) that personnel taking part in Community financed activities and members of their
immediate family are allowed to enter the Republic of Croatia, to establish
themselves in the Republic of Croatia , to work there and to leave the Republic of
Croatia, as the nature of the underlying contract so justifies;

d) the granting of all permits necessary for the importation of goods, above all
professional equipment, required for the execution of the underlying contract,
subject to existing laws, rules and regulations of the Beneficiary;

e) that imports carried out under IPA will be exempted from customs duties, import
duties and other fiscal charges;

f) the granting of all permits necessary for the re-export of the above goods, once the
underlying contract has been fully executed;

g) the granting of authorisations for the import or acquisition of the foreign currency
necessary for the implementation of the underlying contract and the application of
national exchange control regulations in a non-discriminatory manner to
contractors, regardless of their nationality or place of establishment;

h) the granting of all permits necessary to repatriate funds received in respect of the
activity financed under IPA, in accordance with the foreign exchange control
regulations in force in the Republic of Croatia.

2) The Beneficiary shall ensure full co-operation of all relevant authorities. It will also
ensure access to state-owned companies and other governmental institutions, which
are involved or are necessary in the implementation of a programme or in the
execution of the contract.

Article 26 Rules on taxes, customs duties and other fiscal charges

(1) Save where otherwise provided for in a Sectoral Agreement or a Financing
Agreement, taxes, customs and import duties or other charges having equivalent effect
are not eligible under IPA.

Article 27

Customs duties, import duties, taxes or fiscal charges having equivalent effect in
the case of the import of goods under a Community financed contract are not
eligible under IPA. The imports concerned shall be released from the point of
entry into the Republic of Croatia for delivery to the contractor, as required by the
provisions of the underlying contract and for immediate use as required for the
normal implementation of the contract, without regard to any delays or disputes
over the settlement of the above mentioned duties, taxes or charges;

Community financed contracts for services, supplies or works carried out by
contractors registered in the Republic of Croatia or by external contractors shall
not be subject in the Republic of Croatia to value added tax, documentary stamp or
registration duties or fiscal charges having equivalent effect, whether such charges
exist or are to be instituted. EC contractors registered in the Republic of Croatia
shall be exempted from VAT for services rendered, goods supplied and/or works
executed by them under EC contracts with the right of the contractors to offset or
deduct input VAT paid in connection with the services rendered, the goods
supplied and/or the works executed against any VAT collected by them for any of
their other transactions. Should EC contractors not be able to make use of this
possibility, they shall be entitled to obtain VAT refund for VAT paid in the
Republic of Croatia directly from the tax authorities upon submission of a written
request accompanied by the necessary documentation required under the
national/local law for refund and by a certified copy of the underlying EC contract.

For the purposes of this Framework Agreement, the term "EC contractor" shall be
construed as natural and legal persons, rendering services and/or supplying goods
and/or executing works and/or executing a grant under an EC contract. The term
"EC contractor" shall also cover pre-accession advisors, also known as resident
twinning advisors, and experts included in a twinning covenant or contract. The
term "EC contract" means any legally binding document through which an activity
is financed under IPA and which is signed by the EC or the Beneficiary.

At least the same procedural privileges shall apply to such contractors as
applicable to contractors under any other bilateral or multilateral agreement or
arrangements for assistance and technical co-operation.

Profit and/or income arising from EC contracts shall be taxable in the Republic of
Croatia in accordance with the national/local tax system. However, natural and
legal persons, including expatriate staff, from the Member States of the European
Union or other countries eligible under IPA, executing Community financed
contracts shall be exempted from those taxes in the Republic of Croatia.

Personal and household effects imported for personal use by natural persons (and
members of their immediate families), other than those recruited locally, engaged
in carrying out tasks defined in technical co-operation contracts, shall be exempted
from customs duties, import duties, taxes and other fiscal charges having
equivalent effect, the said personal and household effects being re-exported or
disposed of in the state, in accordance with the regulations in force in the Republic
of Croatia after termination of the contract.

Supervision, control and audit by the Commission and the European Court of
Auditors

All Financing Agreements as well as all resulting programmes and subsequent
contracts shall be subject to supervision and financial control by the Commission
including the European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF) and audits by the European Court
of Auditors. This includes the right of the Delegation of the Commission in the
Republic of Croatia to carry out measures such as ex-ante verification of tendering and
contracting carried out by the related operating structures, as long as ex-ante control
has not been waived in accordance with Article 16 above. The duly authorised agents
or representatives of the Commission and of OLAF shall have the right to carry out
any technical and financial verification that the Commission or OLAF consider
necessary to follow the implementation of a programme including visits of sites and
premises at which Community financed activities are implemented. The Commission
shall give the national authorities concerned advance notice of such missions.

The Beneficiary shall supply all requested information and documents including any
computerised data and take all suitable measures to facilitate the work of the persons
instructed to carry out audits or inspections.

The Beneficiary shall maintain records and accounts adequate to identify the services,
supplies, works and grants financed under the related Financing Agreement in
accordance with sound accounting procedures. The Beneficiary shall also ensure that
the agents or representatives of the Commission including OLAF have the right to
inspect all relevant documentation and accounts pertaining to items financed under the
related Financing Agreement and assist the European Court of Auditors to carry out
audits relating to the use of Community funds.

In order to ensure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Community,
the Commission including OLAF may also conduct documentary and on-the-spot
checks and inspections in accordance with the procedural provisions of Council
Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996 of 11 November 1996 (°). These checks and
inspections shall be prepared and conducted in close collaboration with the competent
authorities designated by the Beneficiary, which shall be notified in good time of the
object, purpose and legal basis of the checks and inspections, so that they can provide
all the requisite help. The Beneficiary shall identify a service which will assist at
OLAF’s request in conducting investigations in accordance with Council Regulation
(EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996. If the Beneficiary wishes, the on-the-spot checks and
inspections may be carried out jointly with them. Where the participants in
Community financed activities resist an on-the-spot check or inspection, the
Beneficiary, acting in accordance with national rules, shall give Commission/OLAF
inspectors such assistance as they need to allow them to discharge their duty in
carrying out an on-the-spot check or inspection.

The Commission/OLAF shall report as soon as possible to the Beneficiary any fact or
suspicion relating to an irregularity which has come to its notice in the course of the
on-the-spot check or inspection. In any event, the Commission/OLAF shall be
required to inform the above-mentioned authority of the result of such checks and
inspections.

The controls and audits described above are applicable to all contractors and sub-
contractors who have received Community funds including all related information to
be found in the documents of the national fund of the Beneficiary concerning the
national contribution.

Without prejudice to the responsibilities of the Commission and the European Court of
Auditors, the accounts and operations of the National Fund and, where applicable,
operating structures may be checked at the discretion of the Commission by the
Commission itself or by an external auditor assigned by the Commission.

Article 28 Prevention of irregularity and fraud, measures against corruption

The Beneficiary shall ensure investigation and effective treatment of suspected cases
of fraud and irregularities and shall ensure the functioning of a control and reporting
mechanism equivalent to that foreseen in the Commission Regulation (EC) No
1828/2006 of 8 December 2006 (7). In the case of suspected fraud or irregularity, the
Commission shall be informed without delay.

Furthermore, the Beneficiary shall take any appropriate measure to prevent and
counter any active or passive corruption practices at any stage of the procurement
procedure or grant award procedure or during the implementation of corresponding
contracts.

The Beneficiary, including the personnel responsible for the implementation tasks of
the Community financed activities, undertakes to take whatever precautions are
necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interests and shall inform the Commission
immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likely to give rise to any
such conflict.

The following definitions shall apply:

a) [Irregularity shall mean any infringement of a provision of applicable rules and
contracts resulting from an act or an omission by an economic operator which has,
or would have, the effect of prejudicing the general budget of the European Union
by charging an unjustified item of expenditure to the general budget.

b) Fraud shall mean any intentional act or omission relating to: the use or
presentation of false, incorrect or incomplete statements or documents, which has
as its effect the misappropriation or wrongful retention of funds from the general
budget of the European Communities or budgets managed by, or on behalf of, the
European Communities; non disclosure of information in violation of a specific
obligation with the same effect; the misapplication of such funds for purposes
other than those for which they are originally granted.

c) Active corruption is defined as the deliberate action of whosoever promises or
gives, directly or through an intermediary, an advantage of any kind whatsoever to
an official for himself or for a third party for him to act or to refrain from acting in
accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his functions in breach of his official
duties in a way which damages or is likely to damage the financial interests of the
European Communities.

d) Passive corruption is defined as the deliberate action of an official, who, directly
or through an intermediary, requests or receives advantages of any kind
whatsoever, for himself or a third party, or accepts a promise of such advantage, to
act or to refrain from acting in accordance with his duty or in the exercise of his
functions in breach of his official duties in a way which damages or is likely to
damage the financial interests of the European Communities.

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Article 29 Recovery of funds in case of irregularity or fraud

(1) Any proven case of irregularity or fraud discovered at any time during the
implementation of assistance under IPA or as the result of an audit will lead to the
recovery of the funds by the Commission from the Beneficiary.

(2) The national authorising officer shall recover the Community contribution paid to the
Beneficiary from those who committed the irregularity, fraud or corruption or
benefited from it, in accordance with national recovery procedures. The fact that the
national authorising officer does not succeed in recovering all or part of the funds shall
not prevent the Commission from recovering the funds from the Beneficiary.

Article 30 Financial corrections

(D) In the case of decentralised management, in order to ensure that the funds are used in
accordance with the applicable rules, the Commission shall apply clearance-of-
accounts procedures or financial correction mechanisms in accordance with Article
53b(4) and 53c(2) of the Financial Regulation and as detailed in Sectoral Agreements
or Financing Agreements.

(2) A financial correction may arise following either:

¢ identification of a specific irregularity, including fraud;
e identification of a weakness or deficiency in the management and control systems
of the Beneficiary;

(3)  If the Commission finds that expenditure under the programmes covered by IPA has
been incurred in a way that has infringed applicable rules, it shall decide what amounts
are to be excluded from Community financing.

4) The calculation and establishment of any such corrections, as well as the related
recoveries, shall be made by the Commission, following the criteria and procedures
provided for in Articles 32, 33 and 34 below. Provisions on financial corrections
which have been set down in Sectoral Agreements or Financing Agreements shall
apply in addition to this Framework Agreement

Article 31 Financial adjustments

In the case of decentralised management the national authorising officer, who bears in the first
instance the responsibility for investigating irregularities, shall make the financial adjustments
where irregularities or negligence are detected in operations or operational programmes, by
cancelling all or part of the Community contribution to the operations or the operational
programmes concerned. The national authorising officer shall take into account the nature and
gravity of the irregularities and the financial loss to the Community contribution.

Article 32 Criteria for financial corrections

(D) The Commission may make financial corrections, by cancelling all or part of the
Community contribution to a programme, in the situations referred to in Article 30(2)
above.

(2) Where individual cases of irregularity are identified, the Commission shall take into
account the systemic nature of the irregularity to determine whether flat-rate
corrections, punctual corrections or corrections based on an extrapolation of the
findings should be applied. For the Rural Development Component, criteria for
financial corrections are set out in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

When deciding the amount of a correction, the Commission shall take into account the
nature and gravity of the irregularity and/or the extent and financial implications of the
weaknesses or the deficiencies found in the management and control system in the
programme concerned.

Article 33 Procedure for financial corrections

Before taking a decision on a financial correction, the Commission shall inform the
national authorising officer of its provisional conclusions and request his comments
within two months.

Where the Commission proposes a financial correction on the basis of extrapolation or
at a flat rate, the Beneficiary shall be given the opportunity to establish the actual
extent of the irregularity, through an examination of the documentation concerned. In
agreement with the Commission, the Beneficiary may limit the scope of this
examination to an appropriate proportion or sample of the documentation concerned.
Except in duly justified cases, the time allowed for this examination shall not exceed a
period of two months after the two-month period referred to in the first subparagraph.

The Commission shall take account of any evidence supplied by the Beneficiary
within the time limits mentioned in paragraph 1.

The Commission shall endeavour to take a decision on the financial correction within
six months after opening the procedure as set out in paragraph 1.

Article 34 Repayment

Any repayment to the general budget of the European Union shall be effected before
the due date indicated in the recovery order drawn up in accordance with Article 72 of
the Financial Regulation. The due date shall be the last day of the second month
following the issuing of the order.

Any delay in repayment shall give rise to interest on account of late payment, starting
on the due date and ending on the date of actual payment. The rate of such interest
shall be one-and-a-half percentage points above the rate applied by the European
Central Bank in its main refinancing operations on the first working day of the month
in which the due date falls.

Article 35 Re-use of Community contribution

The resources from the Community contribution cancelled following financial
corrections pursuant to Article 30 shall be paid to the Community Budget, including
interest thereon.

The contribution cancelled or recovered in accordance with Article 31 above may not
be re-used for the operation or operations that were the subject of the recovery or the
adjustment, nor, where the recovery or adjustment is made for a systemic irregularity,
for existing operations within the whole or part of the priority axis in which the
systemic irregularity occurred.

Article 36 Monitoring in the case of decentralised management, monitoring committees

In the case of decentralised management, the Beneficiary shall, within six months after
the entry into force of the first financing agreement, set up an IPA monitoring
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committee, in agreement with the Commission, to ensure coherence and coordination
in the implementation of the IPA components.

(2)  The IPA monitoring committee shall be assisted by sectoral monitoring committees set
up under the IPA components. They shall be attached to programmes or components.
They may include representatives of civil society, where appropriate. More detailed
rules may be provided for in Financing Agreements or Sectoral Agreements.

3) The IPA monitoring committee shall satisfy itself as to the overall effectiveness,
quality and coherence of the implementation of all programmes and operations
towards meeting the objectives set out in the multi-annual indicative planning
documents and the financing agreements.

(a) The IPA monitoring committee may make proposals to the Commission, the
national IPA co-ordinator and the national authorising officer for any actions to
ensure the coherence and co-ordination between the programmes and operations
implemented under the different components, as well as for any cross-
component corrective measures needed to ensure the achievement of the global
objectives of the assistance provided, and to enhance its overall efficiency. It
may also make proposals to the relevant sectoral monitoring committee(s) for
decisions on any corrective measures to ensure the achievements of programme
objectives and enhance the efficiency of assistance provided under the
programmes or IPA component(s) concerned;

(b) The IPA monitoring committee shall adopt its internal rules of procedure in
compliance with a monitoring committee mandate established by the
Commission, and within the institutional, legal and financial framework of the
Republic of Croatia;

(¢) Unless otherwise provided in the monitoring committee mandate set out by the
Commission, the following provisions shall apply:

aa) The IPA monitoring committee shall include among its members
representatives of the Commission, the national IPA co-ordinator, the
national authorising officer, representatives of the operating structures, and
the strategic co-ordinator.

bb) A representative of the Commission and the national IPA co-ordinator shall
co-chair the IPA monitoring committee meetings;

cc) The IPA monitoring committee shall meet at least once a year.
Intermediate meetings may also be convened on a thematic basis.

Article 37 Monitoring in the case of centralised and joint management

In the case of centralised and joint management, the Commission may undertake any actions
it deems necessary to monitor the programmes concerned. In the case of joint management,
these actions may be carried out jointly with the international organisation(s) concerned.

Article 38 Annual and final reports on implementation

The sectoral annual reports on implementation shall cover the financial year. The
sectoral final reports on implementation shall cover the whole period of
implementation and may include the last sectoral annual report.

The reports referred to in paragraph 1 shall be sent to the national IPA co-ordinator,
the national authorising officer and to the Commission, after examination by the
sectoral monitoring committees.

On the basis of the reports referred to in paragraph 1, the national IPA co-ordinator
shall send to the Commission and the national authorising officer, after examination
by the IPA monitoring committee, annual and final reports on the implementation of
assistance under the IPA Regulation.

The annual report on implementation referred to in paragraph 3, which shall be sent by
31 August each year and for the first time in 2008, shall synthesise the different
sectoral annual reports issued under the different components and shall include
information about:

a) progress made in implementing Community assistance, in relation to the priorities
set up in the multi-annual indicative planning document and the different
programmes;

b) financial implementation of Community assistance.

The final report on the implementation as referred to in paragraph 3 shall cover the
whole period of implementation and may include the latest annual report mentioned in
paragraph 4.

Article 39 Closure of programmes under decentralised management

After an application for final payment has been received by the Commission from the
Beneficiary, a programme is considered closed as soon as one of the following occurs:

e payment of the final balance due by the Commission;
e issuance of a recovery order by the Commission;
e de-commitment of appropriations by the Commission.

The closure of a programme does not prejudice the right of the Commission to
undertake a financial correction at a later stage.

The closure of a programme does not affect the obligations of the Beneficiary to
continue to retain related documents.

Allocation of functions and common responsibilities to the structures, authorities and bodies
in accordance with Article 8 of the Framework Agreement between the Commission and the
Beneficiary of 27 August 2007

Preliminary remark:

This list shows the main functions and common responsibilities of the structures, authorities
and bodies concerned. It is not to be considered exhaustive. It supplements the core part of
this Framework Agreement.

1) The Competent Accrediting Officer (CAO):

e) The CAO shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official in
the government or the state administration of the Republic of Croatia.

f) The CAO shall be responsible for issuing, monitoring and suspending or withdrawing
the accreditation of the national authorising officer (NAO) both

e as the head of the national fund bearing overall responsibility for the financial
management of EU funds in the Republic of Croatia and being responsible for the
legality and regularity of the underlying transactions;

e with regard to the NAO's capacity to fulfil the responsibilities for the effective
functioning of management and control systems under [PA.

The accreditation of the NAO shall also cover the national fund (NF).

The CAO shall notify the Commission of the accreditation of the NAO and shall
inform the Commission of any changes regarding the accreditation of the NAO. This
includes the provision of all relevant supporting information required by the
Commission.

c) Prior to accrediting the NAO, the CAO shall satisfy himself that the applicable
requirements set out in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Rules are fulfilled. This
includes the verification of the compliance of the management and control system set
up by the Beneficiary for effective controls in at least the areas set out in the Annex to
the IPA Implementing Regulation (accreditation criteria). This annex provides for the
following overall requirements:

e Control environment (establishment and management of the organisation and the
staff) comprising ethics and integrity policies, irregularity management and
reporting, staff planning, recruitment, training and appraisal including sensitive
post management, sensitive functions and conflicts of interest, establishment of
legal bases for bodies and individuals, formal establishment of accountability,
responsibility, delegated responsibility and any necessary related authority for all
tasks and positions throughout the organisation);

e Planning and risk management comprising risk identification, assessment and
management, objective setting and allocation of resources against objectives,
planning of the implementation process;

e Control activities (implementation of interventions) comprising verification
procedures, procedures for supervision by accountable management of tasks
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delegated to subordinates, including annual statements of assurance from
subordinate actors, rules for each type of procurement and calls for proposals,
procedures including checklists for each step of procurement and calls for
proposals, rules and procedures on publicity, payment procedures, procedures for
monitoring the delivery of co-financing, budgetary procedures to ensure the
availability of funds, procedures for continuity of operations, accounting
procedures, reconciliation procedures, reporting of exceptions, amongst others
exceptions to normal procedures approved at appropriate level, unapproved
exceptions and control failures whenever identified, security procedures, archiving
procedures, segregation of duties and reporting of internal control weaknesses;

e Monitoring activities (supervision of interventions), comprising internal audit with
handling of audit reports and recommendations, evaluations;

e Communication (ensuring all actors receive information necessary to fulfil their
role) comprising the regular coordination meetings between different bodies to
exchange information on all aspects of planning and implementation and the
regular reporting at all appropriate levels on efficiency and effectiveness of
internal control.

2) The National IPA Coordinator (NIPAC):

The NIPAC shall be appointed by the Beneficiary. He shall be a high-ranking official
in the government or the state administration of the Beneficiary.

He shall ensure the overall coordination of assistance under IPA.

The NIPAC shall ensure partnership between the Commission and the Beneficiary and
close link between the general accession process and the use of pre-accession
assistance under IPA. He shall bear the overall responsibility for

e the coherence and coordination of the programmes provided under IPA;

e the annual programming for the Transition Assistance and Institution Building
Component at national level;

e the co-ordination of the participation of the Beneficiary in the relevant cross-
border programmes both with Member States and with other Beneficiary countries,
as well as the transnational, interregional or sea basins programmes under other
Community instruments. The NIPAC may delegate the tasks relating to this co-
ordination to a cross-border co-operation co-ordinator.

providing assurance about the regularity and legality of underlying transactions;

drawing up and submitting to the Commission certified statements of expenditure
and payment applications; he shall bear overall responsibility for the accuracy of
the payment application and for the transfer of funds to the operating structures
and/or final beneficiaries;

verifying the existence and correctness of the co-financing elements;

c) information concerning any changes in systems and controls, and elements of
supporting accounting information.

The National Fund (NF):

a) The NF shall be a body located in a State level Ministry of the Beneficiary and shall
have central budgetary competence and act as central treasury entity.

¢) The NF shall in particular be in charge of organising the bank accounts, requesting
funds from the Commission, authorising the transfer of funds from the Commission to
the operating structures or to the final beneficiaries and the financial reporting to the
Commission.

The Operating Structures:

a) An operating structure shall be established for each IPA component or programme to
deal with the management and implementation of assistance under IPA. The operating
structure shall be a body or a collection of bodies within the administration of the
Beneficiary.

b) The operating structure shall be responsible for managing and implementing the IPA
programme or programmes concerned in accordance with the principle of sound
financial management. For those purposes, the operating structure shall carry a
number of functions that include:

separate accounting system or a separate accounting codification;

ensuring that the NF and the NAO receive all necessary information on the
procedures and verifications carried out in relation to expenditure;

carrying out verifications to ensure that the expenditure declared has actually been

The combined total of pre-financing and interim payments shall not exceed 95%
of the Community contribution.

When the ceiling referred to in paragraph 5 above is reached, the national
authorising officer shall only submit a new certified statement of expenditure and
information about the amounts received when he requests the payment of the final
balance.

Amounts set out in the programmes submitted by the national authorising officer,
in certified statements of expenditure, in payment applications and in expenditure
mentioned in the implementation reports, shall be denominated in euro. The
national authorising officer shall convert the amounts of expenditure incurred in
national currency into euro using the monthly accounting rate of the euro
established by the Commission for the month during which the expenditure was
registered in the accounts of the operating structure concerned.

Payments by the Commission to the national fund shall be made to the euro
account. One euro account shall be opened for each of the IPA programmes
concerned, and shall be used exclusively for transactions relating to that
programme.

The national authorising officer shall ensure that the final beneficiaries receive the
total amount of the public contribution in due time and in full. No specific charge
or other charge with equivalent effect shall be levied which would reduce these
amounts for the final beneficiaries.

The expenditure may be covered by Community financing only if it has been
incurred and paid by the final beneficiary. Expenditure paid by final beneficiaries
shall be substantiated by receipted invoices or accounting documents of
equivalent probative value or other relevant documents, where, according to the
programme, assistance is not a function of expenditure. Expenditure must have
been certified by the national authorising officer.

ACCEPTABILITY OF PAYMENT APPLICATIONS

Without prejudice of establishing additional requirement if the circumstances so
require, the Commission shall not approve a payment application until the
following minimum requirements have been fulfilled:

The total amount paid as pre-financing shall be reimbursed to the Commission if
no payment application for the programme concerned is sent within 15 months of
the date on which the Commission pays the first pre-financing amount. The
Community contribution to the programme concerned shall not be affected by
such reimbursement.

The total pre-financing amount shall be cleared at the latest when the programme
is closed. Throughout the lifetime of the programme, the national authorising
officer shall use the pre-financing payment only to pay the Community
contribution to expenditure in compliance with Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007.

If it appears that the rules applicable have not been complied with or that
Community funds have been improperly used, the Commission may reduce
interim payments to the beneficiary country, or temporarily suspend them, in
accordance with the provisions of Article 46 of Regulation (EC) 718 / 2007. It
shall inform the beneficiary country accordingly.

The suspension or reduction of interim payments shall comply with the principle
of proportionality and shall be without prejudice to the decisions of conformity
and clearance-of-account decisions and financial corrections.

REALLOCATION OF FUNDS

The national authorizing officer may request a reallocation of funds within the
same programme following a recommendation from the IPA monitoring
Committee.

The reallocation requested shall be submitted to the Commission for approval,
and shall be subject to a new Commission decision.

If the reallocation does not comprise substantial changes to the nature of the
original programme and, as regards the financial element, it does not exceed 20%
of the total amount allocated to the programme in question, subject to the limit of
€4 million, the committee which gave an opinion on the original programme shall
be informed.

STAFF, LOCATION AND OPERATIONAL COSTS OF THE NATIONAL
FUND AND THE OTHER BODIES AND AUTHORITIES

The beneficiary country shall ensure that at its own cost the availability of the
necessary human resources for the timely and correct execution of the tasks
entrusted to the bodies and authorities designated under Article 21 of the IPA
Implementing Regulation.

The beneficiary country shall provide at its own costs the necessary premises,
office furniture and other facilities for the aforementioned bodies and authorities.

The operational costs of those bodies and authorities shall be borne by the
beneficiary country, with the exception of the cost referred to in Article 94(1)(f)
of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

BANK ACCOUNTS

The National Fund shall for each programme open up a separate euro bank
account in the Central Bank or in a Government guaranteed bank account. The
account shall, in principle, be interest-generating.

Any interest earned on any of the component-specific euro accounts remains the
property of the beneficiary country. Interest generated by the financing by the
Community of a programme shall be posted exclusively to that programme, being
regarded as a resource for the beneficiary country in the form of a national public
contribution, and shall be declared to the Commission whenever a payment
application is submitted to the Commission.

The bank account shall be operated on the basis of a double signature system,
requiring the signatures of the national authorizing officer and a senior accounting
officer.

The national fund shall communicate to the Commission all relevant information
on the accounts at the national fund as well as on all other accounts in the
implementing agencies and others to which IPA funds have been transferred.
Relevant information encompasses the name and address of the bank, the account
number, the names of the account holders, the interest rates and any other
information that the Commission deems appropriate.

ACCOUNTING AND AUDITS

The national fund shall operate an accounting system covering all contractual and
other financial operations pertaining to all IPA financed programmes.

The accounts and operations of all relevant operating structures/implementing
agencies and authorities may be checked at regular intervals by an outside auditor
contracted by the Commission without prejudice to the responsibilities of the
Commission and the European Court of Auditors as referred to in the Framework
Agreement.

All documents related to a given programme shall be retained by the beneficiary
country for at least three years after the closure of the programme. This period
shall be interrupted either in case of legal proceedings or at the duly motivated
request of the Commission.

By way of derogation from paragraph 3 above, written records of the entire
procurement, grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the
operating structure for a period of at least seven years from the payment of the
balance of the contract.

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REPORTING

The operating structures of the beneficiary countries participating in a cross-
border programme shall send the Commission and the respective national IPA co-
ordinators an annual report and a final report on the implementation of the cross-
border programme after examination by the joint monitoring committee.

The reports shall also be sent to the respective national authorising officers.

The annual report shall be submitted by 30 June each year and for the first time in
the second year following the adoption of the cross-border programme.

The final report shall be submitted at the latest 6 months after the closure of the
cross-border programme.

The reports referred to in paragraph 1 shall include the following information:

(a) the progress made in implementing the cross-border programme and
priorities in relation to their specific, verifiable targets, with a
quantification, wherever and whenever they lend themselves to
quantification, using the indicators referred to in Article 94(1)(d) of the
IPA Implementing Regulation at the level of the priority axis;

(b) detailed information about the financial implementation of the cross-
border programme;

(c) the steps taken by the operating structures and/or the joint monitoring
committee to ensure the quality and effectiveness of implementation, in
particular:

- monitoring and evaluation measures, including data collection
arrangements,

- a summary of any significant problems encountered in implementing
the cross-border programme and any measures taken;

- the use made of technical assistance;

(d)  the measures taken to provide information on and publicise the cross-
border programme.

Where appropriate, the information referred to in points (a) to (d) of this
paragraph may be provided in summary form.

Information referred to in point (c) need not be included if there has been no
significant modification since the previous report

ROADMAP FOR DECENTRALISATION WITH EX-POST CONTROLS

The Beneficiary country shall establish a roadmap with indicative benchmarks and
time limits to achieve decentralisation without ex ante controls by the Commission.

The Commission shall monitor the implementation of the roadmap mentioned in
paragraph 1, and shall take due account of the results achieved by the beneficiary
country in this context, in particular in the provision of assistance and in the

negotiation process. The roadmap to achieve decentralization without ex ante
controls may refer to a phased waiver of different types of ex-ante control.

The Beneficiary country shall keep the Commission regularly updated with the
progress made in the implementation of this roadmap.

TREATMENT OF RECEIPTS

Receipts for the purposes of IPA include revenue earned by an operation, during
the period of its co-financing, from sales, rentals, service enrolment/fees or other
equivalent receipts with the exception of:

(a) receipts generated through the economic lifetime of the co-financed
investments in the case of investments in firms;

(b) receipts generated within the framework of a financial engineering
measure, including venture capital and loan funds, guarantee funds,
leasing;

(c) where applicable, contributions from the private sector to the co-financing
of operations, which shall be shown alongside public contribution in the
financing tables of the programme.

Receipts as defined in paragraph 1 above represent income which shall be
deducted from the amount of eligible expenditure for the operation concerned. No
later than the closure of the programme, such receipts shall be deducted from the
relevant operation's eligibility expenditure in their entirety or pro-rata, depending
on whether they were generated entirely or only in part by the co-financed
operation.

ELIGIBILITY OF EXPENDITURE

Expenditure under this programme shall be eligible for Community contribution if
it has actually been incurred after the signature of the Agreement.

The following expenditure shall not be eligible for Community contribution under
the programme in Annex A:

(b) customs and import duties, or any other charges;

(c) purchase, rent or leasing of land and existing buildings;
(d) fines, financial penalties and expenses of litigation;

The costs referred to in point (b) of this paragraph must be certified by means of
documents which permit the identification of real costs paid by the public
authority concerned for that operation.

(5) Without prejudice to the provisions of paragraphs 1 to 4, further rules on
eligibility of expenditure may be laid down in the cross-border programme in
Annex A to this Agreement.

15 RETENTION OF DOCUMENTS

(1) All documents related to a given programme shall be retained by the Beneficiary
for at least three years after the closure of the programme. This period shall be
interrupted either in the case of legal proceedings or at the duly motivated request
of the Commission.

(2) By way of derogation from paragraph 1, written records of the entire
procurement, grant award and contracting procedure shall be retained by the
operating structure for a period of at least seven years from the payment of the
balance of the contract.

16 FURTHER RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE NATIONAL IPA COORDINATOR

Where the national IPA coordinator exercises his responsibility for the programming of
the transition assistance and institution building component at national level, he
shall carry out the following tasks:

(a) organize the preparation of project proposals as referred to in Article 69 of the IPA
Implementing Rules.

(b) elaborate and present to the Commission the project fiches referred to in Article 69
of the IPA Implementing Rules.

(©) monitor the technical execution of the national programmes.

17 DESIGNATION AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROGRAMME
AUTHORISING OFFICERS

(1) The national authorizing officer shall, after consulting the national IPA co-
ordinator, designate programme authorizing officers to head the implementing
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)

agencies. They shall be officials within the state administration of the Beneficiary
and shall be responsible for the activities mentioned in Section 6(b) of Annex A to
the Framework Agreement, in accordance with Article 8(3) of the Framework
Agreement and with Article 11(3) of the IPA Implementing Regulation.

Programme authorizing officers shall designate officials within the national
administration as senior programme officers. Under the overall responsibility of
the programme authorizing officer concerned, senior programme officers shall
carry out the following tasks:

(a) be responsible for the technical aspect of the operations within the line
ministries;

(b) assist the programme authorizing officers in the good and timely preparation
and implementation of operations at technical level;

(c) be in charge of the co-ordination within each priority axis set down in the
Beneficiary's project proposal.

DETAILED RULES ON THE ACCREDITATION OF THE OPERATING
STRUCTURES

Where Community funds have been managed by existing national bodies in the
Beneficiary under Regulation (EEC) No 3906/89 or Regulation (EC) No
2500/2001 prior to the date of entry into force of this Regulation, those bodies
(hereinafter referred to as the "existing national bodies") shall manage funds
under the transition assistance and institution building component, until the
Commission adopts a Decision on conferral of management powers.

In no case the existing national bodies can manage funds under the transition
assistance and institution building component without a conferral of management
powers by the Commission in accordance with the IPA Implementing Rules for
more than one year from the entry into force of the IPA Implementing Rules.

The Commission shall decide whether to confer management powers on the
existing national bodies in particular having regard to the list of deviations
submitted in accordance with paragraph 4 and the decision taken by the national
authorizing officer in accordance with paragraph 5.

The national authorizing officer shall carry out an assessment of the operating
structure, which include the existing national bodies, with regard to the
requirements referred to in Article 11 of the IPA Implementing Rules. In
particular, he shall establish a list of any requirements under the IPA
Implementing Rules, as set out in Article 11 therein, which the operating structure
does not comply with, based on an opinion of an external auditor functionally
independent from all actors in the management and control system. The list of
deviations shall be sent to the Commission at the latest four months after the entry
into force of the IPA Implementing Rules.
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(6)

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 4 is deemed to be compatible
with the efficient and effective functioning of the operating structures, the
national authorizing officer may decide to accredit the bodies concerned.

At the latest five months after the entry into force of the IPA Implementing Rules,
he shall send to the Commission a decision relating to the accreditation of the
bodies concerned. This decision shall include a roadmap, with time bound
objectives, laying down the steps to be taken to remedy the non-compliance as set
out in the list referred to in paragraph 4. The roadmap shall be agreed by the
Commission.

Where the non-compliance referred to in paragraph 6 is not deemed to be
compatible with the efficient and effective functioning of an operating structure,
the national authorizing officer shall proceed to establish an accreditation for the
operating structure concerned, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13 of
the IPA Implementing Rules.
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DETAILED RULES ON THE CONFERRAL OF MANAGEMENT POWERS BY
THE COMMISSION

In the event that the Commission decides to confer management powers on the
"existing national bodies" mentioned in Section 18(1) above, the Commission
may lay down further conditions on the national authorities. In the event of further
conditions, the Commission shall set a time limit for compliance by the national
authorities for the conferral of management powers to remain effective. The
Commission Decision shall also lay down the list of ex-ante controls mentioned in
Article 12(4) of Annex B.

Irrespective of the national authorizing officer's decision, the Commission may
decide to maintain, suspend or withdraw the conferral of management powers on
any of the bodies concerned at any time.

At all stages, the national authorizing officer shall ensure that all the information
required by the Commission is provided by the Beneficiary.

FUTHER PROVISIONS APPLICABLE TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
CROSS-BORDER PROGRAMMES

The operating structures in each participating beneficiary country shall include
one implementing agency which shall be established within the national
administration or under its direct control.

The national authorising officer in each participating beneficiary country shall,
after consulting the national IPA co-ordinator, designate a programme authorising
officer to head the implementing agency.

The programme authorizing officers shall be officials of the State administration
of the beneficiary countries. He shall be responsible for the activities carried out
by the implementing agency.

The implementing agencies shall be responsible for the tendering and contracting,
payments accounting and financial reporting aspects of the procurement of
services, supplies, works and grants for the part the cross-border programme
concerning the respective country.
