Hereafter jointly referred to as "the Parties" or individually as "the Beneficiary", in the case of 
the Government of Republic of Croatia, or "the Commission", in the case of the Commission 
of the European Communities 

Whereas 

1) On 17 July 2006, the Council of the European Union adopted Regulation 
(EC) No 1085/20061 establishing an Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance 
(hereinafter referred to as "IPA Framework Regulation").  

2) On 12 June 2007, the Commission adopted Regulation (EC) No 718/20072 
implementing the IPA Framework Regulation, detailing applicable management and 
control provisions (hereinafter referred to as "IPA Implementing Regulation"). 

3) On 29 November 2007, the Commission adopted Decision No. C(2007)5734 approving 
the multi-annual operational programme "Environmental" for co-financing under the 
Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance in the Republic of Croatia. 

4) On 27 August 2007 the Beneficiary and the Commission signed a Framework 
Agreement setting out the rules for co-operation concerning the EC financial assistance 
from the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA). This Framework Agreement 
entered into force on 10 October 2007. 

5) On 10 November 2008 the Beneficiary and the Commission signed a Financing 
Agreement laying down specific provisions for the implementation of the multi-annual 
programme "Environmental". This Financing Agreement entered into force on 15 
December 2008.  

6) In accordance with Article 54 of the Financing Agreement, on 5 February 2008, the 
Operating Structure submitted to the Commission a major project "Water Supply and 
Sewerage System with Waste Water Treatment Plant for Slavonski Brod" in which it 
envisages a contribution from the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance under 
priority axis Priority Axis 2 - Protecting Croatia's Water Resources Through Improved 
Water Supply and Integrated Wastewater Management Systems - of the multi-annual 
operational programme "Environmental". At the request of the Commission, the 
Operating Structure submitted a revised project application on 1 December 2008. 

7) On 6 April 2009, the Commission adopted decision No C (2009) 2242 approving a 
Community contribution to the major project "Water Supply and Sewerage System with 
Waste Water Treatment Plant for Slavonski Brod".

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8. In accordance with Article 54 of the Financing Agreement, the decision of the 
Commission approving the project shall define the physical object and the eligible 
public expenditure to which the co-financing rate for the priority axis applies and shall 
be followed by a Bilateral Project Agreement with the Beneficiary.  

 

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS: 

Article 1 
Subject matter 

1. This Bilateral Project Agreement is concluded between the Beneficiary and the 
Commission. It concerns the project Water Supply and Sewerage System with Waste 
Water Treatment Plant for Slavonski Brod adopted by Commission Decision No C 
(2009) 2242 as described in Annex I. All documents and correspondence pertaining to 
this project shall bear the reference CCI 2008HR16IPO003.  

 
Article 2 

Project funding   

1. The Eligible Public Expenditure calculated in accordance with Article 150 of 
Commission Regulation (EC) 718/2007 is 20.459.900 €.  

2. The co-financing rate for the priority axis 2 - Protecting Croatia's Water Resources 
through Improved Water Supply and Integrated Wastewater Management Systems - of 
the Operational Programme "Environmental" applies to the project. The maximum 
Community Contribution to the project is 15.344.925 €. 

3. The Community Contribution to the co-financing of the project is subject to the 
fulfilment of the provisions of this Bilateral Project Agreement and the obligations and 
conditions set out in the Framework Agreement, Financing Agreement as well as the 
regulatory and conventional framework applicable to pre-accession assistance.  

 
Article 3 

Eligibility period  

1. The eligibility period is as laid down in Articles 11(3), 34(2), 43 of the Financing 
Agreement.  

 
Article 4 

Eligible Expenditure 

1. Expenditure incurred in the implementation of the project shall be eligible for 
Community co-financing if:  

a) it has been actually incurred within the eligibility period indicated in Article 3 
above and is supported by receipted invoices or accounting documents of 
equivalent probative value; 

b) if contracts giving rise to such expenditure are consistent with the project, as 
adopted by Commission  Decision No C (2009) 2242 of 6 April 2009.

c) if it has been incurred in accordance with the principles of sound financial 
management and, in particular, of economy and cost-effectiveness and  

d) if it conforms to the eligibility rules laid down in Chapter VI of the Financing 
Agreement. 

 
Article 5 

Agreement 

1. An agreement as stated in Article 51(3) of the Financing Agreement must be signed 
prior to the commencement of any contract within the project. In addition the 
agreement shall define also the modalities of handing over the project to the end 
recipient after its completion.  

2. A signed copy of the agreement shall be sent to the Commission services. 

3. Notwithstanding the above, the requirements of Article 27 of the Financing 
Agreement remain applicable.  

 
Article 6 

Procurement rules and procedures  

1. The procurement rules and procedures to be followed are stipulated in Articles 44, 46 
and 48 of the Financing Agreement. In addition, and where applicable,  the rules laid 
down in Article 20 of the Financing Agreement governing procurement by IFIs also 
apply.  

 
Article 7 

Monitoring 

1. Monitoring refers to the use of a system of information in order to trace the progress 
made in implementing the project. Monitoring shall use financial and physical indicators 
which enable actual progress towards completion of the project to be compared with the 
Indicative Work Schedule/Expenditure Plan presented in Annex I. 

2. The implementation of the project shall be monitored in line with the stipulations of 
Chapter XIII (Monitoring and Evaluation) of the Financing Agreement. This, amongst 
others, will require:  

a) the Operating Structure, and where appropriate the relevant Contracting 
Authority, managing the project monitoring activities;  

b) the Sectoral Monitoring Committee reviewing the progress of implementation;  

c) the preparation of the monitoring sheets provided by the Commission. These 
monitoring sheets form the principal part of the sectoral annual report on 
implementation in accordance with Articles 84 and 85 of the Financing 
Agreement;  

d) special or ad-hoc monitoring reports, if deemed necessary by the Operating 
Structure or the Commission services;    
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e) physical on the spot checks. 

 
Article 8 

Evaluation 

1. An assessment of the project may be carried out during its implementation at the request 
of the Beneficiary, or on the initiative of the Commission, in order to assess whether the 
project is proceeding towards completion in accordance with the objectives originally 
laid down in Annex I to this agreement and to propose adjustments to take account of 
problems encountered during implementation. 

2. An ex-post assessment of the impact of the project may be carried out by an assessor 
appointed either by the Beneficiary or the Commission once the project has been 
completed. 

Article 9 
Project modification 

1. Any modification to the approved project shall require the approval of the 
Commission by way of a modifying decision or by exchange of letters between the 
Beneficiary and the Commission services.  

2. Expenditure relating to a physical object introduced in the project by way of a 
modification is eligible from the date of approval of the modification by the 
Commission. 

3. Any modification to the project presented in Annex I to this agreement which affects 
the content of the operational programme, will necessitate not only a Commission 
modification decision concerning the project, but also a decision concerning 
modification of the operational programme. Therefore, such project modification 
requests are receivable only if submitted in parallel with the necessary request for a 
modification of the operational programme. 

4. Any major modification to the project, as defined in Annex I to this Bilateral Project 
Agreement requires the approval by the Commission by way of a modifying decision. 
Such modifications must be supported by a duly motivated request to be submitted 
before the end of eligibility of expenditure as defined in Article 3 above.  

 A modification  is considered major when it involves:  

a) a change in any of the elements described in points 4 (Project Description) and 
5 (Objectives) of Annex I to this Bilateral Project Agreement; or  

b) any change in the amount of Community Contribution allocated to the project; 
or 

c) a change in the Eligible Public Expenditure of the project; or 

d) a substantial change in the physical characteristics or the functional purposes 
of the project, which alter its objectives, including the addition of a physical 
component  not covered by the original decision; or 

e) a change in the conditions of ownership or operation of the project. 
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5. Any minor modification to the project can be approved by way of an exchange of 
letters between the Beneficiary and the Commission services, on the basis of a duly 
motivated proposal to be submitted before the end of eligibility of expenditure as 
defined in Article 3 above.  

 A modification is considered minor in all cases except those mentioned in the previous 
paragraph, notably when it concerns,  

a) an extension to the period of implementation initially envisaged in the project 
application; or 

b) amendments to the Indicative Work Schedule/Expenditure Plan that do not fall 
under paragraph 4 ( c )above; or 

c) a change to the physical characteristics or functional purposes of the project 
that does not affect its overall objectives. 

6. The Sectoral Monitoring Committee shall be informed about major and minor project 
modification proposals.   

7.  As a general rule, the number of major project modifications requiring Commission 
modification decisions should be kept to a minimum. 

8. Each request for a modification, be it major or minor, will be examined by the 
Commission on a case-by-case basis.  

9. The Commission reserves the right to refuse project modification requests which 
would result in modifications of the operational programme it deems unacceptable.

3. PROJECT LOCATION 

3.1. Beneficiary country: Republic of Croatia 

3.2. County/province: Brodsko-posavska County 

4. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

The project falls under Priority Axis 2 "Protecting Croatia's Water Resources through 
Improved Water Supply and Integrated Wastewater Management Systems" of the 
Operational Programme "Environmental". The project has undergone a selection 
process under the OP "Environmental". It complies with the selection criteria 
outlined in the Operational Programme and it is included in the indicative list of 
major projects attached to it. The project will contribute to the strategic goals of the 
Water Strategy adopted by the Croatian Parliament on 15 July 2008 (OG 91/08) such 
as increase the percentage of population connected to public sewerage systems, 
construct waste water treatment plants, improve water quality and increase 
connections to public water supply systems. In addition, it will contribute in 
complying with EU aquis regarding the Water Framework Directive and the Urban 
Wastewater Treatment Directive. 
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The project has been identified by the Danube and Black Sea (DABLAS) Task Force 
as a priority project. The preparation of the project was ensured by the Danube 
Investment Support Facility through the Commission financial instrument CARDS. 
The overall objective of the project is to support environmental investments in the 
Danube River Basin in order to improve living conditions and contribute towards 
meeting the regional and national targets for the reduction of pollution. 

4.1 General description of the physical object of the project 

The project comprises a water supply component as well as a sewerage network 
including the construction of a wastewater treatment plant in Slavonski Brod. The 
town of Slavonski Brod is situated in the eastern part of Croatia in the Brodsko –
Posavska County. It is the seventh largest town in Croatia, with a population of 65 
000 (year 2001). 

The water supply system is operated by Vodovod Slavonski Brod Utility Company 
and it serves in total 72.000 inhabitants. Around 80 % of this population is in the 
Slavonski Brod urban area and the rest in other municipalities. The water supply 
distribution network comprises of about 365 km of pipes which the bulk of it is 15 to 
40 years old. Estimated network losses amount to 43%. 

The water supply works concern the construction of main distribution networks and 
the construction of a service reservoir. Upon completion of the project, 4.300 new 
inhabitants will directly be connected to the water supply network. The construction 
of the connections to households will be funded by the Utility Company's own 
funds. Following the realisation of the planned investment, it is estimated that the 
water losses will be reduced by 20% as compared to the current situation. 

With respect to the waste water component, the existing waste water network 
serves the town of Slavonski Brod, including Brodski Varoš, part of Brodsko Brdo 
and Podvinje and the settlement of Tomica. The connection rate in the city of 
Slavonski Brod is about 74%. In the municipalities of Gornja Vrba, Klakar and 
Podcrkavlje there is no wastewater network. The total length of the sewer network is 
approximately 151 km. The network is predominately constructed of concrete and is 
between 20 and 30 years old. Nearly all the existing system in Slavonski Brod is a 
combined system. About 36 km of new wastewater collectors will be constructed in 
order to ensure connection to the sewage system for 9.950 new inhabitants in the 
municipalities of Slavonski Brod, Klakar, Gornja Vrba and Podcrkavlje. 

Besides, there is no treatment of the wastewater discharged from the sewage 
network in Slavonski Brod. Wastewaters are discharged untreated in the Sava River 
at Poloj. A waste water treatment plant with tertiary treatment for a capacity to serve 
80 000 PE will be constructed. 

4.2 Technical description of the infrastructure investment 

The project consists of the following main works and supply items: 
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A. The water supply which includes the construction of: 

New main pipelines of 7, 2 km and the new service reservoir at Brodsko Brdo in the 
city of Slavonski Brod. It also concerns the replacement of existing main pipelines 
of 1, 8 km and reconstruction of 50 pieces of main nodes in the city of Slavonski 
Brod. 

With the completion of works, 4 300 new inhabitants will be served by the water 
distribution networks. The construction of the secondary networks will be financed 
and implemented by the local authorities before the end of the project 
implementation. 

B. The wastewater which includes mainly the construction of: 

36, 1 km of new wastewater collectors, 8 pumping stations, and 7 storm overflows in 
the city of Slavonski Brod, and in the municipalities of Klakar, Gornja Vrba, and 
Podcrkavlje as well as the reconstruction of 0,7 km of existing main wastewater 
collectors in the city of Slavonski Brod in order to ensure sewage to 9.950 new 
inhabitants. 

C. A wastewater treatment plant of tertiary level for 80.000 PE. 

The plant consists of the following basic components namely; a) mechanical 
treatment, b) biological treatment c) sludge treatment and d) biogas treatment and 
utilisation. 

D. Equipment: 

It concerns the purchase of a sewer CCTV inspection system including vehicles and 
two combined vacuum tanker/jetting machines. 

E. Services 

This item concerns the supervision of works contract. The Consultant will be 
entrusted with the role of the Engineer according to FIDIC Conditions of Contract. 
The Consultant shall ensure supervision of works and make sure that contracted 
works are implemented according to technical specifications and conditions of 
contract. 

5. OBJECTIVES 

The principal objectives of the project are as follows: 

– Improve the water supply system to ensure the functionality of the entire 
system. 

– Improve security of water supply to existing consumers and connect 
approximately 4.300 new inhabitants in Slavonski Brod through reinforcement 
of the water supply system and increased storage. 

– Improve the existing sewer system enabling a more cost effective treatment of 
waste water and increase the number of inhabitants (9.950) connected to the 
discharging system. 
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– Construct a waste water treatment facility for 80.000 PE contributing to the 
implementation of the EU acquis and in particular the Urban Waste Water 
Treatment Directive.

8. SUMMARY OF THE MAIN RESULTS OF THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL COST-BENEFIT 

ANALYSIS 

According to the Cost Benefit Analysis (CBA) carried out by the Croatian 
Authorities, the principal indicators of the economic and social cost benefit analysis 
are as follows: 

– The estimated ENPV for the project is € 2.8 million and the social discount rate 
used is 5,5 %; 

– The estimated Benefit/Cost ratio is 1,08; 
– The estimated Economic Rate of Return is 6.6%. 

9. SUMMARY OF THE FINANCIAL ANALYSIS 

The main conclusions of the financial analysis are as follows: 

– The FNPV for the project is estimated at € -18 million. 
– The FIRR is estimated at - 1, 9% 
– The Eligible Public Expenditure (funding gap rate of 69%) as calculated in 

accordance with Articles 17 and 19 of the Financing Agreement amounts to € 
20.459.903. 

– The Community Contribution totals € 15.344.925, the co financing rate of the 
priority axis of the programme applies. 
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10. POLLUTER PAYS PRINCIPLE 

Currently a uniform tariff is in place. This tariff is based on the quantity of the water 
invoiced. A gradual increase of tariffs will be introduced to cover the operation and 
maintenance of the entire system. The charges to apply will be proportional to the 
pollution caused by the users and to the real consumption of water. There will be two 
types of tariffs, namely one for households and another for commercial purposes. 

11. FINANCIAL SUSTAINABILITY AND AFFORDABILITY 

According to the Cost Benefit Analysis carried out by the Croatian Authorities, the 
project is financially sustainable and the services to be charged are considered 
affordable. 

As regards the affordability issue, two major aspects were taken into account: 

 1. Affordability of services based on the household income. 

 2. Average collection rate. 

An average household in the County would allocate 3% of its monthly income to the 
water supply and discharging and treatment of waste water following the completion 
of the project. In fact, a household tariff of € 1,78 €/m3 is considered economically 
acceptable within the current household income but also in the long run taking into 
account the progressive income increase. 

12. OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE 

The project will be implemented by the Croatian Waters whereas the end recipient of 
works is VODOVOD d.o.o. Slavonski Brod. As stipulated in Article 51(3) of the 
Financing Agreement, an agreement must be signed between the Croatian Waters 
and VODOVOD d.o.o. Slavonski Brod prior to the commencement of any contract of 
the project. This agreement shall define also the modalities of handing over the 
project to the end recipient after its completion. Following the completion of the 
project works and its handover to the end recipient of the IPA assistance, the 
VODOVOD d.o.o. Slavonski Brod Utility Company Department will be responsible for 
the entire operational, financial and administrative management of the water and 
waste water system. 

13. SUMMARY OF THE MAIN FINDINGS OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT ASSESSMENT 

An EIA has been carried out. On 3 September 2007, the Ministry of Environmental 
Protection, Physical Planning and Construction appointed a commission to assess the 
environmental impact assessment. The commission held two sessions. At its first 
meeting on 20 September 2007, the commission concluded that the environmental 
study needs to be modified and supplemented. The commission also decided to pass 
the study for public review. 

The public review was carried out in the area of the City of Slavonski Brod from 27 
October to 9 November 2007. During the public review no remarks or comments 
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were submitted. A public hearing was also held in the town of Slavonski Brod 6 
November 2007. 

At its second meeting held on 21 November 2007, the commission accepted the 
modifications and supplements supplied by the project developers. The commission 
concluded that the proposed intervention was environmentally acceptable on the 
condition that environmental protection measures were implemented and that a 
programme of environmental monitoring was put in place. 

The final consent about the acceptability of the project was issued by the Ministry of 
Environmental Protection, Physical Planning and Construction on 26 November
